Ride description: Start at Denny’s
on Dorsett Road just west of
Highway 270.  Enjoy a cup of coffee
while you wait for your fellow riders.
Take Highway 364 and travel to the
country. You will enjoy the peace
and pace of country living while
cruising over the gently rolling hills
and smooth curves. Imagine yourself
living in one of the quaint houses
you see on the route. Take a left
on Highway Z until you get to New

Melle, Missouri. Take note of the
church and general store that are
on the National Register of Historic
Places and then turn right on
Highway D. Keep left on D when
you get to T&D Tavern. Take a left
onto Highway 47 and cruise over
the river into Washington. Stop to
stroll by the river and check out
the shops or enjoy a refreshing
beverage in one of the town’s many
establishments. Take a right on
Highway 100 as you are leaving
Washington and take that to Olive
Road. Turn right on Olive Road
to travel back in time to the west
and dine at Cedar Creek Town Hall
Restaurant.

McKelvey Road and a right onto
Highway 364

• Continue on Highway 364 for 20
miles

• Highway 364 ends at Highway N

• Continue on Highway N for 5 miles

• Left on Highway Z for 5 miles

• Right on Highway D for 5 miles

• Left on Highway T and continue right
on Highway TT

• Left on Highway 47-S

• Right on Missouri 100 for 15 miles to
Olive Road

• Cedar Creek Town Hall Restaurant is
less than a mile up Olive Road
