When LeBron James spoke 
to the media at the end of  
his 23rd NBA season, he ex-
pressed that he wasn’t sure 
what the future held for him 
and his Hall of  Fame career.

“When the time comes, 
then obviously you guys will 
know what I’ve decided to 
do,” James said last week 
after the fourth-seeded Los 
Angeles Lakers were swept 
out of  the postseason by the 
top-seeded Oklahoma City 
Thunder in a second-round 
series.

The 41-year-old could 
choose to retire. He could 
return to the Lakers. Or the 
league’s all-time leading scor-
er could continue, and poten-
tially end his career in anoth-
er city entirely. On the “Mind 
the Game” podcast, which 
James co-hosts alongside for-
mer NBA star guard Steve 
Nash, the soon-to-be unre-
stricted free agent repeated 
his uncertainty about the fu-
ture but also provided insights 
as to when he might make his 
decision on what’s next.

“Obviously, I understand 
that I’m a free agent and I 

can control my own destiny,” 
James said on the podcast. “If  
being here with (the Lakers) 
for the foreseeable future or 
if  it’s going somewhere else. 
But, I haven’t even really even 
got to that point.”

James continued: “I think 
at some point, up until, in 
June, late June, as July rolls 
around, free agency starts to 
gets going and July rolling, 
maybe into August, we start 
to kind of  get a feel of  what 
my future may look like. If  it’s 
continuing to play the game 
that I love, which I know I 

can still give so much to the 
game and play at a high lev-
el, or if  it’s not. But I have 
not got to that point yet, and 
yeah, when I get there, it’ll be 
fun to kind of  see what what 
the future could hold.”

James said on the podcast 
that where he is most com-
fortable playing is “1A” and 
where his family is most com-
fortable is “1B” for his deci-
sion-making process. James’ 
eight-season stretch in Los 
Angeles, since signing with 
the Lakers in 2018, is his lon-
gest tenure with one franchise 

during his 23-year career.
Be sure to rule out rebuilds 

if  James chooses to play a 
24th season. The four-time 
league MVP and four-time 
champion said “there is no 
way” he would play for a 
team at the bottom of  the 
league.

“Winning is … most im-
portant cause you want to, 
you want to be excited about 
going to work every day,” he 
said.

There’s plenty of  other 
factors that could come into 
play for James’ decision.

The Lakers’ offseason will 
already be in full swing by 
early July, and holding the 
salary cap for James should 
his decision still be up in the 
air, will have to be accounted 
for. James’ son, reserve guard 
Bronny James, is under con-
tract with the Lakers through 
next season — with a team 
option for the 2027-28 season.

James made $52.6 million 
during the 2025-26 season, 
the second year of  the two-
year, $101.4 million contract 
he signed before the 2024-
25 season. He opted into his 
contract with a player option 
for last season.

Western Conference Final
Thunder 123, Spurs 108
Oklahoma City leads series 2-1

SAN ANTONIO — Shai Gilgeous-Alexander had 26 
points and 12 assists, and the Oklahoma City Thunder 
climbed out of a 15-point hole minutes into the game 
to beat the San Antonio Spurs 123-108 on Friday night 
and take a 2-1 lead in the Western Conference finals.

Jared McCain had 24 points and Jaylin Williams 
added 18 for Oklahoma City. The Thunder were 
without Jalen Williams, who sat out with left hamstring 
soreness.

Oklahoma City’s bench outscored San Antonio’s 
76-23, including 15 points by Alex Caruso.

“We just went out there and competed,” Gilgeous-
Alexander said. “They obviously jumped on us early. 
First game in their building, their crowd behind them, 
they were excited to play. We just wanted to make sure 
we competed from that point on. We obviously didn’t 
give our best effort to start that game, but can’t do 
nothing about it. It’s behind us. All we can do is focus 
on the next possession, and we did that.”

Victor Wembanyama had 24 points for San Antonio. 
Devin Vassell added 20 and De’Aaron Fox had 15 in his 
series debut.

The Thunder have won two straight after the Spurs’ 
double-overtime victory in Game 1. Game 4 is Sunday.

Fox (sprained right ankle) and Dylan Harper (right 
adductor soreness) were cleared to play 45 minutes 
prior to tipoff.

Fox’s return sparked a historic start.
The Spurs raced to a 15-0 lead, the longest run to 

open a game in the conference finals since the play-by-
play era began in 1997.

Fox opened the run by wrapping in a driving layup 
and Wembanyama followed by crossing over Isaiah 
Hartenstein to drill a 3-pointer. Vassell’s 3-pointer 
put the Spurs up 10-0, leading to an early timeout by 
Thunder coach Mark Daigneault.

“Other than the first 15 points, our defense was 
really tight,” Daigneault said. “We got back, settled 
down into the halfcourt. Our offense had something 

to do with that. We ran good offense tonight, despite 
the fact that they were amped up and ready to go, the 
Spurs were. It’s a discipline series. We did that. We 
couldn’t be reckless against them, they are too good 
with the ball, too well coached, too talented. So you’ve 
got to be able to do it with discipline. I thought we 
really were disciplined tonight.”

Isaiah Hartenstein broke the drought with a runner 
over Wembanyama, but the center was immediately 
greeted with thunderous boos after his physical play 
against the Spurs in Game 2.

The Thunder went on a 13-2 run when 
Wembanyama went to the bench and closed the first 
quarter trailing 31-26.

It was a pattern the Spurs could not overcome.
“It’s my first playoffs,” Wembanyama said. “It’s the 

first playoffs for many of us. Of course, there was going 
to be hard trials. It’s to be expected, but now we’re 
going to see what we’re made of.”

The series continued to be chippy with emotions 
boiling over early in the second half. Stephon Castle hit 
the court on back-to-back dunk attempts. The second 
resulted in a flagrant 1 foul against Ajay Mitchell and 
technical fouls on Mitchell and Vassell after the two 
exchanged words following the foul.

Back-to-back 3-pointers by Gilgeous-Alexander and 
Williams extended Oklahoma City’s first lead to 35-31.

Eastern Conference Final
Knicks 109, Cavaliers 93
New York leads series 2-0

NEW YORK — Josh Hart scored a playoff career-high 
26 points, Jalen Brunson had 19 points and 14 assists, 
and the New York Knicks moved halfway to their first 
NBA Finals appearance since 1999 by beating the 
Cleveland Cavaliers 109-93 on Thursday night.

Mikal Bridges also scored 19 points and Karl-
Anthony Towns had 18 points and 13 rebounds to 
help the Knicks win their ninth straight game. That’s 
the NBA’s longest postseason winning streak since 
the Boston Celtics won 10 straight on their way to the 
2024 championship.

Hart went 5 from 11 from 3-point range, burning a 

defensive strategy that seemed built around leaving 
him open from long range, and also had seven assists.

“Just a whale of a game from Josh,” Knicks coach 
Mike Brown said.

Two nights after rallying from a 22-point deficit in 
the fourth quarter, the Knicks made sure they would 
be in control late with an 18-0 run in the third quarter 
that gave them a 71-53 lead. Fans chanted “Knicks in 
four! Knicks in four!” in the final minute, long after the 
starters had gone to the benches.

“In our mind it’s 0-0. We’ve got to win the next 
game. It’s the most important game of the year and 
that’s how we treat it,” Towns said.

Donovan Mitchell scored 26 points and James 
Harden had 18 for the Cavaliers, who will have to climb 
out of a 2-0 deficit for the second straight round. They 
host Game 3 on Saturday.

“Nothing to hang our head about,” Mitchell said. 
“They protected home court, and we’ve seen this 
before so we’re going to go to Game 3.”

The Knicks are in the Eastern Conference finals for 
the second straight year but haven’t played for the 
championship since losing to the San Antonio Spurs 
in 1999.

Brunson scored 38 points and led the Game 1 
comeback. He had only two points in the first half 
Thursday before making the first basket of the run that 
broke open the game and finished with the highest 
assist total of his playoff career.

Hart was benched for the rally in Game 1, playing 
just three minutes combined in the fourth quarter and 
overtime. The forward had been shooting just 26.7% 
from 3-point range and after a third straight miss 
from long range early Thursday, he put his jersey in 
his mouth and bit it, bouncing the ball down hard in 
frustration three times. But he kept firing.

“I knew I had to just keep shooting and if I did that 
I’d be good,” Hart said.

Mitchell got off to a slow start with just seven points 
in the first half, triggering more of the questions that 
followed Game 1 about whether he was injured. His 
3-pointer with 0.7 seconds left gave Cleveland a 27-24 
lead after one.

The Knicks led 53-49 at halftime. 
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
