LOS ANGELES — UCLA is 
bowl eligible and has secured its first 
winning season since 2016. 

The Bruins have one more goal 
going into their regular-season finale 
against California on Saturday night 
at the Rose Bowl — not having a let-
down after a huge win over Southern 
California.

The Bruins (7-4, 5-3 Pac-12) have 
dropped six of  their last seven the 
week after facing the Trojans, includ-
ing all three under Chip Kelly. With a 
chance to get to eight wins and secure 
a better bowl spot, Kelly is hoping his 
team still has plenty of  motivation af-
ter a 62-33 victory over the Trojans 
last Saturday.

“There has been no lull. They’ve 
got the same energy and juice,” Kel-
ly said. “They’re hyped up for every 
game this year.”

Cal (4-6, 3-4) also comes in off a 
huge rivalry game victory after keep-
ing its bowl hopes alive with a 41-11 
win at Stanford. The Golden Bears 
have won three of  their last four after 
a 1-5 start to the season.

Coach Justin Wilcox said the focus 
has been more on how his team has 
turned its season around rather than 

their bowl hopes.
“It speaks to the players that we 

have here and how they approach 
things and staff as well, locking arms 
and staying together,” he said. “No 
one ever wavered. They recognized 
early in the year we weren’t far off. 
We were just a play away a few times.”

Both sides have had more time to 
prepare for this year’s game. They 
weren’t slated to face each other last 
year when the Pac-12 had a short-
ened season due to the COVID-19 
pandemic, but then ended up playing 
on 48 hours notice on Nov. 15 after 
the Bruins and Golden Bears original 
opponents could not play after mul-
tiple positive tests. UCLA won that 
game 34-10.

TOP OF THE CHARTS
Cal quarterback Chase Garbers 

leads the conference in total offense, 
averaging 295 yards per game, UC-
LA’s Dorian Thompson-Robinson is 
second at 275.2 yards.

Thompson-Robinson is making 
his fourth career start against Cal. His 
first win with the Bruins was against 
the Golden Bears in 2018.

“He’s a very talented player. He 
can run it, he can throw it, he buys 
time and can extend the play. He’s 
done it for a long time and has a lot of  

experience,” Wilcox said of  Thomp-
son-Robinson.

Garbers is trying to become the 
first Golden Bear since Davis Webb 
in 2016 to lead the conference in total 
offense. Thompson-Robinson is com-
ing off the fifth 300-yard game of  his 
career and accounted for six touch-
downs (four passing, two rushing) last 
week against USC.

ROSE BOWL FINALE?
Thompson-Robinson hasn’t said 

whether Saturday will be his last 
home game with the Bruins. He has 
the option to come back for one more 
season after the NCAA granted an 
extra year of  eligibility to athletes last 
year due to COVID-19.

“We know that there’s gonna be 
some decisions that have to be made. 
We’re just gonna go out there and live 
it up like it’s our last one, even if  it 
may not be,” he said.

STRENGTH VS. STRENGTH
UCLA is 7-0 this season when it 

rushes for over 200 yards. Zach Char-
bonnet has six 100-yard games this 
season. The junior is second in rush-
ing in the conference, averaging 93.7 
yards per game.

Cal leads the conference in rush 
defense, allowing only 122 yards per 
game. It yielded only 43 yards last 

week against Stanford.
“The defense has grown week by 

week. It’s a tribute to (coordinator) 
Pete (Sirmon) and the defensive staff, 
tweaking some things but also making 
some changes that were necessary,” 
Wilcox said.
NOVEMBER TO REMEMBER?

After defeating Colorado and 
USC, UCLA is looking to win all of  
its November games for the first time 
since 1998.

It has the best road record in the 
Pac-12 (4-1) but has gone 3-3 at the 
Rose Bowl.

KEEP AN EYE ON ...
Cal receivers Trevon Clark, Jere-

miah Hunter and Kekoa Crawford.
Clark’s 20.8 yards per reception 

leads the conference and is seventh 
nationally. Crawford has 13 recep-
tions of  15 yards or more while Hunt-
er is averaging 18.5 yards per catch, 
which is third in the Pac-12.

UCLA, Cal look to avoid hangovers from rivalry game wins

LOS ANGELES — Jaxson 
Dart was there when BYU up-
set Southern California in 2019, 
a recruit watching from the 
stands as the Cougars flustered 
the Trojans’ Air Raid offense by 
dropping eight defenders into 
coverage.

Now a freshman quarter-
back at USC, Dart will have 
to handle that scheme and 
anything else No. 13 BYU will 
throw at him to help salvage a 
disappointing, exhausting and 
frustrating season.

“When they drop eight, it’s 
not like they’re going to get a 
lot of  pressure on me, so I’m 
gonna have some time and I 
just got to take what the defense 
gives me,” Dart said. “We’ll just 
slowly march it down the field if  
that’s what it takes.” 

USC (4-6) didn’t have the 
necessary discipline to do that 
two years ago, with the run 
game getting 3.8 yards per car-
ry and then-freshman Kedon 
Slovis throwing three intercep-
tions, his last coming in over-
time to seal the 30-27 win for 
BYU (9-2).

Slovis won’t play this time 
because of  a leg injury, leaving 
Dart to make his second ca-
reer start after throwing for 325 
yards with one touchdown and 
two interceptions in a 62-33 
loss to UCLA. From Kaysville, 

Utah, he should have a more 
productive rushing offense to 
lean on, provided senior tail-
back Keaontay Ingram is able 
to return from an upper-body 
injury that forced him out 
against the Bruins. 

There also are emotional 
ailments for USC to be wor-
ried about. The handful of  
players that chose to speak to 
the media after the humiliating 
rivalry defeat referenced a lack 
of  cohesion in the locker room. 
Interim coach Donte Williams 
had to bring the team together 
during practice Wednesday and 
chastise them for not showing 
enough enthusiasm. 

“Coaches don’t lead teams 
to prominence and dominance. 
It has to be player-driven, and 
right now we need some of  
those leaders to continue to step 
up,” Williams said.

There are no such issues at 
BYU, which can win 10 regu-
lar-season games for the second 
straight year. 

“It would mean a lot. Like a 
10-2 season, shoot, I would go 

crazy,” Cougars defensive back 
Malik Moore said. “Get us a 
good little bowl game, hopefully 
a New Year’s Six.”

RUN THE PAC
The best football in the Pac-

12 is being played in Utah this 
season, with BYU holding a 4-0 
record against the conference. 
That includes victories over 
Pac-12 South winner Utah, 
who will play in the conference 
championship game next Fri-
day, and Washington State, who 
would be the Utes’ opponent 
in Las Vegas with a win over 
Washington in the Apple Cup 
and an Oregon loss to Oregon 
State. 

ANY BOWL
A trip to the postseason is 

still possible for USC, but there 
is no margin for error. They 
must beat BYU and California 
next Saturday in a game that 
was rescheduled because of  a 
COVID-19 outbreak among 
the Golden Bears to avoid a sec-
ond losing season in four years. 

“We have some seniors on 
this team, and we want to put it 

all on the line for them. I would 
just say end this year off in a re-
ally good way and help us carry 
it into next year,” Dart said. 

BE READY
USC is 1-4 in its past five 

home games, having allowed 34 
or more points in each of  them. 
However, BYU coach Kalani 
Sitake insists his team isn’t tak-
ing anything for granted, largely 
because of  his familiarity with 
Dart. The Cougars were one 
of  the first FBS schools to offer 
Dart a scholarship. 

“Knowing that kid and being 
around him, he will be ready for 
this game. I’m looking forward 
to seeing him and wishing him 
the best in every game, except 
this one,” Sitake said. 

CATCH THE BALL
Drops have been a problem 

for USC’s pass catchers all sea-
son long, much to the bewilder-
ment of  players and coaches 
alike. Those issues popped up 
again at the wrong times against 
UCLA, costing the team points 
and momentum when they 
were still in the game. Sopho-
more receiver Gary Bryant Jr. 
attributed those struggles to a 
lack of  focus. 

“It’s an issue with us. It’s 
not the throws or anything like 
that,” Bryant said. “I can speak 
for myself, me not putting my 
eyes on the ball, the ones I did 
drop this year.”
