OKLAHOMA CITY — 
Luka Doncic said Wednesday 
he was given platelet-rich plas-
ma injections in Spain as the 
Los Angeles Lakers star tries 
to speed up his eight-week 
timeline for returning from the 
hamstring injury that has side-
lined him since early April.

“I went to Spain to do PRP,” 
the NBA scoring champion 
told reporters as the Lakers 
prepare to face the Oklahoma 
City Thunder in Game 2 of  the 
Western Conference semifinals. 
“Everybody knows that it’s one 
of  the best countries to do that. 
Obviously, you know, we talk-
ed with the Lakers doctors, so 
everybody agreed for me to go 
there.”

Each injection required four 
days of  rest in between, re-
sulting in an extended stay in 

Spain, he said.
“I know and trust lots of  

people in Spain that I used to 
work with before,” he said. “I 
needed four days in between 
every shot. I did it four times, so 
that’s why I stayed longer.”

Doncic was injured during 
the third quarter of  a loss to 
Oklahoma City. on April 2. 
The Lakers beat the Houston 
Rockets 4-2 in the first round of  

the playoffs, with 41-year-old 
LeBron James taking up much 
of  the scoring slack.

The Lakers lost to the 
top-seeded Thunder 108-90 in 
Game 1 on Tuesday. If  Don-
cic can’t speed up his recovery 
timeline, he would miss the en-
tire series and part of  the con-
ference finals, should the Lak-
ers advance.

Doncic said he’s been run-

ning but has yet to reintroduce 
contact. He said it has been 
hard to watch his team while 
knowing he can’t participate.

“It’s very frustrating. I don’t 
think people understand how 
frustrating it is,” he said. “All I 
want to do is play basketball, 
especially this time. It’s the best 
time to play basketball. It’s very 
frustrating to see what my team 
is doing. I’m very proud of  
them, but it’s been very tough 
to watch.”

The six-time All-Star also 
understands that coming back 
too soon would put him at risk.

“It’s a tough one for me. I’ve 
come back from injuries too 
soon before, and it wasn’t the 
best result,” he said. “This is 
the first time I have a hamstring 
injury. It’s not the same like oth-
er injuries. You have to be very 
careful. I’m doing everything to 
come back.”

NEW YORK — Jalen Brunson scored 26 points and 
helped New York seize control of a close game after 
a run of blowouts, leading the Knicks to a 108-102 
victory over the Philadelphia 76ers on Wednesday 
night for a 2-0 lead in the Eastern Conference 
semifinals.

Playing without the injured Joel Embiid, the 
76ers put up a far better fight than in the Knicks’ 
137-98 romp in Game 1. The game featured 25 lead 
changes, 14 ties and neither team led by more than 
seven points.

But those kinds of situations are made for 
Brunson, who made the tiebreaking basket with 
5:06 remaining and added another jumper for a 
103-99 advantage with 3:45 to play before Mikal 
Bridges’ basket made it a six-point game.

OG Anunoby added 24 points and Karl-Anthony 
Towns had 20 points, 10 rebounds and seven assists 
for the Knicks, whose Game 1 victory made them the 
first team to win three straight postseason games by 
at least 25 points.

Tyrese Maxey scored 26 points for the 76ers, 
who face another big climb after falling behind 3-1 
against Boston in the first round.

The series moves to Philadelphia for Game 3 on 
Friday and Game 4 on Sunday, where Embiid will 
find out if gets his wish for the arena to be filled with 
Sixers fans or if New Yorkers made their way in.

Starter Tyler Glasnow al-
lowed a solo home run in the 
first inning before leaving the 
game with low back pain be-
fore the second. Jack Dreyer 
(2-3) took over and pitched two 
scoreless innings for the win as 
one of  six relievers who stepped 
in to hold Houston to one run 
after Glasnow’s early depar-
ture.

Pages connected on a three-
run homer off Lance McCull-
ers Jr. (2-3) in a five-run third 
inning that made it 6-1 and 
he added a two-run shot in the 
fifth off Jason Alexander.

His solo shot to start the 
ninth inning came off catcher 
César Salazar, who moved from 
behind the plate to the mound 
for the ninth with the game out 
of  hand and Houston’s bullpen 
depleted.

Ohtani snapped a 0 for 18 
skid with a double in the third 

inning and added an RBI 
single in the fifth. His hitless 
streak was the second longest 
of  his career behind an 0 for 19 
stretch in 2020.

Glasnow allowed a home 
run to leadoff hitter Brice Mat-
thews before retiring the next 
three batters, with two strike-
outs to end the first. He re-
turned to the mound to warm 
up before the second inning 
but appeared to be in discom-
fort after throwing a pitch and 

signaled to the dugout before 
exiting the game.

Several Dodgers staff mem-
bers, including manager Dave 
Roberts came onto the field to 
talk to Glasnow and he walked 
off the field with them after a 
couple of  minutes.

The 32-year-old, who is 
6-foot-8, said that he’s dealt 
with the issue periodically since 
high school.

“Just like being tall, I guess,” 
he said. “I get it like a couple of  

times a year. It was just a warm-
up pitch and it gave out and I 
tried to throw another one and 
it was like too hard to bend 
over. But it’s not too serious.”

Glasnow’s strikeout of  Yor-
dan Alvarez in the first inning 
was the 1,000th of  his career.

McCullers allowed four hits 
and six runs in 2.2 innings. He 
walked three and threw three 
wild pitches on a day he threw 
just 39 of  70 pitches for strikes.

The Dodgers tied it in the 
second when a run scored with 
two outs on McCullers’ wild 
pitch.

Alex Freeland walked with 
no outs in the third before 
Ohtani’s double. Freeland 
scored on McCullers’s wild 
pitch and another wild pitch 
sent Ohtani home for a 3-1 
lead.

McCullers walked Freddie 
Freeman and then Kyle Tucker 
with one out. There were two 
outs in the inning when Pages 
hit a sinker off the wall in left 
field to push the lead to 6-1.
