OKLAHOMA CITY 
— Shai Gilgeous-Alexander 
scored 32 points, Alex Caruso 
led another strong bench effort 
with 22 and the Oklahoma City 
Thunder moved one win away 
from a return trip to the NBA 
Finals by beating the San Anto-
nio Spurs 127-114 on Tuesday 
night.

Jared McCain — getting 
the call with Jalen Williams 
and Ajay Mitchell both side-
lined — scored 20 in his first 
playoff start for the defending 
NBA champion Thunder, who 
lead the Western Conference 
finals 3-2.

Chet Holmgren had 16 
points and 11 rebounds for the 
Thunder, while Isaiah Harten-
stein had a 12-point, 15-re-
bound night.

The Thunder, who were 
held to 82 points in a Game 
4 loss two days earlier, had 82 
points on Tuesday before the 
third quarter was 3½ minutes 
old.

“We obviously played a lot 
better, in terms of  our pro-
cess and then also the out-
come,” Thunder coach Mark 
Daigneault said. “It’s a playoff 
series. If  you look at any playoff 
series that goes to six games, at 
least, there’s going to be some 
tough games. We had a tough 
game the other night. This 
team does a great job of  just 
coming back in the next day in 
a very neutral way, taking what-

ever the lessons are, applying 
them forward and getting into 
the next opportunity.”

Stephon Castle scored 24 
points for San Antonio, which 
got 22 points from Julian Cham-
pagnie and 20 points from Vic-
tor Wembanyama — who was 
held to 4-of-15 shooting.

Keldon Johnson scored 15 
off the bench for San Anto-
nio, which missed 29 of  its 41 
3-point tries.

“It just felt like it was a little 
bit of  everything in terms of  we 
did not put ourselves in position 
enough to be successful on each 
possession,” Spurs coach Mitch 
Johnson said. “And so, to beat 
a team of  this caliber, in their 
building, with the stakes, we’ll 
need to be a lot better to give 
yourself  a chance.”

Game 6 is Thursday in San 
Antonio. If  there’s a Game 7, 
it’ll be back in Oklahoma City 
on Saturday — and while this 
series winds down, the New 
York Knicks are waiting to see 
who emerges.

The Knicks will visit either 
the Thunder or Spurs in Game 
1 of  the NBA Finals on June 3.

Oklahoma City scored 40 
points in the second quarter to 
take control and kept the lead 
the rest of  the way.

“We just played to who we 
were tonight,” Gilgeous-Alex-
ander said.

It took nearly 10 minutes for 
the first free throws to be award-
ed. But when the parade to the 
foul line started, it didn’t stop.

The teams combined to 
make 29 free throws in the sec-

ond quarter alone, the most in 
the second quarter of  any NBA 
game since the bubble playoffs 
nearly six years ago. It wasn’t 
a one-sided thing — the Spurs 
were 15 for 17 in the quarter, 
the Thunder 14 for 14.

Oklahoma City went up by 
20 in the third, before San An-
tonio closed within eight. The 
Spurs might have had some 
chances to cut even further into 
the deficit, but were fuming — 
and rightly so, it seemed — over 
some missed calls in the final 
minute of  the quarter.

A tip-in try by San Anto-
nio’s Luke Kornet with about 
56 seconds left was knocked 
off the rim by Oklahoma City’s 
Cason Wallace and should 
have been goaltending. And on 
the next Spurs’ possession, an 
out-of-bounds call that should 
have gone their way — replays 
showed the ball went out off of  
Holmgren — did not. Johnson 
tried to challenge the call, got ig-
nored, then got a technical foul 
for arguing.

“They just said they didn’t 
see me,” Johnson said.

After all that, Oklahoma 
City’s lead was 101-91 going 
into the fourth. The Thunder 
kept a double-digit lead for 
all but 25 seconds of  the final 
quarter — a huge turnaround 
from a 21-point loss in San An-
tonio on Sunday.

“We definitely got bet-
ter from the last game,” 
Gilgeous-Alexander said.

LOS ANGELES — The 
Dodgers’ recent string of  
injuries continued Wednes-
day when left fielder Teoscar 
Hernández pulled up limp-
ing after trying to beat out a 
grounder to shortstop.

Once he was thrown out 
in the second inning of  the 
Dodgers’ 4-1 win against the 
Rockies, Hernández took his 
time walking across the field 
back to the dugout.

The Dodgers announced 
that he sustained a left ham-
string strain. Utility player Hy-
eseong Kim replaced Hernán-
dez in left field.

This series, as results went, 
was a success for the Dodgers. 
They swept the Rockies, out-
scoring Colorado 24-10 over 
the course of  three games. But 
the injury losses dealt a blow.

Earlier this month, the 
Dodgers’ rotation bore the 
brunt of  the injury bug. But 
recently, it has spread to the 
position players. Over the last 
week, three Dodgers position 
players have left games with 
injuries.

Last Friday in Milwaukee, 
third baseman Max Muncy 
was hit in the wrist by a pitch 
and sidelined for three games.

Utility player Kiké Hernán-
dez made his season debut 
Monday, after starting the 

season on the injured list while 
recovering from offseason 
surgery on his left elbow, and 
helped fill in for Muncy’s tem-
porary absence. But Hernán-
dez logged just four at-bats 
before landing on the IL again, 
lifted from Tuesday’s game 
with a strained left oblique.

Even after tweaking his 
oblique in batting practice 
Monday, Kiké Hernández 
went four for four with two 
doubles and a home run as he 
played through the injury.

Teoscar Hernández’s ham-
string strain came in the midst 
of  a hot offensive stretch. En-
tering Wednesday, he had a 
1.072 OPS in his last 13 games.

Manager Dave Roberts also 
pulled Shohei Ohtani from 
the Dodgers’ blowout win 
Tuesday, after he was hit on 
the right hand by a changeup. 
But that had more to do with 
the score, an opportunity to 
get Dalton Rushing more at-
bats, and getting Ohtani ready 
for his start on the mound 
Wednesday.

For the second week in a 
row, Ohtani was in the batting 
order while also pitching. And 
for the second pitching start in 
a row, he gave himself  run sup-
port with a leadoff home run.

This jumped off his bat at 
an exit velocity of  111.3 mph, 
according to Statcast, landing 
on the netting beyond the cen-

ter field wall.
His pitching performance 

was less straightforward. 
He held the Rockies hitless 
through six innings. But he still 
gave up a run, thanks to a total 
of  five free passes (four walks 
and a hit batter).

Two of  them set up the 
Rockies’ scoring opportunity. 
With runners on first and third 
in the fourth inning, the Rock-
ies’ Willi Castro hit a grounder 
to the right side of  the infield, 
pulling first baseman Freddie 
Freeman away from the base.

But second baseman Alex 
Freeeland, recalled Wednes-
day as the corresponding move 
as Kiké Hernández went on 
the IL, ranged to his left and 
dove to first base with the ball, 

beating Castro to the bag for 
the second out of  the inning. 
Ohtani acknowledged Free-
land with a point.

A run scored, but Freeland’s 
hustle set up Ohtani to get out 
of  the inning without further 
damage.

The Dodgers held the Rock-
ies hitless until the eighth in-
ning, when Tyler Freeman hit a 
ground-ball single through the 
right side of  the field off reliev-
er Tanner Scott, in the midst of  
a scoreless inning.

Meanwhile, the Dodgers 
scored almost all their runs on 
homers, with Freddie Freeman 
and Andy Pages adding their 
own solo blasts after Ohtani, 
and Alex Call contributing an 
RBI single.

Torkelson homered, doubled 
twice and drove in three runs, 
and five Detroit pitchers com-
bined for a two-hitter as the 
Tigers snapped a season-worst 
seven-game home skid with a 
4-0 win over the Los Angeles 
Angels on Wednesday night.

Despite winning two of  
their last three games, the 
struggling Tigers have lost 
nine of  their last 11, 12 of  15 
and 17 of  their last 21. Detroit 
has lost six consecutive series 
for its longest such drought 
since 2021 and dropped eight 
of  its last nine.

Drew Anderson (2-1) re-
lieved Casey Mize to start the 
fifth and pitched three perfect 
innings with three strikeouts. 
Mize had six strikeouts, gave 
up two hits and walked one in 
four scoreless innings before 

leaving due to an undisclosed 
injury.

Kyle Finnegan pitched a 
1-2-3 eighth before Kenley 
Jansen threw two-thirds of  an 
inning and Brenan Hanifee 

recorded the final out.
Colt Keith, Kevin McGo-

nigle and Dillon Dingler each 
had two hits for the Tigers.

José Soriano (6-4) allowed 
three runs and seven hits in 

five innings for the Angels, 
who had their season-best 
four-game win streak halted.

Jorge Soler and Donovan 
Walton accounted for the An-
gels hits with singles..

Keith, McGonigle and 
Dingler hit consecutive sin-
gles to leadoff the first inning. 
Dingler’s hit drove in Keith, 
giving the Tigers a 1-0 lead.

Torkelson hit a solo homer 
to lead off the second.

Vaughn Grissom, who hit 
his first career grand slam and 
drove in a career-high six runs 
in LA’s 10-6 win Tuesday in 
the series opener, went 0 for 3 
with a strikeout and walk.
