Historical’

This is the original farmhouse was built on land formerly owned by Jacob Wendell from Boston?. It was most
likely built by Sarah Wendell's® husband, Abiel Holmes. The earliest representation showing the house at 465
Holmes Road (Assessors Map — Exhibit 1, Photo 1) appears on the 1855 Clark map (exhibit 2). There are two
houses owned by Dr. (Oliver Wendell) Holmes on the easterly side of the highway. The large mansion (later known
as Holmesdale) is depicted well off the highway from Lenox to Pittsfield (Holmes Road). The other house nearly
opposite a school house on the westerly side is closer to the road and has multiple outbuildings. The 1858 Walling
map (exhibit 3), shows the two properties are now owned by J.L. Baldwin and known as “Riverside™. The 1876
Beers atlas (exhibit 4) shows the two houses now owned by J(ohn) Kernochan®. By 1893% several well established
farms are in the area. “Holmesdale” owned by William Pollock which shows several buildings at the northerly end of
the property on the easterly side of Holmes Road. The “Meadow” farm is owned by Col. Walter Cutting which was
located on both sides of the road. Another farm is owned by J. Noble to the east of these farms and east of the
Housatonic River.

By 1904, Walter Cutting has built a large residence on the westerly side of Holmes Road. Mrs. Pollock® now a
widow at that time now owns “Holmesdale”. Mrs. Pollock retained most of the former Wendell farm even adding to it°
until her death in 1928.

Shortly before her death Mrs. Pollock had a survey done of her property and all the buildings of “Holmesdale” and
other lands prior to the sale to Mr. & Mrs. Donald Weston in the fall of 1928°. Building # 3 on the plan is the house
at 465 Holmes Road. This is identified as the estate manager's residence. It shows the footprint of the house which
lies in an east west direction on the northerly side of a driveway. The principal part of the house is closest to the
main highway and the rear wing is attached. It appears that attached to the front of the house is a large open porch
area and to the south of the rear wing is another smaller open porch. At this time there is no garage(s) shown. The
garages were added some time after.

A 1981 Pittsfield Historic inventory'" (exhibit 8) shows the front of the house with no porch attached but on the
north side attached to the principal part of the house there is a small one story enclosed entryway with a dropped
roof.

't is difficult to determine when the house was actually built and by whom since early tax records don't reveal anything. No
interior examination was made to determine the age of each section of the house.

The two story early 19" ¢. Greek Revival house is entirely constructed with wood and has no siding covering it.
The principal foundation is constructed with irregular sized and shaped stones (Photos 3 & 4). All roof surfaces are
covered with regular asphalt shingles' and are medium pitched. The principal (front) part of the house has the
gabled end facing west towards Holmes Road (Photos 1 & 2). The gable end is closed forming a triangular pediment
with wide a band of trim. The west end of the house has two windows on each floor with 6x6 panes (Photos 1 & 2).
At the north west corner of the house is a solid wood paneled entrance door with a pediment peak above the door
and single full length wood columns flanking the door that are flush with the face of the wall (Photos 5 & 6). This
door leads into a one story enclosed entrance area. There is a single small window next to the entrance door. In the
ridgeline in the center of the principal roof there is a short stacked red brick chimney (painted white, Photo 7). The
principal part of the house has wide eave overhangs. There are two main sections of the house (Photos 7-10). The
easterly gable end of the principal part has open ended returns and there is a small window in the peak with 6 panes
(Photos 8 - 10).

South side (Photos 7 - 10)

The principal part has two stories. The first floor has a bow window that replaced the traditional 6x6 pane type
(Photos 7 & 11). Each side has eight panes and the front section has 16 panes. The roof covering the window is
covered with copper that has tarnished. The remainder of the first floor has two windows with 6x6 panes. The
second floor has four 6x6 windows (Photo 7).

The rear wing is offset from the principal part and is two stories (Photos 8, 9, & 10). At the corner where the
principal part of the house connects with the rear wing there is an above ground entryway leading to the basement of
the wing (Photo 10). On the first floor there are two separate entrance doors. One has a wood open overhanging
roof. The interior door has a single solid pane over a wood bottom and with an aluminum outside storm. The
second door has no overhang, a single solid pane of glass up top and a wood lower half. The single window on this
floor has the same 6x6 pane style. The second floor also has the same four 6x6 styled windows. In the center of the
ridgeline is a medium stacked red brick chimney (Photo 10, painted white). The easterly end of this section of the
house has an open gabled return. The first floor has one window with 6x6 panes facing the passageway between
the house and the garages (Photo 12).

Attached to the rear wing is a one story three car garage (Photos 13 - 15). The garage units were built post 1928
because it does not appear on the survey that Mrs. Pollock had done then™. Between the garages and the house is
a passageway that leads to the northern part of the yard (Photos 12, 18). It has a semi-circular archway. Each of
the garage doors has six single glass panes at the top and the lower section has three rows of six panels each
(Photo 15). The third section of the garage may have been added later because it is at an angle to the other section
of the garage'®. At the junction of the two roofs there is a wooden square weathervane in the ridgeline. The easterly
side of the garage has a single vent window in the peak of the gabled end (Photo 16). The northeast side of the
single garage has a single window with 4x4 panes (Photo 17). There is a single wooden exit door with four long
single panes and the lower section is paneled. The northerly side of the two garage section has three 4x4 windows
(Photo 18). The passageway arch on this side is the same as on the south side (Photo 18).

North side (Photos 19 - 22)

The rear wing on this side has been modified. There is a newer rectangular single paned window on the first floor
(Photos 20 & 21). On the first floor of the rear wing there are two windows with 6x6 style. There is a newer wood
door with 9 panes and a paneled lower section. It has an exterior aluminum door. The second floor of the rear wing
has three 6x6 windows. The first and second floors walls are flush with part of the northern cross-wing of the
principal part of the house.

The first and second floors of the principal cross-wing which faces north have a single 6x6 window (Photos 21 &
22). On the first floor of the cross-wing section there is eastern entrance door with 6 upper panes and with a
paneled lower section. It also has an aluminum storm (Photo 21). The gabled end has open returns. In the middle
of the peak is a single window with six fixed panes. The northern end of the principal part of the house has a single
6x6 window on the second floor (Photo 22). The wall of the enclosed one story addition lies flush with the north wing
(Photo 22).

HISTORICAL NARRATIVE
Discuss the history of the building. Explain its associations with local (or state) history. Include uses of the building, and the rolefs) the
owners/occupants played within the community.

The Holmes Road area in south east Pittsfield near Miss Hall's School has a rich and lengthy literary, social and
agricultural history that goes back to the early mid-18" ¢c. The property and house at 465 Holmes Road, currently
owned by Miss Hall's School'® is situated on the easterly side of the road opposite the Miss Hall’s School campus.

It is also about a mile north of Herman Melville’s home Arrowhead.

The house sits on 7.69 Acres surrounded by woods with an open field to the east. The property is the remaining
portion of 14 Ac. +/- that was formerly owned by Mary C. Weston. Mrs. Weston sold the easterly part of the 14 Ac. to
the Mass. Division of Fisheries and Wildlife in November of 1981"7.

Mary C. Weston died November 11, 1996 at the age of 98. Her estate was probated'® and the inventory indicates
the real estate appraised at $210,000. She had two living children at the time of her decease — Donald M. Weston,
Jr. and .Jo1&g|n W. Wheeler. As co-executors they both sold the 7.69 Ac. in April 1997 to Miss Hall’s School for
$195,000".

Mary Weston in several transactions from 1949 -1954 between herself and her son transferred the property into
her name in 1954%. Mary L. Church was married to Donald M. Weston (Sr.) and in 1933 they purchased from
James Carolan 188 Acres on Holmes Road which included the homestead of Louise M. Pollock called “Holmesdale”
and a portion of the former Col. Walter Cutting farm?'. This parcel was comprised of land east of Holmes Road and
south and west of the Housatonic River®.

During the 1930’s to 19407° city directories and the U.S. Census indicates that Leon C. Hosford and his wife
Rhoda resided at 465 Holmes Road. Her husband was the superintendent of Holmesdale®*. The 1940 Census
indicates there is a lodger in the house who is a chauffeur in a private household. After the Hosfords, Dr. D. Crosby
Greene, a physician and child specialist employed at Miss Hall's lived there in 1941%°. From 1943-1946%, Frederick
S. Klein and his wife Mary employed at Berkshire Woolen Co. in Dalton lived there.

Carolan in a straw deed purchased the property from Donald M. Weston on the same day so the property could be
put into both Mary and Donald’s names as joint tenants®’. Donald Weston®® (of Dalton) originally purchased the
property in September of 1928 for $40,000 from the executor, Marshall R. Kernochan, step-son of the Louise M.
Pollock deceased™. Louise M. Pollock at the time of her death in June of 1928 was living in New York City™.

The 1900 and 1910 U.S. Censuses®' show that the Pollocks were residing at Holmesdale at the time of the
census. The 1900 census indicates Mr. and Mrs. William Pollock® are there and Mrs. Pollock’s son Marshall
Kernochan age 19 also resides there. Also listed are 6 female servants most of them from Ireland except one from
Hungary. Most likely, Thomas Connor, a gardener® from Ireland occupied the house, now identified as 465 Holmes
Road. His wife and five sons and one servant also occupy the house. The 1910 census shows that Thomas Connor
and his son Robert J. reside there as well as one boarder who is also a gardener.

Marshall Kernochan was the son of John Kernochan and Louise M. Pollock®. John Kernochan died Nov. 7, 1886
and his wife Louise re-married to William Pollock. John Kernochan had three sons — Marshall R., Walter O. and
Joseph H. according to his estate®. Marshall at the time of his father's death was a minor and his brother Walter O.
was §$pointed his guardian®. Each of the three sons conveyed their interests in the real estate to their mother in
1887°".

John Kernochan changed the name from the original “Canoe Meadows™® to “Holmesdale” in 1872. Kernochan's
ancestry goes back to the old aristocratic Knickerbocker family of New York. John A. Kernochan purchased a
portion of the land on which the farm house is situated for $3,250 from Phinehas L. Page on May 15, 1871%°. The
land was comprised of 20 Ac. +/-. Phinehas L. Page*® purchased the property from Georgianna B. Hart in 1865 for
$5,500*'. She purchased the property called the “Holmes” Place from Mary A. Bishop for $8,000 on December 31,

1860*. According to several Censuses between1860-1 870, Bishop and Hart are residing in the same household.
Bishop purchased the “Holmes Place” on the same day from Lucretia B. Baldwin for $8,296*.

Lucretia Baldwin of Pittsfield was the wife of James L. Baldwin of Jersey City. She purchased the property and
buildings from Junius D. Adams** and William Pollock for $6,500*°. Adams and Pollock purchased the 20 acres that
same year for $4,500" from Thomas F. Plunkett.

In August of 1856 Plunkett, a manufacturer, purchased 283 acres called the “Wendell Farm” from Oliver Wendell
Holmes of Boston for $18,250*". This farm was located on both sides of the highway leading from Pittsfield to Lenox
(now Holmes Road) and ran across the Housatonic River to another road.

Oliver Wendell Holmes was the son of Sarah Wendell and Abiel Holmes*®. Oliver was a Harvard graduate, and
later became a Medical Doctor. He taught at Harvard for 35 years. Later in his life he turned to poetry and literary
writing. Oliver Wendell Holmes married Amelia Lee Jackson and they had a son Oliver Wendell Holmes, Jr.
Holmes, Jr. received a law degree from Harvard in 1886 and later became a prominent Judge.

In 1847, Sarah Holmes, now a widow, transferred her farm called the “Canoe Meadows” in Pittsfield to her son
Oliver*. At this time Sarah was residing in Cambridge, Ma. Sarah was the daughter of Oliver® & Mary (Jackson)
Wendell of Cambridge, Ma. Her son Oliver built the 15 room Mansion now known as “Holmesdale” on part of this
property and the Holmes family would summer at the “cottage” starting in 1849 until when it was sold to Plunkett in
1856°". Holmes commented the reason for the sale of his homestead in Pittsfield was due the cost of building it,
maintaining and the additional cost of building a barn and other expenses®.

The summer cottage was built on 280 Acres (see exhibit 20 & 20a), which was part of the original lands held by
his great-grandfather, Jacob Wendell*>. Holmes points out that there was an occupant on the farm through a lease
and Mr. Oliver Wendell vacated that lease and took possession of the place®. The summers spent in Pittsfield
inspired Oliver Wendell Holmes to write the Ploughman (1848), Autocrat of the Breakfast Table (1858) and Elsie
Venner (1861).

Sarah Wendell most likely inherited most of the land from her father Oliver since there are no deeds recorded in
Berkshire Middle District of Registry. Also Oliver most likely inherited this property and other lands from his father

Jacob Wendell. Oliver did purchase other lands in Pittsfield but not in this area. The Wendell family, including Oliver
and his father Col. Jacob Wendell were among the original land holders and proprietors in Pittsfield or “Pontoosuck”
pre and post American revolutionary war>®. At one time, Jacob Wendell owned approximately 24,000 acres of land
in “Pontoosuck” including Squares 56 (230 Ac.), Square 57 (230 Ac.) and Square 62 (298 Ac )",

Oliver Wendell Holmes in Life and Letters of Oliver Wendell Holmes commented that “the Province held the
property it directly from the Indians”. He also mentions that 1000 acres was retained out of the original 24,000 acres.
He mentions that his great-grandfather’s deed dated 1738 used to hang in the entry of his house.

The Wendell lands were referred to as Canoe Meadows®® located on the banks of the Housatonic River was
included in the lands acquired by Jacob Wendell. The historical significance of this area is where Mohegan Indians
made pilgrimages in their canoes to an area where their native ancestors were buried on a knoll located east of the
river.
