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Kingdom Trails Offers 100-Plus Miles 0f Mountain Biking Fun

The Kingdom Trails network
spans across four towns, two coun-
ties and over 100 miles, making it a
must-visit attraction for those look-
ing to stay active during the summer
months.

One hundred and four private-
ly-owned properties make up the
trails, as well as nearly 600 volun-
teers who play a role in maintaining
the Northeast Kingdom route.

The NEK staple is renowned for
its well-built and shaped dirt trails
that drain well and are free of rocks
and debris. The trails flow through
pasture lands, forests, mountain
sides and front yards with classic
views of Burke Mountain and Wil-
loughby Gap and neighboring ridg-
es and winding rivers.

“The trails are fast and flowy, fun
and accessible for all levels,” King-
dom Trail Association Communi-
cation & Education Director Lilias
Ide said. “The geography of the area

food

lends itself to incredibly fun mean-
dering descents and climbs that are
surprisingly fun as well.”

The Kingdom Trails Association
offers daily, monthly and annual
memberships. Membership is re-
quired to access the trail system and
grants access to the Kingdom Trails
network.

For those looking for a more mel-
low ride, 53 miles of the non-motor-
ized recreational trails are adaptive
mountain biking (aMTB) acces-
sible. This means that trails with
the aMTB symbol have been rid-
den and approved by aMTB users
while also meeting the criteria of an
MTB-friendly trail standards. How-
ever, Kingdom Trails still encourag-
es all adaptive users to be accompa-
nied by a support rider while using
the network.

Kingdom Trails has both a sug-
gested Beginner Loop and Interme-
diate Loop available for viewing on
its website. The Beginner Loop is
three miles with 300 feet of climb-
ing on green circle doubletrack and

singletrack trails. The Intermediate
Loop is five miles with 600 feet of
climbing and is on both green cir-
cle and blue square doubletrack and
singletrack trails. Park at the Inn at
Mtn View for access to Beginner
and at the Village Sport Shop to try
Intermediate.

The KT network is also intercon-
nected with Burke Mountain Re-
sort’s trails which offer more grav-

ity, or steepness. Still very mellow
in relation to most mountain biking
trails, the mountain offers longer
ascents and descents along with
the option to utilize the lift to carry
both yourself and your bike up the
mountain.

The Burke Mountain trails offer a
selection of steep technical downhill
trails from the summit. The Burke
trails also serve as a great introduc-
tion to the sport, with trail levels
ranging from beginner to expert.

There are 12 downhill and 10
cross-country trails, as well as a
park consisting of an expert jump,
excavated and flow trails.

During the height of the summer,
Rural Community Transportation
(RCT) and Kingdom Trails also
offer a free shuttle that transports
riders and their bikes between trail-
heads, which allows riders to park
and ride while avoiding travel on
the roads.

The ‘Crown Connection’ runs
Friday-Monday  throughout the
summer. The schedule can be found

on the Kingdom Trail website or
downloaded on the Transit app.

An Annual KTA Membership
grants access to the Kingdom Trail
network for both the summer and
winter season. If purchased during
the summer season, the membership
is valid through the end of the fol-
lowing winter season. An individ-
ual annual membership costs $120,
family annual membership costs
$195 while over 70 years old and
under seven years old are free.

Monthly memberships are valid
for 30 days and cost $65 for individ-
uals (16+), $95 for families and $45
for youth (8-15). Single-day mem-
berships should be purchased for
the date planned to access the trails.
Day prices are $20 (adult, 16+), $35
(adult two-day, 16+), $12 (youth,
8-15), $20 (youth two-day, 8-15).
Children seven and under are free.

Ide stresses that it is important to S
park only in designated parking lo- =
cations to access the trails, since all 3
land in the area is privately-owned. &

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Fly Fish Connecticut River Headwaters, The Trophy Stretch And Beyond

The northern tip of New
Hampshire offers just about
the best trout fishing in the
Northeast.

Anglers and fly-fishermen
looking to cast away can try
their luck in the trophy stretch
of the headwaters of the up-
per Connecticut River and in
stretches just beyond.

“You have multiple sec-
tions,” said Paul Starring, a fly
fishing guide with Lopstick
Outfitters in the town of Pitts-
burg, which encompasses all
of the headwaters and its four
lakes north to Quebec. “As
you move north, you have
Lake Francis and then the
First Connecticut Lake, the
second lake, third lake, and
the fourth, which is right near
the border and is more like a
bog. In between some of those
stretches, you have fishable

water.”

What’s really popular is the
trophy stretch, which extends
2.3 miles from just below the
First Connecticut Lake Dam
down to Lake Francis and
contains rainbow, brook, and
brown trout, said Starring.

“We also have landlocked
salmon that move into the
system,” he said. We have two
runs of landlocked salmon.
The spring run is happening
now. The landlocked salmon
follow the rainbow smelt that
are moving up into the river
to spawn. That happens out
of Francis and out of first lake
going up. The stretch between
second lake and First Con-
necticut Lake is also a stretch
of river that holds landlocked
salmon and brook trout, and
those are wild fish in that
stretch.”

Within the trophy stretch are
both stocked and wild trout,
though the stretch between the
second and first Connecticut

lakes is considered a wild fish-
ery of landlocked salmon and
brook trout.

The two fly fishing-on-
ly stretches are between the
second and first lakes and be-
tween the first lake dam down
to Lake Francis, the trophy
stretch that contains rainbow,
brown and brook trout and
landlocked salmon.

Starring spoke of what be-
ginners or first-timers should
know before setting out.

“You can stop at one of the
outfitters, like Lopstick Out-

fitters [which won the 2023
Orvis- endorsed fly fishing
outfitter of the year award],
and get maps and come into
the fly shop and ask questions
and get some tips, buy some
flies, find out what’s working
and what’s not, and then head
out,” he said. “If someone is
really a beginner and wants
to get into it, they can hire a
guide for a day or half a day.
We take them out and show
them around and show them
the techniques that work well
at that time of year and teach
them how to read the water. If
you want to get expert advice,
you can get a guide, and if not,
go to a fly shop and ask a few
questions and go out and see
what you can do.”

Starring detailed why the
trophy stretch and other head-
waters segments rank the best
in the Northeast for trout fish-
ing.

“What makes it the best
trout fishery throughout the

whole season is because the
first Connecticut dam and the
Murphy Dam below Lake
Francis are both tail-waters,
meaning they are bottom-re-
lease dams, so it’s cold water
that’s coming into the sys-
tem,” he said. “When you
have top water, that’s warm
water coming over, but this is
cold water, so you can fish the
stretch of river throughout the
entire season, basically from
mid-May to mid-October
when the season closes. This
is just a great fishery. Just in
that, between second and first
lakes and the first lake and
Lake Francis, you have a lot
of options. For trout and salm-
on, we’re very lucky to have
that fishery there. For New
Hampshire, it’ very unique
because you don’t have many
tail-water fisheries that stay

cold.”
While the area has the two
fly fishing-only stretches, be-

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Lamoille Valley Rail Trail Opening All 93 Miles This Summer

The Lamoille Valley Rail Trail (LVRT) is
a multi-purpose recreation and transportation
corridor in Vermont that follows the former
93-mile Lamoille Valley Railroad line from
St. Johnsbury to Swanton.

For the first time, the entire length of trail
will be open this summer.

The four-season pathways support walk-
ing, hiking, cycling, horseback riding, snow-
shoeing, cross country skiing and snowmobil-
ing. You can also leave the St. Johnsbury Trail
Head and use a local trail that will take you
into downtown St. Johnsbury where to find
restaurants and shops.

The east end of the 93-mile trail begins in
St. Johnsbury and travels west through the
Northeast Kingdom towns of Danville, Cabot,
Walden, Stannard, Greensboro and Hardwick.
LVRT provides a safe and scenic experience
for trail users while also providing easy ac-
cess to amenities and activities in the region’s
downtowns and village centers.

St. Johnsbury based Northeastern Vermont
Development Association (NVDA) works

with the Regional LVRT Council and the Ver-
mont Agency of Transportation (VTrans) to
provide the coordination and maintenance for
the LVRT in the Northeast Kingdom.

The Council is made up of a diverse group

of representatives including municipalities,
businesses, outdoor recreation providers, eco-
nomic development and chamber staff.

The Council coordinates volunteer initia-
tives, plans for programming and events, sup-

ports local and regional programming, main-
tenance of trailheads, trailside amenities and
trail connections.

NVDA was awarded $64,000 for the de-
velopment of an NEK-LVRT Regional Ame-
nities Plan that will assess, identify, and pri-
oritize locations for new trail amenities and
enhancements to existing amenities.

VTrans does the maintenance of the trails
and appreciates receiving notification of
maintenance needs and issues related to the
LVRT. Contact VTrans by phone or general
email submission from the AOT website.

The phone number to call is 802-917-2458.

Photos of maintenance issues and a detailed
description of the location or GPS coordinates
are always helpful and will help VTrans to
promptly respond and properly address the is-
sue. Examples of maintenance items to report
are trees and large branches down on the trail,
sinkholes or heaves in the trail and flooding
on the trail.

Public safety issues such as vehicles on the

The Franconia Notch State Park,

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St. Johnsbury Country Club Celebrating A Century

ST. JOHNSBURY — One hun-
dred years ago two-time British
Open winner Willie Park Jr. char-
tered a course that began the St.
Johnsbury Country Club.

The public golf club at 4357 Me-
morial Dr. (Route 5) has a centenni-
al to celebrate this year.

When Park made the trip from
New York City in August 1923 to
design the club’s first nine holes, he
found farming pasture but saw the
land’s potential to be a great golf
course.

The Caledonian-Record reported
in Aug. 6, 1923 that “Mr. Park, who
has laid out hundreds of courses
both in this country and the British
Isles, said he had never before seen
a more naturally situated course
and one which could be more easily
converted into a high-class one.”

Credit Dr. Frank Farmer for iden-
tifying the land as a good place for
golf and working with the farmland

owner, the widow of George Mor-
rill. Tt wasn’t a difficult real estate
transaction, according to the news-
paper’s account at the time, as she
sold the land (155 acres) and all
its buildings to the shareholders of
newly former country club for only
$8,000 when she had initially put it
on the market for $13,000.

Long-time country club mem-
ber Jim McGregor, who is serving
on a centennial celebration plan-
ning committee, said Dr. Farmer’s
involvement was likely driven by
a recognition that playing a round
of golf was a healthy activity. The
world at the time had recently
emerged from an influenza epidem-
ic, and fresh air and sunshine were
identified as preventative medicine.

“Sunshine and fresh air are
among the best disinfectants you
can find,” said McGregor, whose
career was in health care.

Golf was not a new activity in St.
Johnsbury when the country club ef-
fort began. For more than 20 years,
people had been playing the game in
an area now known as Overclyffe.

Called the Old Pine Golf Club, the
course emerged in 1899 from the
pasture land above Underclyffe,
the mansion built by Franklin and
Frances Fairbanks. Grazing sheep
helped keep the fairway grass in
check.

St. Johnsbury’s golf visionaries
realized in 1923 that they needed
to look elsewhere. The Pine Golf
Club was limited in size (20 acres
with a total playing distance of
2,400 yards) and the landowners,
Fairbanks’ daughter and son-in-law,
were facing financial challenges and
the land would be sold.

The first money raised to acquire
and build the new course came from
the sales of shares. The club was in-
corporated for $25,000; 500 shares
were offered at $50 a share.

The seriousness of their effort
to construct a quality course was
evident with their search for a re-
nowned architect to design it. Hir-
ing Park for the job meant they were
getting an expert with a long history
of course designs on two continents
that included Europe and more spe-

cifically the birthplace of golf (and
his own birthplace) Scotland.

“Members of the St. Johnsbury
Country Club are to be congratu-
lated that the golf course committee
have secured such a well-known
expert to prepare the course for the
players,” The Caledonian-Record
noted on July 31, 1923.

The St. Johnsbury Country Club
design would be Park’s last due to
health issues; he died in 1925.

Park’s brother, Mungo, was
brought in to oversee the construc-
tion of the nine-hole course soon
after Willie staked out the design.
As part of the centennial celebra-
tion planning, McGregor acquired
copies of club minutes that include
Mungo Park’s first written corre-
spondence with club members.

“Dear Sirs, I understand from
my brother Willie that he arranged
with you that [ should undertake the
supervision of 9 greens for StJ CC,
Inc. for a period of 25 days for the
sum of $1,000.00 plus RR (railroad)
expenses and living expenses,” his
letter states.

The club’s grand opening was
held on May 30, 1924, when over
a hundred members and their guests
marked the occasion in weather
conditions far from ideal at a golf
course. The Caledonian-Record’s
May 31 headline for a story about
the event notes, “Crowd Defies
Cold Blasts At Country Cub.”

The article notes that electric
heaters were needed in the club-
house.

“Raw wind that swept down the
Passumpsic river valley, seemingly
direct from the North Pole,” greet-
ed the grand opening celebrants,
the story notes. “It was not country
club weather ... The country club is
made for a summer resort and not
for a winter rendezvous.”

Still, golfers braved the weath-
er and played the new 3,135-yard
course.

Some tweaks were made from the
original design - including short-
ening hole number 9 to move the
green further back from the club-

The summer show for the young-
est actors at the Vermont Children’s
Theater features an original new
play, by VCT alum and Millers Run
music teacher Lydia Ham, with her
premiere of Westward Home!

The show will be July 6-9 with
evening performances and a Sunday
matinee; two other children’s theater
productions will follow in July.

A special treat awaits theater-go-
ers this summer when another lo-
cally-written, original production,
the Bride of Memphre, is put up by
@ the Borderline Players at the Haskell
2 Opera House Aug. 18-20 and 25-27.
A Borderline Players

Writer and director Ross Murray
shared how the story transformed at
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his hand and the theater company’s
vision to be their summer produc-
tion. He has shifted from community
journalism to writing comic nov-
els and a humor column that led to
someone complimenting him on the
quality of the dialogue.

That led him to decide to try his
hand at play writing.

“In 2019, I wrote and directed All
Together Now, which is built around
the legend that the former Beatles al-
most reunited at the Haskell Library
here on the border. (In researching
this, I couldn’t find any evidence that
such a meeting was ever planned,
but it’s entered the local mythology.)
The play also incorporated historic
events, specifically Mac’s Party up
in Holland in the summer of 1973.

The show was a success and, from
my perspective, one of the most sat-
isfying artistic ventures I’d ever un-
dertaken.”

“I really enjoy the idea of legends.
On the one hand, they are ‘true’ in
the sense that everyone knows them,
they are a part of our identity. But
they are also stories, and stories can
be retold or revised or bent or used
to tell other stories. They are a great
base on which to build something
new,” he said.

This summer’s show is likewise
inspired by the stuff of local border
legends.

“For my new play, the legend in
question is the Memphremagog lake
serpent. Some swear it’s real, some
say it can’t be, some believe it’s un-
likely but fun to imagine anyway,”
he shared.

Murray said, “The play opens with
a wedding on Blueberry Point, on
this side of the border. Just as the cou-
ple are saying their vows, a stranger
emerges from the lake claiming he
has had an encounter with the lake

serpent. Then, shocking the wedding
party, he gets down on one knee and
proposes to the bride. Because of
his brush with the lake creature, he
is convinced that he must marry this
girl or the world will end.”
Memphre is at the centre of the
piece, but it’s really about how far
we’'re willing to believe, whether
it’s in a mythical lake creature or
that we’re destined to be with the
one we love. How do we believe in

something when there’s no clear ev-
idence?

“As with All Together Now, the
characters are from Vermont and
Quebec, English and French, again
reflecting our border community. It’s
a fun summer comedy with some
veteran Borderline Player actors and
some newcomers as well, again from
Vermont and Quebec. I'm very ex-
cited to share it, and I hope people
enjoy it.”

low Murphy Dam is a general
fishing regulations stretch, but
also very cold and with the
main trout species.

Even further down the Con-
necticut River, because of the
cold water, anglers are able to
do floating drift trips

“There’s miles and miles
of river and we’re fishing
throughout the season for
rainbows and browns and
some brookies,” said Starring.
“It’s beautiful.”

For those who want to leave
the beaten path, there are also
some remote ponds that are
stocked with brook trout as
well as what are called the
“blue lines,” the tributaries
and small streams that have
little brookies, he said.

As for big fish, the stretch
below Murphy Dam and Lake
Francis is known for its large
brown trout that can get more
than 20 inches, and sometimes
up to 30 inches, long.

“They are very wise, very
finicky, and they get big for a
reason,” said Starring.

Salmon, especially the ones
moving upriver to spawn, can
be in the 20-inch range.

Lake Francis and the first
three Connecticut lakes are
also popular for anglers troll-

ing for salmon or lake trout.

“The nice thing is they’re
not very developed lakes,”
said Starring. “They’re not
like the Lakes Region lakes.
There’s a very different feel
here.”

Along with being a guide,
Starring serves on the board of
Trout Unlimited’s Ammonoo-
suc chapter, which promotes
fishing and wisely managing
the resource.

While the headwaters has
the two tail-water dams, it
also has a dam at the Second
Connecticut Lake that is not a

tail-water, and so that stretch
warms up in the summer.

“We leave it alone,” said
Starring. “As guides and an-
glers, watching the water
temperatures is a really big
thing, just for the conserva-
tion aspect. If you get into the
higher 60s, you start catching
these fish and stressing them
out. If you hold them out of
water too long, they die. We
try to be very aware of water
temps throughout the season
so we’re not putting unneeded
pressure and maybe even kill-
ing fish.”

In southern New Hamp-
shire and Massachusetts, some
trout waters can become too
warm even in June, prompting
anglers there to head north and
spend the weekend in Pitts-
burg, said Starring.

“It’s still very wildernessy
up here, but you have every-
thing you need, and there’s the
shops and the restaurants,” he
said.

Anglers can bring their own
gear, buy it there, or visit an
outfitter and rent gear, such
as waders and rods as well as
boats and kayaks.

Lopstick is an outfitter with
rental equipment, but also has
cabins and offers other forms
of recreation.

Starring has been a guide
with Lopstick for six seasons
and has been a member of
Trout Unlimited for the same
amount of time.

As for the trophy stretch, he
said, “2.3 miles doesn’t sound
very long, but when you’re
fly fishing that’s a lot of water
to cover within a few days. If
you’re taking your time, you
might fish 200 yards.”

While the southern Con-
necticut River is wide, the
headwaters, with their eleva-
tion changes, offer ripples and
pocket-waters with big boul-
ders and are shallow and nar-
row, allowing those fishing to
wade across and cast across.

And the many acres of con-
servation land and state land
limit development, making
for a wilderness experience,
said Starring.

“I’ve taken people nine
miles on logging roads to a
stream and they get in the
water and feel like they’re 10
years old again,” he said. “It’s
about the adventure. It’s not
just about trophies, it’s about
the experience and just being
out there. That’s what I love
and what we as guides try to
pass on to other people —hav-
ing fun and the experience. If
you’re going to go fishing, go
out and have a good time and
enjoy everything.”
