Upon

arrival in the area they were assigned to a Forward Air Controller working a truck park on the 5o Chi

Minh Trail near the village of Ban Tanook, about 20 miles southwest of the A Shau Valley.

Bouchard was to make visual dive-bombing runs by the light of parachute flares. Once cleared by the

FAC, he rolled in but as his aircratf was passing through 5500 feet and at an airspeed of about 500 knots

to 1870 the South Peigan tribe lived in Montana and fled to Canada (southern Alberta) during the "Indian Wars"-

Charlo was the son of Entonine Charlo, living near Evaro, Montana. Entonine Charlo was a son of Chief Martin

Charlo, last of the fighting Salish chiefs.- Louis Charlo was killed Mar 2, a week atfer he and 3 companions scaled

Mount Suribachi on Iwo. Two hours later a patrol also reached the peak and planted the American flag.
