It’s amazing what 
smoked meat and dedi-
cated people can 
accomplish.

On Saturday, Jeremy’s 
Journey fundraising bar-
becue at M&B Dairy in 
Lecanto raised $26,935 to-
ward the medical costs for 
an experimental brain 
surgery for 18-year-old 
Jeremy Schreifels, who 
hopes this surgery will 
give him relief from a se-
vere case of Tourette 
syndrome.

Because it’s experi-
mental, the surgery is not 
covered by Jeremy’s 
health insurance.

At Saturday’s barbecue, 
hosted by M&B Dairy vice 
president Leon McClel-
lan, 38 volunteers work-
ing a total of 267 hours, 
including three people 
who worked the smokers 

from 2 to 6 a.m., cooked, 
carved and packaged 
1,425 pounds of brisket, 
1,000 pounds of pork butt 
and 600 pounds of ribs.

The meat was paid for 
by a $4,400 cash donation 
from the Kiwanis Club of 
Inverness, and Cavallo 
Winery donated $1,800 
worth of meat.

In the two weeks prior 
to the day of the barbecue, 
they received so many or-
ders that they purchased 
an additional $4,300 
worth of meat, Leon Mc-
Clellan said Monday.

“It got big quick,” he 
said.

To date, $178,374 has 
been raised, which will go 
into a trust fund that is in 
the process of being 
established.

Although COVID curtailed plans 
for a big, in-person event for the 
second year, nothing could curtail 
the Phil Royal Legacy Foundation 
from celebrating the people who 
give the community its heart of 
compassion and service to others.

On Saturday, the semi-virtual 
fifth annual Hearts of Gold Gala 
honored Thomas Kennedy and 
Lindsay Tozer with the Hearts of 
Gold awards.

Among other things he does on

Royal described Kennedy as

of action,” she said. “I’m proud to 
be associated with Thomas Ken-
nedy and know without a doubt 
our community has benefitted 
from his gifts of time, dedication, 
leadership and influence.”

The second Hearts of Gold 

recipient, Lindsay Tozer, was hon-
ored for her behind-the-scenes 
work for the foundation, her “pas-
sion that goes beyond the daily 
work,” Royal said. “She’s been a 
big part of the Phil Royal Legacy 
since day one and has volunteered 
countless hours not only to the 
Legacy, but many other organiza-
tions ... there’s no doubt that she 
serves the community she lives 
in.”

Royal also announced that the 
focus of this year’s gala fundrais-
ing effort is the All Kids Bike 

learn-to-ride program that will 
provide all kindergarten classes in 
Citrus County, public and private 
schools, with the opportunity for 
the students to learn how to ride a 
bike by age 6.

The gala raised about $65,000 
toward their goal of $135,000 to 
buy bikes, 24 for each school, 
training curriculum and helmets 
for every student to take home.

Royal said she’s particularly 
excited about this five-year pro-
gram because, not only will it 
build kids’ confidence and help 

with overall health and wellbeing 
through physical activity, but will 
hopefully reduce the number of 
hours kids spend with digital 
screens.

The gala this year was split into 
about a dozen small “house par-
ties” where the pre-recorded 
video with the award presenta-
tions and entertainment perfor-
mances was shown, and dinner 
was catered by Oscar Penn’s in 
Inverness; there was also a party 
at Oscar Penn’s out on the patio.

The gala video opened with an 
introduction by Becky Beattie, a 
foundation board member.

Just a year after imple-
menting Inverness’ first 
monthly solid waste dis-
posal fees for city resi-
dents, the Inverness City 
Council will consider hik-
ing them.

The current monthly 
waste pickup fee is $9.85. 
That was based on a 2020 
rate study by Tampa-based 
Tindale Oliver, the con-
sulting company the city 
hired to review its waste 
pickup.

City Manager Eric Wil-
liams wrote his council 
bosses to remind them 
Tindale Oliver had recom-
mended with its 2020 study 
that city officials should 
review the monthly fee 
each year and that it 
should be adjusted annu-
ally to better reflect chang-
ing cost factors.

Williams recommends 

that the new fee be in-
creased to $10.15 per 
month for residential 
properties. Williams said 
the hike would be a 3% in-
crease and consistent with 
the fiscal year 2021-2022 
budget.

The consultants advised 
that any future monthly 
cost increase reflect new 
cost factors such as con-
tract price hikes with out-
side, third-party waste 
collectors and increased 
administrative costs.

Until implemented, the 
city payed for residential 
trash pickup using general 
property taxes. But with 
most property owners uti-
lizing homestead exemp-
tions, the city council 
found that many city resi-
dents weren’t paying 
enough property taxes to 
cover the cost of the ser-
vice they were receiving.

The council meeting be-
gins at 5:30 p.m. Tuesday, 

June 15, at 212 W. 
M a i n  S t . , 
Inverness.    

� Also in city 
business, the 
council will con-
duct its second 
and final vote 
whether to raise 
its impact fees to 
match that of the 
county’s rates.

The city histori-
cally follows suit when the 
county increases its im-
pact fees. The county re-
evaluates its impact fees 
every five years per state 
mandate. The county hires 
experts in the field to de-
termine the impact costs 
of a new home, apart-
ments, and other 
establishments.

The county raised its 
fees for single-family 
homes from $4,809 to 6,017, 
effective June 23, 2021.   

The city collects and 
transfers the impact fees 
from its new residents and 
passes them onto the 
county. Impact fees are 
collected from new and 
expanded developments 
and varies based on the 

development.
But the city col-

lects and keeps 
impact fees re-
lated to transpor-
tation, parks and 
fire protection.

The city council 
will consider in-
creasing impact 
fees beginning in 
September for 
transportation to 

$1,921, for single- family 
homes, up from the cur-
rent $1,909.99.

The city council is ex-
pected to approve the 
increases.

Impact fees for parks 
will decline from the cur-
rent $379.86 to $330.50. 
Fire impact fees for the 
city will remain at the cur-
rent $393.93.

If approved, the new 
rates are not expected to 
impact many new 
residents.

In Citrus County during 
2016, there were 242 new 
single-family homes built. 
Of those, only two were 
built in Inverness, accord-
ing to a Citrus County Prop-
erty Appraiser’s report.

In 2020, there were 799 
new single-family homes 
built in Citrus County. Of 
those, 13 were built in 
Inverness.

� Also in city business, 
City Manager Eric Wil-
liams will give the council 
project updates on:

� The Eden Drive traf-
fic signal.

� Vine Street sidewalk.
� Security cameras at 

the depot district parks. 
Earlier this year city staff 
told council members that 
graffiti and vandalism had 
become a problem at the 
new parks as well as peo-
ple visiting after park 
hours.

� Emergency dirt road 
repairs in Inverness Vil-
lages. The city is applying 
for federal grants to pave 
Inverness Villages and In-
verness Acres dirt roads. 
The city is also making 
some immediate emer-
gency repairs so emer-
gency vehicles can provide 
services.

� The council will also 
discuss preparations for 
July 4 celebrations and 
Teens Night Out.

As truck approached the 
highway’s intersection with 
West Cardinal Street, it put 
on its turn signal but contin-
ued to travel north on U.S. 
19. It also did similar ma-
neuvers when it got to the 
separate turnings with West 
Yulee Drive and West Gro-
ver Cleveland Boulevard.

After the truck turned 
east onto West Homosassa 
Trail, where it reached 
speeds of up to 67 mph, 
deputies set up spike strips 
east of the roadway’s inter-
section with State Road 44.

According to the arrest 
report, the truck struck 

both sets of spike 
strips, deflating 
the four tires, but 
the vehicle contin-

DeSantis signs bill requiring 
moment of silence in schools

TALLAHASSEE — Flor-
ida Gov. Ron DeSantis vis-
ited a South Florida 
Jewish temple to de-
nounce anti-Semi-
tism and stand 
with Israel, as the 
Republican gover-
nor cloaked him-
self in religion 
Monday while 
signing a bill into 
law that would re-
quire public 
schools in his state 
to set aside at least one 
minute of silence for chil-
dren to meditate or pray.

His visit to the Shul of 
Bal Harbour, a Jewish 
community center in Surf-
side, Florida, had the air 
of a campaign event.

DeSantis seemed to 
blush when the Rabbi 
Sholom Lipskar intro-
duced him as a “great gov-
ernor and future world 
leader.” It has been specu-
lated that the governor, 
who is running for reelec-
tion next year, might run 
for president in 2024.

DeSantis visited the 
temple to sign two bills 
into law. One would ex-
pand the role of volunteer 

ambulance services, while 
the other makes Florida 
one of at least 15 states, a 
legislative analysis said, 
that would compel schools 
to hold moments of silence 
at public schools. The 
state had already been 

among roughly 18 
other states that 
gave schools the 
option to do so.

“It’s something 
that’s important to 
be able to provide 
each student the 
ability, every day, 
to be able to re-
flect and to be 

able to pray as they see 
fit,” DeSantis said. “The 
idea that you can just push 
God out of every institu-
tion, and be successful — 
I’m sorry, our founding 
fathers did not believe 
that.”

The ambulance bill al-
lows some volunteer first 
responders, including 
those run by faith-based 
groups, to use emergency 
lights and sirens when re-
sponding to emergencies. 
Some Orthodox Jews rely 
on these volunteer ambu-
lance services to help 
overcome religious sensi-
tivities that prevent some 
people form using tradi-
t ional  emergency 

services.
The ambulance bill was 

championed in the state 
Senate by Democrat Jason 
Pizzo, the only elected 
Democrat to take the stage 
with the governor during 
the bill signings.

Pizzo also supported the 
legislation that requires 
moments of silence in 
schools, saying the stu-
dents won’t be required to 
pray during those mo-
ments set aside by schools.

“It’s like a moment of 
meditation, relaxation, 
connection,” he said.

DeSantis used the event 
to tout his support for Is-
rael, which he visited in 
his first year of office. 
During his speech, he re-
ferred to the United Na-
tions as corrupt, saying the 
world body does more to 
sanction Israel than casti-
gate China, which he 
lumped with what he re-
ferred to as “rogue 
regimes.”

As DeSantis began 
speaking, authorities forc-
ibly removed a heckler 
from the hall. It was un-
clear what message the 
man was making as police 
pulled him away, most of 
his words inaudible to 
those watching a broad-
cast of the rally.

Vaccinated     
visitors soon can 
take off masks at 

Disney World
ORLANDO — Walt Disney 

World in Florida is making it 
easier to see smiles again, 
but guests still can’t hug the 
characters. 

Starting Tuesday, face 
masks will be optional for visi-
tors to the theme park resort 
who are vaccinated, though 
Disney workers won’t require 
proof of vaccination, the com-
pany said on its website. 

Visitors who aren’t fully vac-
cinated still will need to wear 
face masks indoors and on all 
rides and attractions. Be-
cause vaccines aren’t yet 
available for children under 
age 12, they too will have to 
mask up still.

All visitors, whether vacci-
nated or not, will still be re-
quired to wear face coverings 
on buses, monorails and Dis-
ney Skyliner, the resort’s ae-
rial gondola, according to the 
latest guidelines.

The decision on masks is 
Disney World’s latest tweak to 
the virus-related safety rules it 
created when the coronavirus 
pandemic was declared in 
March 2020. Disney World 
closed for two months last 
year at the start of the out-
break and reopened last sum-
mer with strict safety 
guidelines that involved mask-
ing, social distancing and 
crowd limits.

Last month, Disney officials 
started allowing visitors to go 
without masks outdoors. Dis-
ney officials said they expect 
to ease up on physical dis-
tancing guidelines in the near 
future.

Florida gets 
another legal 

challenge to new 
elections rules

TALLAHASSEE — Two 
more groups sued Florida 
over its new restrictive elec-
tions laws Monday, adding to 
a growing chorus of voter 
rights advocates who say the 
rules could keep some people 
from casting ballots.

The lawsuit was filed in 
U.S. District Court in Tallahas-
see by the Fair Elections Cen-
ter and the Southern Poverty 
Law Center on behalf of Head 
Count and the Harriet Tub-
man Freedom Fighters.

The suit argues that the 
new law foments distrust 
against civic organizations 
that work to register voters by 
suggesting that residents use 
the government’s website 
instead.

The lawsuit is designed to 
“protect our clients’ right to or-
ganize through voter registra-
tion activities, communicating 
their message that our de-
mocracy works better when 
all our voices are heard,” Mi-
chelle Kanter Cohen, policy 

director and senior counsel at 
Fair Elections Center, said in 
a statement.

“Voter registration organiza-
tions serve their communities 
by building trusted relation-
ships with Floridians for whom 
voting and participation may 
not otherwise be accessible,” 
she added. 

At the core of the complaint 
is a requirement under the 
law that third-party voter reg-
istration groups use specific 
language to tell all residents 
who work with them that they 
might not submit a voter’s ap-
plication documents in a 
timely fashion.

The lawsuit contends that 
the groups are being forced to 
provide an “inaccurate warn-
ing” that is “self-denigrating, 
misleading, and contradictory” 
to the mission of the groups.

The law, signed by Republi-
can Gov. Ron DeSantis last 
month, limits the use of ballot 
drop boxes, places new re-
strictions on who can collect 
completed ballots and re-
quires identifying information 
for once-routine registration 
transactions. It also mandates 
how voter-rights groups can 
operate in the state.

Scientists look for 
link between 

wastewater and 
algae in bay

TAMPA — Scientists are 
looking for any links to 
dreaded algae blooms and 
the pumping of 215 gallons of 
wastewater into Tampa Bay 
from the site of an old fertilizer 
plant two months ago.

Scientists want to know 
whether the specific nutrients 
found in wastewater at the 
Piney Point plant match those 
being consumed by the organ-
isms growing around the bay. 
They plan to use a kind of sig-
nature within different mole-
cules to follow where nitrogen 
goes and how it gets used in 
the environment, according to 
the Tampa Bay Times.

The wastewater was 
pumped into Tampa Bay in 
April after a leak developed in 
a reservoir at the Piney Point 
plant. The reservoir contained 
what are called phosphogyp-
sum stacks, a leftover from 
the phosphate mined for fertil-
izer. The wastewater con-
tained nitrogen, phosphorus, 
ammonia and small amounts 
of radium and uranium, ac-
cording to officials.

Algae called Lyngbya have 
blanketed waterways around 
Anna Maria Island in recent 
weeks, and red tide has been 
found at bloom levels near 
Port Manatee and off Pinellas 
County beaches. Dead fish 
have been reported at Sunset 
Beach, Madeira Beach and 
Indian Rocks Beach.

Health officials in both Hills-
borough and Pinellas counties 
have issued advisories warn-
ing visitors they could experi-
ence mild respiratory issues 

when around a bloom.
Tampa Bay Estuary Pro-

gram executive director Ed 
Sherwood said, it “doesn’t 
take much to put two and two 
together.”

Florida man 
charged with 

manslaughter after 
toddler drowns

NAVARRE BEACH — Po-
lice searching for a missing 
toddler in the Florida Panhan-
dle found her drowned in a 
canal near her home and 
charged the 1-year-old girl’s 
father with negligent man-
slaughter, news outlets re-
ported Monday. 

Tracy Potter, 29, of Navarre 
Beach, was arrested early 
Monday and booked into the 
Santa Rosa County Jail 
where he was being held 
without bond.

Deputies responded to the 
family’s home Sunday eve-
ning after receiving a report of 
a missing child, and found the 
girl’s body a short time later in 
the canal, according to the 
news reports. 

It was not immediately clear 
if Potter has an attorney. 

Massachusetts 
woman dies while 

snorkeling in 
Florida Keys

MARATHON — A 25-year-
old woman has died while 
snorkeling in the Florida Keys, 
authorities said Monday.

Katherine Boukharov was 
pronounced dead after being 
taken to a hospital in Marathon, 
Florida, according to the Mon-
roe County Sheriff’s Office.

Witnesses reported seeing 
Boukharov face down and 
motionless in the water at 
Bahia Honda State Park Sun-
day evening. They brought 
her to shore, began CPR and 
called 911. 

Foul play was not believed 
to be a factor in her death, the 
sheriff’s office said.

Autopsy results were pend-
ing for the woman who was 
visiting from Melrose, 
Massachusetts.

Florida man 
accused of                   

fraud in ticket 
business scheme
TAMPA — A Florida man is 

accused of defrauding inves-
tors he recruited for a busi-
ness opportunity where he 
was supposed to secure cov-
eted tickets and resell them 
for a profit.

The federal indictment 
against Thomas Coelho, 52, 
of St. Petersburg, charges 
him with two counts of wire 
fraud. It also notifies Coelho 
that the U.S. government is 
seeking to recover $1.8 mil-
lion, the amount he is esti-
mated to have made from the 
scheme.

GM exec: Company                            

to announce more battery 
plants this week

DETROIT — The president of General Mo-
tors says his company plans to announce 
more U.S. battery factories later this week.

Mark Reuss gave no details of where the 
factories would be located or exactly what 
they would manufacture. He spoke in a week-
end interview with The Associated Press at an 
IndyCar race on an island park near down-
town Detroit.

Company spokesman Jim Cain wouldn’t 
comment Monday on the announcements, but 
noted GM previously stated it would build 
more factories to add battery capacity as elec-
tric vehicles grow in sales. GM has set a goal 
to stop selling internal-combustion passenger 
vehicles by 2035. 

“In the next week we’ll announce some 
more, and it will be here in the U.S.,” Reuss 
said of the new battery factories.

The factories would be in addition to two 
battery cell plants that the company an-
nounced in the past two years, both geared to 
ramp up production as GM rolls out 30 new 
electric vehicles globally by 2025, with more 
than two-thirds sold in North America. 

GM and joint venture partner LG Energy 
Solution already have announced battery cell 
factories in Lordstown, Ohio, near Cleveland, 
and Spring Hill, Tennessee. The company is 
investing $2.3 billion to build each of the facili-
ties. Lordstown is expected to open next year 
and employ 1,100 workers, while Spring Hill is 
to open in 2023 and employ 1,300. It’s likely 
the new battery plants would employ similar 
numbers of people, but Cain wouldn’t com-
ment on numbers. 

The two plants under construction would 
send cells to five factories where GM plans to 
build electric vehicles. But the two factories 
can’t make enough to feed all of the plants if 
sales rise.

The EV assembly plants are in Detroit- 
Hamtramck, Michigan; Orion Township, Michi-
gan; Spring Hill, Tennessee; Ingersoll, Ontario; 
and Ramos Arizpe, Mexico. It’s likely that the 
new battery plants would be close to at least 
some of the assembly factories.

Order: Union can’t                           
limit vote to 87 Tennessee 

Nissan workers
NASHVILLE, Tenn. — Federal regulators 

have denied a union’s push to try to organize 
fewer than 100 employees at the Nissan as-
sembly plant in Tennessee, ruling instead to 
set a union election of 4,300 plantwide pro-
duction and maintenance workers that the 
union says it will not pursue.

A National Labor Relations Board official 
ruled Friday that the 87 tool and die techni-
cians at Nissan’s Smyrna plant share an 
“overwhelming community of interest” with the 
rest of the facility’s production and mainte-
nance workers. The official wrote that the only 
appropriate unionized group through the Inter-
national Association of Machinists and Aero-
space Workers campaign would be one 
representing all of those workers.

The machinists union said in a statement 
that it “strongly disagrees with this decision” 
and would request a review of the NLRB re-
gional director’s decision.

The decision complicates efforts in the lat-
est foray in the uphill fight for unions to gain 
traction at foreign-owned auto assembly 
plants in the traditionally anti-union South. 
In-person voting was scheduled July 7 and 8 
at the plant, located about 25 miles outside of 
Nashville. Since the union won’t pursue the 
larger vote, per the order, the petition for wall-
to-wall representation will be dismissed within 
two business days when the union doesn’t 
show at least 30% of the 4,300 workers sup-
port unionizing.

Shares of Lordstown Motors tumbled after the top two 
executives resigned from the Ohio electric truck startup.

CEO Steve Burns and Chief Financial Officer Julio 
Rodriguez stepped down on Monday, less than a week 
after Lordstown cautioned that it 
may not be in business a year from 
now without more funding. The 
company said the $587 million it 
had on hand as of March 31 isn’t 
enough to start commercial 
production of its full-sized electric 

pickup, the Endurance.
The company also responded to a scathing report in 

March from the short-selling research company 
Hindenburg Research, which questioned the number of 

pre-orders the company claimed to 
have received for the Endurance.

In January, an Endurance prototype 
caught fire 10 minutes into its initial 
test drive.

Shares of Lordstown fell 18.8% to 
close at $9.26 on Monday.

Tech gains push 
stocks to new high

Technology companies 
helped lift stocks higher 
on Wall Street, nudging 
the S&P 500 to its third 
straight all-time high, even 
as other parts of the mar-
ket faltered. 

A burst of buying in the 
final 10 minutes of trading 
sent the benchmark index 
0.2% higher. The S&P 500 
had been down 0.3% ear-
lier amid another bout of 
choppy trading as Wall 
Street awaits the latest 
take from the Federal Re-
serve on inflation. 

Investors are trying to 
gauge the strength of the 
economic recovery and 
whether emerging signs of 
inflation will be transitory, 
as the central bank be-
lieves. The Fed delivers its 
interest rate policy update 
Wednesday afternoon.

“Most of this is just posi-
tioning in front of the Fed 
later this week,” said Wil-
lie Delwiche, investment 
strategist at All Star 

Charts. Investors are “try-
ing to get a sense of not 
just what the Fed is going 
to say in terms of an-
nouncements, but what 
they expect in terms of the 
path of monetary policy 
and the economy going 
forward.”

The S&P 500 added 7.71 
points to 4,255.15. The 
index has notched a 
weekly gain three weeks 
in a row. The Dow Jones 
Industrial Average fell 
85.85 points, or 0.2%, to 
34,393.75. The Nasdaq 
rose 104.72 points, or 0.7%, 
to 14,174.14.

Small-company stocks 
fell. The Russell 2000 
index lost 9.66 points, or 
0.4%, to 2,326.15.

Among the tech sector 
winners Monday were 
Apple, which rose 2.5%, 
and Adobe, which gained 
2.9%. Several large com-
munications companies 
also made gains. Facebook 
rose 1.7% and Netflix 
gained 2.3%. Those gains 
offset a broad decline in 

financial, industrial and 
materials stocks, among 
others. JPMorgan dropped 
1.7%.

Wall Street is trying to 
gauge the strength of the 
economic recovery, the 
impact rising inflation is 
having on its trajectory, 
and the Fed’s next move.

Investors have been wor-
ried that the Fed could ease 
up on bond purchases and 
other stimulus measures as 
the economy recovers. No 
policy changes are ex-
pected immediately, but 
comments on a shift in pol-
icy could jostle an already 
skittish market.

Fed officials have main-
tained that any rise in in-
flation will be temporary 
as the economy recovers.

“There’s still this debate 
on inflation and, notwith-
standing what the Fed 
does and whether yields 
move down, there’s still 
some upward pricing pres-
sure,” said Tom Martin, 
senior portfolio manager 
with Globalt Investments.

IMPASSABLE STREETS

Dirt roads 
need to 

be paved
It’s been quite a while 

since the residents of In-
verness Acres and Inver-

ness Villages have seen a 
school bus traverse the roads 
in their neighborhoods. They 
haven’t had mail 
delivered to indi-
vidual boxes in 
years. If there is a 
fire or medical 
emergency, peo-
ple worry help 
won’t reach them. 
The reason? The 
neighborhoods 
don’t have paved 
roads, but ones 
made of sugar 
sand that even 
four-wheel drive vehicles 
sometimes have trouble 
navigating.

When it rains, the pock-
marked landscape becomes 
a treacherous obstacle 
course. After decades of ne-
glect and disrepair, resi-
dents are rightfully tired, 
frustrated and angry about 
the state of their roads. The 
have had enough of trying to 
put a Band-Aid on a larger 
problem — a temporary fix 
at best.

The residents in the two 
communities are at an im-
passe. They cannot afford to 
overhaul the precarious 
sandy roads and pave them. 
But they also don’t want to 
stand by and watch their dirt 
roads keep deteriorating.

But the city of Inverness 
has a plan. City Manager 
Eric Williams thinks it would 
cost $30 million to pave the 
16 miles of the two subdivi-
sions. Inverness doesn’t have 
that, but recently hired con-
sultants Kimley-Horn to 
apply for U.S. Department of 

Housing and Urban Devel-
opment grants that were al-
located to Florida. The 
money is earmarked for di-
saster mitigation and Wil-
liams and the consultants 

think this project 
qualifies. That 
would certainly 
be a good use of 
infrastructure 
dollars.

Critics will say 
buyers knew 
what they were 
getting into when 
they purchased 
their homes 
years ago. But 
those residents 

pay taxes just like homeown-
ers on  paved streets, and 
they deserve comparable 
city services and attention. 
The area is home to many el-
derly, and emergency ser-
vices need to be able to 
reach them on safe streets in 
the event of a crisis.

The city stands to gain 
from paving the roads. Un-
improved and undeveloped 
lots are a missed opportunity 
for property taxes. Paving 
the roads would also allow 
for development of more af-
fordable housing — some-
thing that is desperately 
needed in Citrus County.

“It’s a problem that has to 
be solved ... and can’t per-
sist,” Williams said.

It’s encouraging the city is 
not forsaking the residents 
and is taking a positive step 
forward to solve the issue. 
Until then, residents such as 
Nelson Piovet will keep 
using his four-wheel drive 
truck to haul out neighbors 
and delivery people who get 
stuck on the roads.

LONDON — British 
Prime Minister Boris 
Johnson confirmed Mon-
day that the next planned 
relaxation of coronavirus 
restrictions in England 
will be delayed by four 
weeks, until July 19, as a 
result of the spread of the 
delta variant.

In a press briefing, 
Johnson voiced his confi-
dence that he won’t need 
to delay the plan to lift re-
strictions on social con-
tact further, as millions 
more people get fully 
vaccinated against the 

virus. He said that by July 
19, two-thirds of the Brit-
ish population will have 
been double-vaccinated.

“I think it is sensible to 
wait just a little longer,” 
he said. “Now is the time 
to ease off the accelerator, 
because by being cautious 
now we have the chance 
in the next four weeks to 
save many thousands of 
lives by vaccinating mil-
lions more people.”

Accompanying the deci-
sion to delay the easing, 
Johnson said the govern-
ment has brought forward 
the date by which every-
one over the age of 18 will 
be offered a first dose of 

vaccine, from the end of 
July to July 19. 

“It’s unmistakably clear 
the vaccines are working 
and the sheer scale of the 
vaccine roll out has made 
our position incompara-
bly better than in previ-
ous waves,” he said.

Under the govern-
ment’s plan for coming 
out of lockdown, all re-
strictions on social con-
tact were set to be lifted 
next Monday. Many busi-
nesses, particularly those 
in hospitality and enter-
tainment, voiced their 
disappointment ahead of 
t h e  o f f i c i a l 
announcement.

Illinois plant blast, 
fires prompt 
evacuations

CHICAG O —  An explosion 
at a northern Illinois chemical 
plant Monday morning 
sparked massive fires that 
sent flames and huge plumes 
of thick black smoke high into 
the air and debris raining onto 
the ground, prompting 
evacuations.

After 7 a.m., emergency 
crews rushed to the scene of 
the fire near Rockton, north-
west of Chicago, at Chemtool 
Inc., a company that manu-
factures lubricants, grease 
products and other fluids, and 
is, according to the company, 
the largest manufacturer of 
grease in the Americas.

Rockton Fire Department 
Chief Kirk Wilson said about 
70 employees were evacu-
ated safely from the plant, 
and that one firefighter suf-
fered a minor inj ury. Chem-
tool’s parent company, 
Lubriz ol Corp., later said there 
were closer to 50 employees 
present when the plant was 
evacuated.

Cashier fatally 
shot after mask 

argument
DECATUR, G a. —  A gro-

cery store cashier in the At-
lanta area was killed and two 
other people were wounded 
Monday in a shooting that fol-
lowed an argument over 
wearing face masks in the su-
permarket, authorities said. 

DeKalb County Sheriff Mel-
ody Maddox said the shooting 
occurred inside the B ig B ear 
Supermarket at South DeKalb 
Mall in Decatur while several 
people were inside the busi-
ness. She said a female ca-
shier was killed when a man 
opened fire. 

“ There was some confron-
tation, argument —  I’m not 
sure exactly what —  in refer-
ence to the wearing of masks, 
at which time the subj ect 
pulled out a weapon and shot 
the cashier,”  Maddox said at a 
news conference. Maddox 
said she did not know the de-
tails of the argument.

A reserve deputy, who was 
employed parttime for secu-
rity with the store, returned 
fire and shot the subj ect, the 
sheriff said. The deputy and 
the suspected shooter were 
inj ured, she added. 

Vehicle plows into 
Minn. protesters, 

killing one
MINNEAPOLIS —  A 

woman was killed and three 
other people were inj ured 
when a vehicle drove into 

demonstrators during a pro-
test in the Minneapolis neigh-
borhood where a B lack man 
was fatally shot this month 
during his attempted arrest by 
members of a federal task 
force, police said Monday.

The crash happened at 
about 11: 40 p.m. Sunday in 
Minneapolis’ Uptown neigh-
borhood. Witnesses said the 
driver of an SUV struck a 
parked car, tossing it into the 
crowd of demonstrators. Po-
lice spokesman John Elder 
did not confirm that account, 
and said authorities are still 
investigating. 

Police said the driver’s mo-
tive was not immediately 
known, but that a preliminary 
investigation indicated drugs 
or alcohol may have been a 
contributing factor.

Israel has new 
government after 
Netanyahu ouster

JERUSALEM —  For the 
first time in 12 years, Israelis 
on Monday woke up to a new 
prime minister, after Naftali 
B ennett secured the backing 
of parliament and ousted 
longtime leader B enj amin 
Netanyahu.

The two held a brief hando-
ver meeting in the afternoon, 
but without the formal cere-
mony that traditionally accom-
panies a change in 
government —  a sign of Net-
anyahu’s lingering anger and 
hostility toward the new 
government.

Israel’s parliament, the 

Knesset, narrowly approved 
the new B ennett-led coalition 
government on Sunday, end-
ing Netanyahu’s historic 12-
year rule.

B ennett now presides over 
a diverse and fragile coalition 
comprised of eight small and 
midsiz e parties with deep 
ideological differences. Net-
anyahu serves as the opposi-
tion leader. 

Nicaragua       
stages roundup of 
opposition leaders

MANAG UA, Nicaragua —  
Nicaraguan police have ar-
rested another opposition 
politician, bringing to six the 
number detained over the 
weekend in an unprece-
dented roundup of opponents 
of President Daniel Ortega.

Five were arrested Sunday, 
the biggest one-day roundup 
so far in Ortega’s campaign to 
j ail anyone who might chal-
lenge his rule. The last arrest, 
which came late Sunday, was 
that of Victor Hugo Tinoco, 
the leader of the political 
movement Unamos. 

Tinoco is a former assistant 
foreign minister and former am-
bassador to the United Na-
tions;  he was detained by 10 
men wearing hoods and plain-
clothes at a shopping mall.

Relatives complained Mon-
day that authorities were not 
allowing them to deliver food 
or personal items to the de-
tainees in the capital’s infa-
mous El Chipote prison.

BRUSSELS — Presi-
dent Joe Biden used his 
first appearance at a 
NATO summit since tak-
ing office to call on Rus-
sian President Vladimir 
Putin to step back from 
provocative actions tar-
geting the U.S. and its al-
lies on Monday. NATO 
leaders joined the United 
States in formally accus-
ing Moscow and Beijing of 
malign actions.

Biden’s sharp words for 
Russia and his friendly in-
teractions with NATO al-
lies marked a sharp shift in 
tone from the past four 
years and highlighted the 
renewed U.S. commitment 
to the 30-country alliance 
that was frequently ma-
ligned by predecessor 
Donald Trump. 

Biden, wearing a NATO 
lapel pin, said that in his 
extensive talks with 
NATO leaders about his 
planned meeting with 
Putin on Wednesday, all 
were supportive of his 
plans to press the Russian 
leader to halt Russian- 
originated cyber attacks 
against the West, end the 
violent stifling of political 
dissidents and stop inter-
fering in elections outside 
its borders.

“I’m going to make 
clear to President Putin 
that there are areas 
where we can cooperate, 
if he chooses,“ Biden told 
reporters as he ended his 
day at NATO headquar-
ters. “And if he chooses 
not to cooperate and acts 
in a way that he has in the 
past relative to cybersecu-
rity and other activities, 
then we will respond, we 
will respond in kind.”

Biden is on an eight-day 
visit to Europe in which 

he is seeking to rally al-
lies to speak with a single 
voice on countering Rus-
sia and China.

To that end, NATO lead-
ers on Monday declared 
China a constant security 
challenge and said the 
Chinese are working to 
undermine global order, a 
message in sync with 
Biden’s pleas to confront 
Beijing on China’s trade, 
military and human rights 
practices.

In a summit statement, 
the leaders said that Chi-
na’s goals and “assertive 
behavior present sys-
temic challenges to the 
rules-based international 
order and to areas rele-
vant to alliance security.” 

The heads of state and 
government expressed 
concern about what they 
said were China’s “coer-
cive policies,” the opaque 
ways it is modernizing its 
armed forces and its use 
of disinformation.

Regulators on Friday said a new 
version of a popular diabetes medi-
cine could be sold as a weight-loss 
drug in the U.S.

The Food and Drug Administra-
tion approved Wegovy, a high-
er-dose version of Novo Nordisk’s 
diabetes drug semaglutide, for 
long-term weight management. 

In company-funded studies, par-
ticipants taking Wegovy had aver-
age weight loss of 15%, about 
34 pounds. Participants lost weight 
steadily for 14 months before pla-
teauing. In a comparison group get-
ting dummy shots, the average 
weight loss was about 2.5%, or just 
under 6 pounds.

“With existing drugs, you’re going 
to get maybe 5% to 10% weight re-
duction, sometimes not even that,” 
said Dr. Harold Bays, medical di-
rector of the Louisville Metabolic 
and Atherosclerosis Research Cen-
ter. Bays, who is also the Obesity 
Medicine Association’s chief sci-
ence officer, helped run studies of 
the drug. 

In the U.S., more than 100 million 
adults — about 1 in 3 — are obese.

Dropping even 5% of one’s 
weight can bring health benefits, 
such as improved energy, blood 
pressure, blood sugar and 

cholesterol levels, but that amount 
often doesn’t satisfy patients who 
are focused on weight loss, Bays 
said.

Bays said Wegovy appears far 
safer than earlier obesity drugs 
that “have gone down in flames” 
over safety problems. Wegovy’s 
most common side effects were gas-
trointestinal problems, including 
nausea, diarrhea and vomiting. 
Those usually subsided, but led 
about 5% of study participants to 
stop taking it.

The drug carries a potential risk 
for a type of thyroid tumor, so it 
shouldn’t be taken by people with a 
personal or family history of cer-
tain thyroid and endocrine tumors. 
Wegovy also has a risk of depres-
sion and pancreas inflammation.

Wegovy (pronounced wee-GOH’-
vee) is a synthesized version of a 
gut hormone that curbs appetite. 
Patients inject it weekly under 
their skin. 

Like other weight-loss drugs, it’s 
to be used along with exercise, a 
healthy diet and other steps like 
keeping a food diary.

The Danish company hasn’t dis-
closed Wegovy’s price but said it 
will be similar to the price of its 
Saxenda, a weight loss drug in-
jected daily that now typically costs 
more than $1,300 per month with-
out insurance.

Dr. Archana Sadhu, head of the 
diabetes program at Houston Meth-
odist Hospital, said Wegovy’s use-
fulness “all depends on what the 
price will be.” She noted patients’ 
health insurance plans sometime 

don’t cover weight-loss treatments, 
putting expensive drugs out of 
reach.

Sadhu, who has no connection to 
Novo Nordisk, plans to switch pa-
tients who are obese and have 
Type 2 diabetes to Wegovy. It makes 
patients feel full sooner and in-
creases release of insulin from the 
pancreas to control blood sugar, 
she said. Patients would then be 
more likely to get motivated to ex-
ercise and eat healthier, she added.

Wegovy builds on a trend in 
which makers of relatively new dia-
betes drugs test them to treat other 
conditions common in diabetics. 
For example, popular diabetes 
drugs Jardiance and Novo Nor-
disk’s Victoza now have approvals 
for reducing risk of heart attack, 
stroke and death in heart patients.

Phylander Pannell, 49, of Largo, 
Maryland, joined a patient study 
after cycles of losing and then re-
gaining weight. She said she re-
ceived Wegovy, worked out several 
times a week and lost 65 pounds 
over 16 months. 

“It helped curb my appetite and 
it helped me feel full faster,” said 
Pannell. “It got me on the right 
path.”

Shortly after she finished the 
study and stopped receiving We-
govy, she regained about half the 
weight. She’s since lost much of 
that, started exercise classes and 
bought home exercise equipment. 
She’s considering going back on 
Wegovy after it’s approved.

Novo Nordisk also is developing 
a pill version.

 ANSWER:  Yes. Older hearing aids used to impede hearing in 
 background noise as there was no sophisticated background noise 
 suppression. Now, that is not the case at all. Today’s hearing aids 
 have sophisticated noise suppression as well as special features
 that allow the hearing device user to activate more
 suppression in order to hear what you
 want to hear and suppress what
 you do not.
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Is there new hope?

Q: The Food & Drug Admin-
istration (FDA) recently 
decided to approve the 

drug adu-
canumab 
(brand name 
Aduhelm) for 
the treatment 
of Alzheimer’s 
disease. What 
can you tell me 
about this 
drug?

A: Alzhei-
mer’s disease 
(AD) is a devas-
tating disease 
that slowly de-
stroys memory/

thinking (cognitive) skills. It is the 
most common cause of dementia 
(loss of memory, language, and  
problem-solving skills), affecting ap-
proximately 6 million Americans — 
and this number is expected to 
nearly triple by the year 2050.

There is an enormous unmet need 
for effective treatments. No medica-
tions have been approved for AD 
since 2003 and currently available 
treatments are only modestly and 
temporarily helpful. In addition, no 
medication has been approved to 
treat the underlying cause(s) of this 
extremely complicated disease or to 
slow down its progression.

The exact causes of AD are un-
known, but the disease process may 
begin decades before symptoms 
occur. It is known, however, that the 
brains of Alzheimer patients have mi-
croscopic deposits of proteins known 
as amyloid plaques and tau tangles 
which are thought to interrupt the 
transmission of nerve impulses be-
tween the brain cells and interfere 
with memory, thinking, and behavior.

Aducanumab (ad-u-canu-mab) is 
known as a monoclonal antibody that 
helps to remove the amyloid and tau 
deposits from the brain when given 
intravenously once a month. This 
drug has been studied for years and 
after doing a number of studies in-
volving over 3,000 patients with AD, 
an application was submitted by the 
Drug’s Sponsor (Biogen) to the FDA 
for aducanumab’s approval to slow 
the progression of AD.

I was selected to serve as the Pa-
tient Representative for the 11-mem-
ber FDA Advisory Committee 
convened to discuss the approval of 
aducanumab for AD on Nov. 6, 2020. 

Numerous documents were submit-
ted for approval, but the Advisory 
Committee, Drug Sponsor, and FDA 
focused on two major, near-identical 
clinical studies. In both studies, adu-
canumab was shown to effectively re-
duce the amount of the toxic proteins 
(amyloid and tau) in the brains of pa-
tients. However one study showed 
that the drug was effective in slowing 
cognitive decline (as measured by a 
number of tests), but the second study 
did not.

Several explanations were offered 
from the FDA and Drug Sponsor for 
the conflicting results, but in the end 
the majority of Advisory Committee 
members did not support the ap-
proval of aducanumab without more 
evidence of the drug’s effectiveness.

They also expressed concern that 
approximately one-third of the pa-
tients receiving aducanumab experi-
enced brain edema, swelling, or 
bleeding. These are potentially dan-
gerous side effects that require ap-
propriate monitoring and treatment.

It is still uncertain why adu-
canumab was not clearly effective, 
since it did reduce the accumulation 
of the toxic amyloid and tau proteins 
in the brain. One possible explana-
tion is that several other toxic pro-
teins and nerve cell-destroying 
processes, which make some people 
more susceptible, may also be in-
volved in this very complex neurode-
generative disease. Another reason 
may be that treatment should be ini-
tiated earlier at an appropriate dose, 
before too many brain cells are al-
ready destroyed. 

Following the Advisory Committee 

meeting, the FDA requested more in-
formation from the sponsor for addi-
tional review and analysis. Based 
upon this follow up review, the FDA 
decided to grant accelerated ap-
proval for aducanumab (Aduhelm) on 
June 7, 2021.

Under the accelerated approval 
provisions, the FDA is requiring the 
manufacturer, Biogen, to perform a 
post-approval study to verify that the 
drug provides the expected clinical 
benefit to patients. If the post-ap-
proval (confirmatory) study does not 
verify the drug’s anticipated clinical 
benefits, the FDA has regulatory pro-
cedures in place that could lead to 
removing the drug from the market.

The prescribing information for 
Aduhelm includes a warning for amy-
loid-related imaging abnormalities 
(ARIA), which most commonly pres-
ents as temporary swelling in areas 
of the brain which may cause symp-
toms such as headache, confusion, 
dizziness, vision changes, or nausea.

Aduhelm may also cause diarrhea, 
confusion/delirium/altered mental 
status/disorientation, or hypersensi-
tivity reactions in some people.

Some future challenges for this 
new Alzheimer’s disease drug in-
clude an independent Medicare Na-
tional Coverage Determination by 
the Centers for Medicare and Medic-
aid Services (CMS), educating de-
mentia specialists about the use of 
Aduhelm, and the establishment of 
enough drug infusion and imaging 
centers to meet the expected demand 
for this new treatment.

What are the potential side ef-
fects of the newly approved drug 
for Alzheimer’s disease?

The Food & Drug Administration 
(FDA) recently approved Aduhelm 
(aducanumab) for the treatment of 
Alzheimer’s disease (AD), under its 
accelerated approval regulations. 
These regulations require a fur-
ther clinical study to verify its clin-
ical effectiveness and safety, which 
is to be completed by August 2029.

It is the first and only drug ap-
proved to try to slow down the pro-
gression of Alzheimer’s disease. It 
is administered as a one-hour in-
travenous infusion once a month.

Aduhelm works by reducing the 
amount of a protein known as amy-
loid in the brain, which is thought 
to interrupt the transmission of 
nerve impulses between brain 
cells and interfere with memory, 
thinking and behavior.

The most common and concern-
ing side effects of Aduhelm are 
known as ARIA or amyloid related 
imaging abnormalities; this in-
cludes brain swelling (edema) or 
bleeding in or on the surface of the 
brain.

These side effects may not pro-
duce any symptoms, but in some 
people can be very serious and pe-
riodic magnetic resonance imaging 
(MRI) of the brain is required. 
Symptoms of ARIA can include 
headache, dizziness, nausea, con-
fusion and vision changes. Patients 
treated with Aduhelm who have 
any of these symptoms should im-
mediately contact their health care 
provider or go to the nearest hospi-
tal emergency room.

Clinical studies with Aduhelm 
have involved several thousand 
people, but as the drug is promoted 
and used in the millions of patients 
who may qualify to receive it, we 
will have a much better idea of both 
its safety and effectiveness.

The strongest memory from 
the last U.S. Open at Torrey 

Pines was accompanied by words 
that explain golf then and now.

Tiger Woods faced a 12-foot birdie 
putt on the �nal hole in 2008 a�er a week 
hobbling around with torn knee ligaments 
and a double stress fracture in his le� leg. 
Make it to force a playo� against Rocco 
Mediate. Miss it and lose. When the putt 
somehow curled in the right side of the 
cup and Woods triple-clutched his arms 
in celebration, Dan Hicks on NBC said, 
“Expect anything di�erent?” 

Back then, no. 
Now? Expect pretty much anything.
�e U.S. Open returns to Torrey Pines 

on June 17-20 with the top two players 
in the world, Dustin Johnson and Justin 
�omas, failing to register a top 10 in the 
last three months. �e defending champi-
on is Bryson DeChambeau, who 
won at Winged Foot with no 
regard to hitting into the 
thick, dense rough.

�e highest hopes 
are with Phil Mickel-
son, who turns 51 on 
the eve of the 
U.S. 
Open. 

He accepted a special exemption to the 
U.S. Open from having fallen out of the 
top 100 in the world, and then he won 
the PGA Championship a week later to 
become the oldest major champion in 
history. Six times a runner-up in the U.S. 
Open, it’s the only major keeping Mickel-
son from the career Grand Slam.

“I know that I’m playing well and this 
could very well be my last really good op-
portunity to win a U.S. Open. So I’m going 
to put everything I have into it,” Mickelson 
said.

What shouldn’t be a surprise is Tor-
rey Pines as a tough test that de�nes an 
old-fashioned U.S. Open. It’s one of the 
strongest courses on the PGA Tour even 
in January when the turf is so� and there 
is less regard for the winning score. Add 
narrow fairways, drier air and 7,652 yards 
that plays every bit of it at sea level, and it 
should be all the players want.

“I don’t think the USGA has to do a hell 
of a lot to make it very di�cult,” Louis Oost-
huizen said “It’s already a tough golf course.”

BRYSON AND BROOKS
�e sideshow at the 

U.S. Open could be 
two of its most recent 

champions. DeCham-
beau (2020 winner) and 

Brooks Koepka (2017, 
2018) have been jawing 

at each other for nearly two 
years, and it went to a new level 

with an unaired Golf Channel in-
terview with Koepka that was leaked. 

As DeChambeau walked on the path 
behind him, Koepka rolled his eyes and 
used salty language to express what he 
thought of him. �ey since have traded 
barbs on social media. �e U.S. Open 
will be the �rst time they’re at the same 
tournament. Imagine a weekend pair-
ing of those two.

TORREY PINES
Patrick Reed won the Farmers Insurance 

Open at Torrey Pines in January, so he �g-
ures to be a contender, especially with his 
short game. Reed will try to join some elite 
company. Woods, Jack Nicklaus and Ben 
Hogan are the only players to have won 
on the same course for a PGA Tour and a 
U.S. Open in the same year. Torrey Pines 
requires an asterisk because one round is 
on the North course during the PGA Tour 
event. But consider this: Woods �nished 
14 shots higher in the 2008 U.S. Open than 
when he won the tour event.

SPECTATORS
�e U.S. Open is the latest major to 

welcome back spectators, at least some of 
them. �e USGA expects to have roughly 
10,000 fans at Torrey Pines compared 
with none at Winged Foot. �ere were 
some 50,000 fans for the �nal round at 
Torrey in the 2008 U.S. Open, and it felt 
like that many for the Monday playo� 
Woods won over Mediate. �e number 
is in line with what the Masters and PGA 
Championship allowed this year, although 
anyone thinking there were only 10,000 
fans at Kiawah Island still believes in the 
Easter bunny.

OLYMPICS
�e U.S. Open is the �nal week before 

the world ranking that determines the 60-
man �eld for the Olympics in Tokyo. Each 
country gets two players until the �eld is 
�lled, with a maximum of four if they are 
among the top 15 in the world. Dustin 
Johnson already has opted out. �omas 
and Collin Morikawa would appear to be a 
lock. �e �nal two U.S. spots could come 
down to DeChambeau, Xander Schauf-
fele, Patrick Cantlay and Patrick Reed, or 
someone further down the ranking if they 
win the U.S. Open. Justin Rose, the gold 
medalist in Rio, would have to win the 
U.S. Open to return to the Olympics.

Often 
overlooked at Winged Foot was how 
well DeChambeau putted.

ATLANTA — Trae Young overcame 
a cold start to score 25 points, includ-
ing a floater that gave Atlanta the lead 
with 1:17 remaining, and the Hawks 
rallied to beat the Philadelphia 76ers 
103-100 on Monday night, tying the 
Eastern Conference semifinal at 2-2.

Philly blew an 18-point lead and 
may have bigger concerns: Big man 
Joel Embiid spent time in the locker 
room in the second quarter and didn’t 
make a field goal in the second half. 
Embiid has been playing with torn 
cartilage in his right knee.

Bogdan Bogdanovic scored  
22 points for the Hawks, and John Col-
lins had 14 points and 12 rebounds. 
Young made only 8 of 26 shots but had 
18 assists.

Game 5 is Wednesday night in 
Philadelphia.

Embiid finished with 17 points and 
21 rebounds. Tobias Harris scored  
20 points for the Sixers, and Seth 
Curry had 17, missing a potential 
tying 3-pointer at the buzzer.

The Sixers led 60-42 late in the first 
half but Atlanta chipped away in the 
third quarter. Bogdanovic opened the 
final period with a 3-pointer to give 

Atlanta its first lead of the half, 83-82.
Philadelphia led 98-94 before Col-

lins’ 3-pointer cut the lead to one 
point. Young’s floater with 1:17 re-
maining gave Atlanta a 99-98 lead, 
and his two free throws when fouled 
by Embiid pushed the advantage to 
three.

The Hawks hung on from there, 
catching a break when Embiid missed 
a layup and the Sixers knocked the 
ball out of bounds with 7.8 seconds 
remaining.

Harris has scored at least 20 points 
in seven consecutive playoff games.

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Spain held to 0-0 draw by Sweden
Schick scores pair

Czech Republic

SEVILLE, Spain — The 
chances came and went but nei-
ther Spain nor Sweden man-
aged to put any of them in the 
net Monday in a 0-0 draw at the 
European Championship.

Spain dominated possession 
and stayed close to the Swedish 
net for most of the match but 
couldn’t capitalize on its many 
scoring opportunities at La Car-
tuja Stadium.

Sweden looked dangerous 
only on rare occasions. The 
team came close to breaking the 
deadlock near the end of the 
first half when Real Sociedad 
forward Isak Alexander had his 
shot from inside the area hit the 
post after deflecting off Spain 
defender Marcos Llorente in 
front of the goal line.

Álvaro Morata had Spain’s 
best chance just a few minutes 
earlier but his shot missed wide 
with goalkeeper Robin Olsen 
the only opponent to beat inside 
the box. Olsen also saved a close-
range header by substitute Ge-
rard Moreno in the 90th 
minute.

Early in the second half, Mar-
cus Berg misfired inside the 
area for the other good chance 
wasted by Sweden.

Spain’s matches at Euro 2020 
are being played in Seville in-
stead of Bilbao — the original 
host city for Spain — because 
the high contagion rate of the 
virus in the northern city 
wouldn’t allow for many fans to 
attend games.

A limited crowd of 12,517 at-
tended the match at La Cartuja, 
where Spain will also play Po-
land on Saturday and Slovakia 
on June 23. A quarterfinal match 
will also be played at  
La Cartuja.

Sweden, which hasn’t ad-
vanced past the group stage at 

the European Championship 
since 2004, next faces Slovakia 
on Friday in St. Petersburg.

Czech Republic 2, 
Scotland 0

GLASGOW, Scotland — Patrik 
Schick spotted the goalkeeper off 
his line, launched a looping shot 
from just inside the halfway line, and 
gave his team a two-goal lead it 
wouldn’t relinquish.

Schick scored both goals for the 
Czech Republic in a 2-0 victory over 
Scotland at the European Champi-
onship. But it was his second goal 
that will be talked about for years to 
come.

Scotland lost possession when a 
shot was blocked and the ball fell to 
Schick. The Bayern Leverkusen for-
ward looked up and spotted oppos-
ing goalkeeper David Marshall way 
off his line before hitting a long, curl-
ing shot that bounced into goal.

Marshall gave chase, but he could 
only watch the ball sail into the goal 
before he ended up tangled in net.

Schick and the other Czech play-
ers ran toward the corner of Hamp-
den Park where a few dozen Czech 
fans erupted in celebration.

UEFA said it was the longest dis-
tance for a goal in the tournament at 
49.7 meters. The previous record of 
38.6 meters came from Germany 

midfielder Torsten Frings at Euro 
2004.

The Czech Republic took the lead 
in Group D with three points and 
spoiled the party for Scotland, which 
was returning to a major men’s soc-
cer tournament for the first time 
since the 1998 World Cup.

Slovakia 2, Poland 1
ST. PETERSBURG, Russia — As 

Marek Hamsik’s influence begins to 
wane for Slovakia, Milan Skriniar 
has stepped up as the main man.

Scoring the winning goal in a 
match at a European Championship 
is a decent way to start.

Skriniar brought down a corner 

and toe-poked the ball into the net 
from 15 meters to earn Slovakia a 
2-1 victory over Poland.

It’s becoming quite the year for 
the uncompromising center back, 
who is coming off playing an integral 
role for Inter Milan in its title-winning 
campaign in Italy.

FIFA player of the year Robert Le-
wandoski’s struggles at major soc-
cer tournaments continued, the 
Bayern Munich striker failing to have 
a clear-cut chance and snatching at 
the opportunities he did have in the 
first half for Poland.

Point fuels Cup repeat bid
Has nine goals this 
postseason, 31 since 

2018 playoffs

TAMPA — Brayden Point isn’t the 
biggest name among stars in the 
NHL playoffs, though it is difficult 
to imagine the Tampa Bay Lightning 
being where they are without him 
shining so bright.

No one has scored more goals 
over the past four postseasons, and 
the 25-year-old center has a knack 
for delivering when the defending 
Stanley Cup champions need it 
most.

“There are certain guys that have 
got that ‘it’ factor,” coach Jon Cooper 
said. “Pointer’s one of those guys.”

With linemate Nikita Kucherov 
back in the lineup after missing the 
entire regular season and Point 
playing as well as ever, the Light-
ning rolled through the first two 
rounds of the playoffs to reach the 
Stanley Cup semifinals for the fifth 
time in seven years.

Point scored his league-leading 
ninth goal of the postseason during 
Sunday’s 2-1 loss to the New York 
Islanders in Game 1 of a rematch of 
the 2020 Eastern Conference final. 
Game 2 is Tuesday night, with the 
Lightning facing a series deficit for 
the first time since dropping the 
opener of last year’s Stanley Cup 
Final against Dallas.

Point has six goals in Tampa Bay’s 
past seven games, including the 
third series-clincher of his career 
against Carolina in the second 
round. The barrage comes on the 
heels of scoring a franchise-record 
14 during last year’s title run in the 
NHL bubble and gives him 31 play-
off goals since 2018.

“You can see it’s not a fluke. He’s 
a heck of a player, and he’s been like 
that in juniors, he was like that for 
Team Canada and in world juniors, 
and he’s been like that in the NHL,” 
Cooper said.

“There are a lot of players on this 
team that do big things in big mo-
ments,” the coach added. “The mo-
ment’s not too big for him. He just 
continues to deliver for us.”

Kucherov’s return has given 
Tampa Bay a charge offensively, 
particularly on the power play, 
where the Lightning have converted 
nearly 42% of their opportunities. 
The leading scorer from last year’s 
playoffs has a league-leading 19 
points (five goals, 14 assists) in 12 
games, six more than Point (9, 4), 

Alex Killiorn (6,7) and Steven Stam-
kos (5, 8).

“It takes everyone in the play-
offs,” Point said. “Everyone has 
their moments.”

No one’s been more clutch than 
Point, who led the Lightning in goals 
(23) and points (48) during the regu-
lar season for the first time.

“He is up there with some of the 
best players in the National Hockey 
League,” said Islanders coach Barry 
Trotz, whose teams have faced Point 
in the semifinals three of the past 
four seasons.

“He is undervalued in my opin-
ion,” Trotz added. “He’s a really 
good player. ... You look at his points 
per game in the playoffs, it’s higher 
than it is in probably the regular 
season, and he has pretty good to-
tals. He’s a big-game player that 
probably doesn’t get enough credit.”

Islanders center Mathew Barzal 
has taken notice, too, saying Point is 
“awesome to watch.”

“I don’t think there’s anything in 
his game that you can’t like,” Barzal 
said.

“I think he’s probably the ‘darti-
est’ player in the NHL, just in terms 
of moving his feet off battles and 
jumping into holes and whatnot,” 
Barzal added. “So he’s super fun to 

watch, and definitely when I watch 
him I try to pick things out that 
maybe I can bring into my game.”

Kucherov is widely regarded as 
one of the best players in the NHL, 
Stamkos has been a scoring cham-
pion, defenseman Victor Hedman is 
elite and goaltender Andrei Vasile-
vskiy is a Vezina Trophy finalist. 
Point fits right in with that group of 
Tampa Bay stars.

“I think the thing that stands out is 
obviously Pointer’s speed, kind of 
the opposite of Kuch. Kuch really 
slows the game down, and Pointer 
just pushes the pace as good as any-
one in the league,” Stamkos said.

“But I think the thing that sepa-
rates Pointer is how clutch he’s be-
come for our team. In big moments 
he seems to rise to the occasion,” 
the Lightning captain added. “That’s 
the mark of a really elite player.”

Point embraces the challenge of 
doing whatever’s necessary to win.

“It’s why we play the game to be in 
those situations, where your shift 
could mean the difference between 
a win or a loss, or a simple back 
check or forecheck can swing mo-
mentum of the game,” he said. “The 
stakes are raised, and it’s just the 
competitiveness. We have a lot of 
that in our room.”

Jags ‘cautious’ 
with Lawrence

JACKSONVILLE — The Jacksonville Jaguars ex-
pect quarterback Trevor Lawrence to be fully cleared 
to practice by training camp next month.

Lawrence was a limited participant as the Jaguars 
opened a two-day, mandatory minicamp Monday that 
signals the end of their offseason program. The for-
mer Clemson star and No. 1 draft pick wore a com-
pression sleeve on his left leg to help his hamstring, 
which he tweaked during practice last week.

Lawrence sat out all of Jacksonville’s 11-on-11 
drills Monday, but he did get repetitions in some  
seven-on-seven situations.

“You yank a hamstring now, you’re going to miss the 
early part of training camp,” coach Urban Meyer said. 
“So we’re just being cautious. That’s that one muscle 
that … you guys have all seen it like I have.

“You pull a hamstring at this point, you’re going to 
miss all your summer conditioning. So we’re being 
somewhat conservative on it. But he could actually 
play a game if he had to.”

Lawrence looked like he might try to do more be-
fore he pulled himself out of stretching lines at the 
start of practice and showed trainers where he was 
feeling tightness on the back of his leg.

“It’s feeling good,” Lawrence said after practice. 
“It’s been about a week and trying to work it back to 
full capacity. Yeah, it’s a little frustrating just not 
being able to go full speed, but I’m feeling good.

“I’m just trying to not have any more setbacks, so 
taking it slow. Got some good reps today. So start get-
ting more and more each day this week and kind of 
work back into it. Yeah, it’s doing great, trying to work 
it back.”

Lawrence has rarely been full go since Jacksonville 
drafted him in April.

He opened rookie minicamp in May on a pitch 
count and with teammates under strict orders not to 
touch his surgically repaired left shoulder. Lawrence 
had labrum surgery on his non-throwing shoulder in 
February, days after he worked out for NFL scouts 
and executives.

He started throwing with no limitations in late May, 
but then he tweaked his hamstring about a week later. 
He returned after the tightness and threw two inter-
ceptions that were returned for touchdowns.

But Meyer said he’s not concerned, especially since 
Lawrence has shown a command of the playbook, 
which he got weeks before the draft.

“His retention and carryover have been very good,” 
Meyer said. “Execution at times, like you would imag-
ine, has been up and down, especially when they start 
changing the looks up on defense, which obviously 
can happen a ton. But we’re very pleased with where 
he is. The summer’s got to be great and the training 
camp’s got to be great.”

TRYOUT PLAYERS
The Jaguars invited four players for a tryout during 

minicamp, including 2016 first-round draft pick La-
quon Treadwell. The former Mississippi standout 
joined cornerback Simeon Thomas, cornerback Kei-
Varae Russell and offensive tackle Jerald Hawkins as 
guys trying to impress coaches and land a roster spot 
before training camp.

Treadwell caught 65 passes for 701 yards and two 
touchdowns in four seasons with the Vikings. He 
played five games for Atlanta last season.

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Money comes and goes all day 
long on Wall Street. This has at-
tracted many of America’s best 
bridge players. 

I was shown today’s deal by Jim 
Krekorian, who used to trade at the 
American Stock Exchange in New 
York City. 

He played in the two-no-trump 
contract at a tournament in East 
Brunswick, New Jersey.

You might not like the auction, 

but that’s how it went. Over two no-
trump, North understandably 
chose to pass. If he had gambled 
with a plunge into four spades, he 
would have gotten lucky and made 
it.

West guessed well to lead the di-
amond seven: three, king, five. 
Back came the diamond 10, sug-
gesting that the suit was 5-3.

Krekorian ducked this trick but 
won the next, having discarded two 
low spades from the dummy. Now 
came the spade queen: two, six, 
seven. 

So, the spades were apparently 
3-3. Declarer continued with the 
heart ace and king. When the 10 ap-
peared on the second round, 
Krekorian concluded East had 
started with only a doubleton. 

This marked East with 3=2=3=5 
shape.

Declarer played a spade to the 
jack and ace. When East returned a 
low club, Krekorian went up with 
his ace, cashed the heart queen 
and exited with the club eight. 

East took the club jack and 
queen, but then he had to give the 
last two tricks to the spade king and 
club 10 on the board. 

Krekorian’s eight tricks were two 
spades, three hearts, one diamond 
and two clubs.

Finally, East would have de-
feated two no-trump by shifting to a 
low club at trick two — very tough.

The salon then calls Karen 
to make sure she has not run 
into a ditch. Karen says: “Oh, I 
forgot all about it. I’ll have to 
reschedule.” 

Apparently, these no-shows 
have no concept that they have 
not only cost the salon three 
hours of productivity but also 
denied service to many 
walk-ins.

In some cases, folks who 
cannot make their appoint-
ment have the courtesy to call 
and inform the salon so the 
time allotted for their service 
can be filled. Would Karen just 
blow off an appointment with 
her doctor or dentist?

Folks have to come to the re-
alization that salon owners 
and employees have careers 
that have always catered to the 
customer.

Dear Customer Etiquette: 
Yes, to answer your question, I 
think that Karen could also 
blow off a doctor or dentist ap-
pointment. It is not a personal 
attack on your daughter; it is a 
personality flaw of Karen’s, in 
that she didn’t learn about con-
sideration for others.

In order to deter people 
from forgetting about appoint-
ments, your daughter could 
install a cancellation policy. 
Many businesses have them, 
including doctors and dentists. 
She could also look into an au-
tomatic email reminder for 
customers, with a note stating 
the salon’s cancellation policy.

•  INSIST ON CASH

•  Don’t accept a check for more than the selling price. You 
can bet it’s a scam.

•  Inform the Buyer that you’ll wait two weeks before sending 
any merchandise.

•  Never use money from a check to send gift cards, money 
orders, or wire money to strangers or someone you just met.
