Way, and not in the roadway. DO NOT mix storm debris. Please keep appliances separate
from all other debris that may be placed within the Right-of-Way. PLEASE remove all
contents from appliances before placing in the Right-of-Way. Spoiled food items should be
bagged and placed out for regular garbage collection.

e ELECTRONIC WASTE: Computers, radios, and television sets should be placed in a separate
pile from appliances.

e COMMERCIAL CUSTOMERS: Please DO NOT place any horticulture debris, C&D material, or
white goods within commercial front load dumpsters. ALL storm related debris should be

placed in the right-of-way as requested above.
