In early 2019, ice and water rushed down the Niobrara River and destroyed Spencer Dam in
Nebraska. The additional overflow caused Gavins Point to fill to capacity within 24 hours.
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Atchison County Levee District seeks a large-scale
levee setback system to stop the excess water flowing
over the existing levee.
