On her fifth attempt, DeAnna Price broke the American women’s record at the 
Tom Botts Invitational. Price threw 78.6 meters, the third longest distance in 
world history. The previous American record was 77.78m, set by Gwen Berry 
in 2018. Price competed in the 2016 Olympics, placing eighth.
