The University of Wisconsin-Whitewater women’s basketball team plays in the third round of the 2022 
NCAA Division III Championship Friday against Smith (Mass.) at Kachel Gymnasium. The Warhawks 
earned an at-large bid to the national tournament after claiming the Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic 
Conference regular season championship and won the Whitewater Regional title, while the Pioneers 
claimed an automatic bid by virtue of winning the New England Women’s and Men’s Athletic Confer-
ence championship and won two games to come out of the Northampton (Mass.) Regional.

Last Time Out
UW-Whitewater outscored Illinois Wesleyan 35-22 in the second half on its way to a 72-54 victory in the 
second round of the NCAA Tournament last Saturday at Kachel Gymnasium on the second day of the 
Whitewater Regional. Aleah Grundahl posted a game-high 18 points to go with eight rebounds and Yssa 
Sto. Domingo registered 10 points and five steals to lead the Warhawks, who held the Titans to 36.2 
percent shooting from the floor, including 29 percent in the second half. UW-W grabbed 17 offensive 
rebounds for 18 second-chance points. 

In The Rankings
The Warhawks are ranked 12th in both the D3hoops.com Top 25 and the Women’s Basketball Coaches 
Association NCAA Division III Top 25 Coaches Poll, and are third in the NCAA Region IX rankings. During 
the regular season and WIAC Tournament, UW-Whitewater racked up four wins against teams ranked in 
Region IX, including No. 2 UW-Eau Claire, No. 4 UW-Oshkosh (2x) and No. 6 Loras as well as victories 
against Illinois Wesleyan and Calvin, which are ranked in other regions. Smith is ranked No. 1 in Region II, 
16th in the D3hoops.com Top 26 and 17th in the WBCA Coaches Poll. UW-Oshkosh is fourth in Region IX 
and receiving votes from D3hoops.com, and Baldwin Wallace is fifth in Region VII, 10th in the D3hoops.
com Top 25 and 14th in the WBCA poll.

About Smith
Smith topped Brooklyn (N.Y.) by a 76-58 score last Saturday in Northampton, Mass., to punch its ticket 
to the Sweet 16 for the second straight season. The Pioneers outscored the Bulldogs 25-12 in the fourth 
quarter and shot 52.1 percent from the floor and 11-of-25 (44 percent) from 3-point range. Morgan Morri-
son led a group of four Pioneers in double figures with 16 points to go along with 10 rebounds.

Series
Friday’s game is the first-ever meeting between UW-Whitewater and Smith.

Up Next
The winner of Friday’s contest advances to Saturday’s fourth round against the winner of Friday’s other 
third round game featuring Baldwin Wallace (Ohio) and UW-Oshkosh. Tipoff of Saturday’s affair is 
scheduled for 7 p.m.

UW-Whitewater dropped its lone meeting against Baldwin Wallace by a 72-44 score on Dec. 28, 2002, 
in San Diego, Calif. Amy Morris led UW-W with 15 points and seven rebounds. The Warhawks claimed 
their most recent meeting against fellow WIAC member UW-Oshkosh on Feb. 23, 2022, by a 67-59 
score in the semifinals of the WIAC Tournament. Aleah Grundahl led UW-W with 19 points.

GAME NOTES
NCAA Championship History
UW-Whitewater is making its 20th appearance in the NCAA Division III Tournament in pro-
gram history, including its 13th in the last 14 seasons. Entering Friday’s game, the team is 29-19 
all time in the national tournament, good for a .604 winning percentage, and has won at least 
one game in all but five of its appearances.

After earning seven berths between 1983-95, the Warhawks endured a 13-year hiatus before 
reaching the NCAA Tournament again in 2008, the team’s first bid under head coach Keri Car-
ollo. After winning its first 14 games and 21 of its first 22, UW-Whitewater earned an at-large 
bid to the tournament. The team reached the Round of 16 for the first time since the field was 
expanded to 64 teams with wins over Manchester (Ind.) and regional host Illinois Wesleyan, 
and was selected to host the third and fourth rounds. The Warhawks clinched their first na-
tional semifinal appearance with victories over Simpson (Iowa) and DePauw (Ind.). In the Final 
Four, the team fell against Howard Payne (Texas) before defeating Oglethorpe (Ga.) in the 
third-place game in Holland, Mich., for its school-record 29th win of the year.

The 2008 run kicked off seven straight national tournament bids, which were capped by back-
to-back national semifinal appearances in 2013 and 2014. UW-Whitewater reached the national 
championship game in 2013 with a dramatic 64-62 overtime triumph over Amherst (Mass.) as 
Mary Merg hit a 3-pointer to tie the game at the end of regulation and hit the game-winning 
jumper in the waning moments of overtime. Despite a loss in the title game against DePauw, 
the stage was set for another deep run in 2014, and the Warhawks obliged, reaching the semi-
finals in Stevens Point with four consecutive victories on the road, all by at least seven points. 
UW-Whitewater fell against Whitman (Wash.) in its semifinal, but recovered for a 72-54 win 
over Tufts (Mass.) in the third-place contest.

All-Conference Trio Leading Warhawks in Postseason
Aleah Grundahl, and Johanna Taylor and Kacie Carollo, who were selected All-Wisconsin In-
tercollegiate Athletic Conference for the 2021-22 season, are each averaging double figures in 
scoring over the course of UW-W’s four postseason games.

Grundahl, the WIAC Co-Player of the Year, a first team all-league selection and a member of 
the WIAC All-Defensive Team, is averaging 15.3 points per game on 51.0 percent shooting in 
the WIAC Tournament and NCAA Tournament combined. She is also averaging 5.8 rebounds 
per outing and has totaled seven assists and six steals.

Taylor, a first team all-conference and WIAC All-Defensive Team honoree for the third straight 
season, is averaging a double-double with 10.3 points and 11.3 rebounds per contest and is 
shooting 51.3 percent from the floor, more than five percentage points higher than the regular 
season. She is the program’s all time leader in career blocks and leads the team in both blocks 
(11) and assists (15) during the postseason.

Carollo, an honorable mention All-WIAC guard, is averaging 12.3 points and 4.5 rebounds per 
game while shooting 38.5 percent from 3-point range in the postseason. 

During the NCAA Whitewater Regional (two games), Grundahl shot 57.7 percent from the 
floor on her way to 16.5 points and 6.5 rebounds per game. Carollo shot 47.1 percent from the 
field and 7-of-13 (53.8 percent) from 3-point range for 12.0 points per game, and Taylor shot 
9-of-12 (75 percent) from the floor and averaged 9.5 points, 11.0 rebounds, 3.5 assists and 3.0 
blocks per game.

GAME NOTES
The Keri Carollo File
Keri Carollo is in her 20th season as head coach for the Warhawks. After playing basketball for 
four years at Humboldt State (Calif.), she served as a graduate assistant at UW-La Crosse for 
two years and an assistant coach at UW-Stout for three years before taking the reins of the 
UW-Whitewater program in 2002.

Carollo turned a program that won its last conference championship in 1986 and made its 
most recent NCAA Tournament appearance in 1995 into a perennial winner. She and the War-
hawks have enjoyed a number of successes over the last 19-plus years.

• Three NCAA Division III national semifinal appearances (2008, 2013, 2014)
• Thirteen NCAA Tournament bids (2008-14, 2016-21)
• Seven WIAC regular season titles (2008, 2010, 2013, 2014, 2018, 2020, 2022)
• Two WIAC Tournament championships (2017, 2018)
• A school-record 29 wins in 2007-08
• Nine All-America honors
• 48 All-WIAC accolades, including 26 first team selections

Carollo has achieved a number of individual awards and milestones over her career:

• Five-time WIAC Women’s Basketball Coach of the Year (2010, 2014, 2018, 2020, 2022)
• Two-time Wisconsin Basketball Coaches Association DIII Coach of the Year (2008, 2014)
• D3hoops.com Central Region Coach of the Year (2013)
• Program’s all time leader in career wins as a head coach (388)

Carollo also serves UW-Whitewater athletics in a crucial administrative role as Senior Woman 
Administrator, a position she has occupied since the fall of 2013. She is the department’s con-
tact for compliance.

Warhawks Back in the Sweet 16
The Warhawks are making their fourth appearance in the NCAA’s Round of 16 since 2008 
and fourth under head coach Keri Carollo. In each of its previous Sweet 16 appearances, 
UW-Whitewater advanced to the Final Four, including twice from sectionals played at Kachel 
Gymnasium in Whitewater.

Playmaking Defense Ranks Among Nation’s Best
The Warhawks rank among the top 25 in NCAA Division III in both steals and blocks on their 
way to allowing 54.6 points per game, good for second in the WIAC. UW-W is ninth in the 
nation in total steals (381), 17th in steals per game (13.1), 14th in total blocks (143) and 25th in 
blocks per game (4.9). Johanna Taylor, who ranks 21st in Division III with 58 blocks this sea-
son, became the program’s all-time leader in career blocks earlier this season and enters the 
sectional with 199. In addition to Taylor, Abby Belschner (28 blocks) and Rebekah Schumacher 
(14) rank among the top 10 in the conference in blocks. Aleah Grundahl leads the league with 
68 steals, tied for the 14th-most in one season in program history. She is followed in the top 10 
by Yssa Sto. Domingo (54), Veronica Kieres (54), Schumacher (46), Maggie Trautsch (44) and 
Kacie Carollo (42).

Balanced Offense Keys 2021-22 Season
UW-Whitewater leads the WIAC in scoring offense with 71.7 points per game thanks to a bal-
anced, diversified scoring attack. Outside of Aleah Grundahl’s team-leading 16.4 points per 
game, the Warhawks’ seven other rotational players average between 4.2 and 8.8 points per 
game. Johanna Taylor (8.8 points per game) and Abby Belschner (5.2) do a majority of their 
scoring in the paint. Rebekah Schumacher (8.4) and Kacie Carollo (8.0) do a majority of their 
scoring from the perimeter, leading UW-W in 3-pointers made with 49 and 43, respectively, 
entering the sectional. Maggie Trautsch (7.2), Veronica Kieres (6.3) and Yssa Sto. Domingo 
(4.2) have each shown ability to score in a variety of ways.

Scouting Smith (25-2)
Smith enters the Whitewater Sectional on a 10-game winning streak with its most recent loss 
coming Jan. 31 against fellow Sweet 16 qualifier Tufts (Mass.). The Pioneers are among the top 
shooting teams in the nation, shooting 46.1 percent from the floor, which ranks fourth in all of 
Division III. Smith also shoots 33.7 percent from 3-point range, good for 21st in the nation, and 
holds a rebounding margin of plus-9.7 per game, good for 21st.

Katelyn Pickunka leads the team in scoring (11.5 points per game) and rebounding (7.7 per 
game). Jessie Ruffner (11.0 ppg) and Morgan Morrison (10.6 ppg) also average double figures 
in scoring. Pickunka and Morrison each shoot over 50 percent from the floor, while Ruffner 
shoots 48.6 percent from the field. Danielle Gleissner (6.7 ppg) ranks among the nation’s lead-
ers in assists (131) and steals (74).

How Baldwin Wallace (23-4), UW-Oshkosh (21-6) Got Here
Baldwin Wallace won the Gettysburg (Pa.) Regional to punch its sixth ticket to the Sweet 16, 
defeating host Gettysburg 66-54 in the second round. UW-Oshkosh claimed the Indianola 
(Iowa) Regional title for its third straight trip to the Round of 16, topping host Simpson by a 
64-56 score in last Saturday’s second round game.
