3. You  ust file a separate complaint for each claim you have unless the various claims are all related to the
sa e incident or issue or are all against the same defendant, Rule 18, Federa  Rules of Civil Procedure. Make
a short and pl in statement of your clai , R le 8, Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

4. When these for s are completed,  ail the original and one copy to the Clerk of the United States Court for
the appropriate District of Texas in the Division where one or more na ed defendants are located, or where
the inci ent giving rise to your clai  for relief occurred. The list labeled as  VENUE LIST  is posted in your
unit law library. It is a list of Texas  rison units indicating the  p ropriate District Court, the Division and an
address of the Divisional Cler s..

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FILING FEE AND IN FORMA PAUPERIS

1, In order for your complaint to be filed, it must be accompanied by the filing fee of S350.00,

2, ' If you do not have the necessary funds to pay the filing fee in full at this time, you may request permission to
procee  in forma pauperis. In this event you must co  lete the application to procee  in form  pauperis
(IFF), setting forth the information to establ sh your inability to prepa  the f es and costs or give security
therefore. You  ust also inclu e a six (6) month history of your Inm te Trust Account. You can acquire the
application to proceed IFP and a propriate Inmate Account Certificate from the law librar  at your prison
unit.

3. 28 U.S.C. 1915, as amended by the Prison Litigation Refor  Act of 1995 (PLRA), provides,  ...if a prisoner
brings   civil action or files and ap eal in fo ma pauperis, the prisoner shall be required to pay the Ml
amount of a filing fee.  Thus, the Court, is required to assess and, when funds, exist, collect, the entire fili g
fee or an initial partial filing fee and monthly installments until the entire amount of the filing fee has been
paid by the  risoner. If you submit the a  lication to proceed in fo ma p  peri , the Court will apply 28
U.S.C. 1915 and, if appro riate,  ssess and collect the entire filing fee or  n initial partial fifing fee, then
mo thly installments fro  your In ate Account, until the entire S350 filing fee has been  aid.

4. If you intend to seek in fonna pauperis status, then do not send your complaint without an Ap lication to
Proceed IFP, a d the Certificate of Inmate Trust Account. Com lete all the essential pa er ork before
submitting it to the Court.
