part of big 
project

M E N O M I N E E —
The West Shore Fishing 
Museum has been newly 
added to a major project 
through the U.S. National 
Parks Service.

The Historic Ameri -
can Engineering Record 
(HAER) was started by 
the National Parks Service 
in 1969 to document his-
toric sites and structures 
related to engineering and 
industry. Noreen Johnson 
said the �shing museum 
had been connected to 
through the Great Lakes 
Fisheries Heritage Trail, 
another group associated 
with the museum.

MARINETTE—A Green 

Bay man died Saturday 
while tubing near the Vil -
lage of Crivitz.

Anthony L. Rogers, 
40, died Saturday on the 
Peshtigo River, accord-
ing to Marinette Sher-
iff Jerry Sauve. The report 
states that at 3:41 p.m., 
the county’s dispatch 

center received a 911 call 
from witnesses report-
ing a male individual they 
were tubing with had dis -
appeared under water on 
the Peshtigo River down-
stream from Don Brooks 
Park in Crivitz.

Emergency person-
nel from several agen-
cies responded and 

contributed greatly in the 
search and rescue effort, 
according to Sauve. He 
said the rescue mission 
became one of recovery 
when the deceased victim 
was located and recovered 
by use of a river drag device 
deployed from a watercraft

forward with water summit
