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Groups warn of deeper price pain after USDA report

Successful Farming

The USDA on Monday
projected a record-breaking
17-billion-bushel corn supply
in 2025-2026, shocking the
market and “raising alarms
among the nation’s corn grow-
ers,” according to the Nation-
al Corn Growers Association
(NCGA).

“The surplus supply promis-
es to keep corn prices low as
farmers struggle to pay high in-
put costs,” the group said.

NCGA was among a num-
ber of groups who responded
strongly to the USDA projec-
tions, using the opportunity
to advocate for corn growers
by calling for swift, long-term
policy solutions. Here’s a look
at the reactions.

Iowa Department of Agricul-
ture and Land Stewardship

The Iowa Department of Ag-
riculture and Land Steward-
ship (IDALS) has been led by
Secretary of Agriculture Mike
Naig since 2018.

Naig offered comments on

the Crop Production Summa-
ry, first praising lowa farmers
for their resilience, and then
calling for federal farm policy
advances.

“The 2025 growing season
tested Iowa farmers with high-
ly variable conditions, includ-
ing areas that saw too much
rain, others that were too dry,
and disease pressure that add-
ed to the complexities. Even
so, lowa farmers once again
delivered a historic and re-
cord-breaking crop. This pro-
ductivity is coming at a time of
real stress in the ag economy,
with tight margins driven by
high input costs and continued
pressure from low commodity
prices,” said Naig.

“To reverse this trend, we
can start by taking steps to use
more of what we grow and
raise here at home. We need
Congress to deliver a modern,
five-year farm bill that pro-
vides certainty and enact year-
round nationwide E15, which
would create more than two
billion bushels of additional
annual demand for corn. The
administration must also work

quickly to finalize robust RFS
volumes and continue pursuing
trade agreements that expand
markets abroad. Strong do-
mestic demand, reliable export
markets, and clear, predictable
policy are essential to support-
ing our farmers and strengthen-
ing lowa’s ag economy.”

National Corn Growers As-
sociation

Founded in 1957, the NCGA
represents more than 36,000
dues-paying corn growers in 48
states, and the interests of more
than 300,000 farmers who con-
tribute through corn checkoff
programs in their state.

NCGA shared a statement of
“alarm” Monday in response to
USDA’s projections.

“If the projections prove ac-
curate, this year’s crop will be
the largest on record by far,”
the statement read.

“We need long-term market
solutions, and we need them
quickly, or this is going to deep-
en the economic crisis in the
countryside,” said Ohio farmer
and NCGA President Jed Bow-
er. “The urgency for Congress
and the president to open new

markets abroad and expand
consumer access to ethanol just
increased exponentially.”

The statement continued,
“Bower noted that an immedi-
ate boost to demand would be
the passage of legislation au-
thorizing year-round consumer
access to fuels with 15% etha-
nol blends. He says this solu-
tion comes at no cost to con-
sumers, requires no additional
infrastructure  developments
and could use 2.4 billion addi-
tional bushels of corn annually
at full implementation, accord-
ing to NCGA estimates.”

NCGA named India, Viet-
nam, and Kenya as “strate-
gically important markets”
and Bower said that the group
“continues to push the admin-
istration to quickly broker ad-
ditional high-volume deals
with other countries and final-
ize details on deals already an-
nounced.”

“We expect the economic
and financial challenges grow-
ers are already facing will only
worsen with excess supply,”
Bower concluded.

Renewable Fuels Association

Since 1981, the Renewable
Fuels Association (RFA) has
been the leading trade asso-
ciation for America’s ethanol
industry.

RFA issued a statement not-
ing the projections “underscore
the pressing need to eliminate
regulatory obstacles that are
suppressing demand and lim-
iting market opportunities for
corn and ethanol alike.”

“Today’s surprise USDA re-
port serves as a sobering wake-
up call about the state of farm
economy and underscores the
need for lawmakers to take
immediate action to expand
markets for America’s corn
growers,” said RFA President
and CEO Geoff Cooper. “The
fastest and easiest way to shore
up the growing supply-demand
imbalance in the corn market
is to permanently remove the
summertime barrier on EI15
sales and eliminate obsolete
fuel retail infrastructure rules.
These decades-old regulatory
barriers are literally choking
off demand and shortchanging
America’s farmers.”

Cooper added that expand-
ing access to higher ethanol
blends represents the most ef-
fective path to creating long-
term stability in the corn mar-
ket. “Allowing E15 to be sold
year-round nationwide could,
over time, create new demand
for more than 2 billion bushels
of corn and sorghum,” he said.
“Unlocking that opportunity
now would deliver much-need-
ed economic relief to farming
communities across the Heart-
land, while also saving con-
sumers an estimated 10-30¢
per gallon at the pump.”

In the statement, RFA out-
lined four policy and regula-
tory changes necessary to help
prevent a broader economic
downturn in the agricultur-
al sector. “By taking these
straightforward actions, Con-
gress and the administration
can reinforce the strength of
American agriculture and help
avert a looming crisis in farm
country,” Cooper said. “We’re
calling on policymakers to act
swiftly to remove barriers to
expanded ethanol use and open
new markets for U.S. farmers.”

Cotton acreage survey: American acres to hold flat in 2026

Just as the cotton market
has remained stagnant and sub-
dued throughout 2025, so too
has enthusiasm for planting the
crop as the nation’s producers
look ahead to 2026.

For weeks, the Cotton Grow-
er staff has conducted a thor-
ough survey of cotton produc-
ers, Extension specialists and
other industry stakeholders
with unique knowledge of
the American cotton industry.
Over that time, respondents
pointed to a broad range of is-
sues that would impact plant-
ing decisions in the spring of
2026. One issue stood out due
to the frequency with which it
was referenced by survey par-
ticipants — subdued market
prices and, inevitably, their re-
lation to input costs.

Widely respected North Car-
olina Extension Cotton Spe-

cialist Guy Collins made his
low acreage projection “all
because of prices,” he wrote.
“Cotton has become a very ex-
pensive and high-risk crop to
grow with very thin margins.”

Echoing many of his indus-
try peers, Collins did recognize
a grace note for growers of the
crop in his state — a very suc-
cessful year for yields.

“Many growers made high
yields across the board this
year and last year,” Collins
noted, “yet they barely broke
even.”

This was the prevailing
sentiment among  respon-
dents to Cotton Grower’s 2026
Cotton Acreage Survey, con-
ducted between the third week
of November and the third

week of December 2025.
In that survey, U.S. cot-
ton producers indicat-

ed they will plant a total (up-
land and ELS) of 9,005,000
acres of cotton in the 2026

crop year. This total would rep-
resent a slight decrease from
2025, a year which saw USDA
peg final cotton plantings
at 9.277 million acres. The total
of 9,005,000 acres, if realized,
would represent the smallest
U.S. planting total since 2015,
when American production fell
to 8.6 million acres.

Texas Leads the Way

Producers in the Lone
Star State will once again
produce over half the na-
tion’s crop, if survey re-
sults hold true. Growers in
Texas indicated they would
plant some 5,220,800 acres of
cotton next season. This pro-
jection would represent a mod-
est decrease from 2025 acres.

“We had really good yields
and fiber quality,” wrote Ken
Lege, Extension cotton spe-
cialist with Texas A&M
AgriLife. “While the com-
modity price was lacking, the
volume we produced helped

rescue the ginning and related
industries.

“Additionally,” Lege
wrote, “for most of Texas, there
are few alternative crops. And
most of those crops’ price ar-
en’t much more attractive vs
cotton.”

Elsewhere in the Southwest,
OGeorgia Finds Some Footing

With only 840,000
acres planted in 2025, Geor-
gia’s growers had planted a his-
torically small crop. But if their
responses to our survey are to
be believed, they will rebound
in the coming year. Growers
in the Peach State intend to
plant 900,000 acres in 2026,
according to survey data.

University of Georgia Exten-
sion Cotton Agronomist Camp
Hand mentions peanut pricing
points, and the cotton market,
as the two biggest factors hold-
ing cotton acreage down — al-
though there are others in play
as well.

“None of this is taking into
consideration issues we had
with cotton jassid in 2025,
and how that may have left
a bad taste in some growers’
mouths,” Hand said.

Elsewhere in the Southeast,
growers aren’t so optimistic.
Alabama producers have indi-
cated they will plant 255,000
cotton acres in 2026, down sig-
nificantly from 2025’s 290,000
acres — and dramatically from
the 400,000 cotton acres grow-
ers there planted in 2024. Ma-
jor factors here include “
market uncertainty and threat
of a new invasive insect pest
(cotton jassid),” wrote Univer-
sity of Auburn Extension Cot-
ton Specialist Joshua Lee.

Mid-South Acreage Dwin-
dling

Nearly every state in the
Mid-South  indicated  that
its cotton acreage would be
down compared to 2025. But
to best capture the extent to
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which acreage is decreasing
in the Delta region, it’s best to
compare 2026 projections with
final totals from 2024.

Arkansas producers, for ex-
ample, intend to plant 450,000
acres in 2026, according
to the Cotton Grower sur-
vey. This represents a whop-
ping 200,000-acre decrease
from 2024.

Similarly, Mississippi pro-
ducers indicated they would
plant 340,000 acres of cotton
next season — down significant-
ly from the 520,000 acres of
growers there planted in 2024.

“We have skinned our Mis-
sissippi acres down to fewer
growers and isolated to the best
land suited for cotton produc-
tion,” said Mississippi State
University Extension Cotton
Specialist Brian Pieralisi. “We
had a really good year in terms
of lint yield, but still a lot of
growers are not returning a
profit.”
