Seismic Public Meeting Notice
To the Citizens of Delhi, LA, and the Landowners of Eastern Richland Parish and 

Northern Franklin Parish, LA. 

Denbury Onshore, LLC will be conducting seismic activity in and around the 
Town of Delhi, LA. The survey will start at Waverly, LA, run westward along Hwy 
80 and I-20 through Delhi. From Delhi, the survey runs toward the Dunn commu-
nity, then turns SW into Franklin Parish, and follows Big Creek and Hwy 132 for 
approximately 12 miles from Delhi. 

Seismic activity consists of deploying seismic receivers along roads and 
across-country, introducing energy into the ground via vibroseis, and infilling with 
traditional source points. The data will be collected and used by Denbury geo-scien-
tists to manage the Delhi Field Unit more effectively.    

The survey is anticipated to begin in late March 2026 and, subject to weather & 
crew availability, could last until August 2026. 

To provide the public with additional information regarding the seismic survey, 
Denbury Onshore, LLC, and LDWF will hold a public meeting at 6:00 pm on March 
16, 2026. The meeting will be held at the Delhi Civic Center, located at 231 Denver 
St, Delhi, LA 71232.

ORDINANCE NO. 389

An ordinance authorizing the issuance by the Village of Gilbert, State of Lou-
isiana, of its Taxable Excess Revenue Bond (DEQ), in an amount not to exceed 
Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000), and providing for other matters in 
connection therewith.

WHEREAS, the Village of Gilbert, State of Louisiana (the “Village”), now owns 
and operates a sewerage system (the “System”) as a revenue-producing work of 
public improvement; and

WHEREAS, the Village has applied for a loan from the Louisiana Department of 
Environmental Quality (the “Department”) Clean Water State Revolving Fund Loan 
Program (the “Loan Program”) to provide funding for constructing and acquiring 
improvements, extensions, and replacements to the System, including equipment, 
fixtures and accessories therefor (the “Project”); and 

WHEREAS, this Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the Village (the “Governing 
Authority”), which serves as the governing authority of the Village, desires to issue 
the Village’s not to exceed Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) of Taxable 
Excess Revenue Bond (DEQ) (the “Bond”), to finance the costs of the Project and 
pay costs of issuance of the Bond, all in the manner prescribed by and under the au-
thority of R.S. 39:526 and Sub-Part A of Part II of Chapter 4 of Subtitle II of Title 39 
of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, as amended, and other constitutional and 
statutory authority (collectively, the “Act”), payable solely from the revenues of the 
Village of subsequent years, after the payment from such revenues of (1) all charges 
required by law or regulation, (2) all contractual obligations, (3) all necessary and 
usual charges provided for by ordinance or resolution, excluding depreciation, and 
(4) all payments in respect of bonds for which a pledge or dedication of specified 
taxes or revenues has been provided by law or in proceedings authorizing such 
bonds, regardless of the date of issue of such bonds, all in accordance with the 
provisions of the Act (the “Excess Revenues”). 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen 
of the Village of Gilbert, State of Louisiana, acting as the governing authority of the 
Village of Gilbert, State of Louisiana, that:

SECTION 1.	 Authorization and Sale of Bond. Pursuant to the Act, the 
Village is hereby authorized to incur debt for the purposes of: (i) the Project; and 
(ii) the costs related to the issuance of the Bond, and to represent said indebtedness, 
the Village shall issue the Bond in the form of a single fully registered bond repre-
senting the full amount of the indebtedness, dated the date of delivery thereof and 
numbered R-1. The Bond shall be non-interest bearing and shall mature not later 
than ten (10) years from date thereof.  The principal of the Bond will be subject to

The Commitment Agreement and the 
Loan & Pledge Agreement, in substantially the forms presented at this meeting, are 
hereby approved, and the Mayor and Clerk of the Village are authorized to execute 
and deliver the aforesaid documents on behalf of the Village, with such changes as 
may be deemed necessary or advisable, upon the advice of counsel, in connection 
with the Bond. The provisions of the Commitment Agreement and the Loan & 
Pledge Agreement, as executed, shall be a part of and fully incorporated into the 
contract between the Village and the Department created by this Ordinance.

SECTION 6.	 Authorization of Officers. The Mayor and Clerk of the Village 
are hereby further authorized and directed, for and on behalf of the Village, to 
accept, receive, execute, attest and deliver any and all such additional documents, 
certificates and other instruments as are required in connection with the authoriza-
tion, issuance, sale and delivery of the Bond and to take such further action as may 
be appropriate or required by law or advised by bond counsel in connection with 
the authorization, issuance, sale and delivery of the Bond.

SECTION 7.	 Publication; Peremption. A copy of this Ordinance shall be 
published immediately after its adoption in one issue of the official journal of the 
Village, provided that the exhibits to this Ordinance need not be published but will 
instead be available for public inspection at the office of the Clerk during regular 
business hours on weekdays.

SECTION 8.	 No Recourse on the Bond. No recourse shall be had for the 
payment of the Bond or for any claim based thereon or on this Ordinance against 
any member of the Governing Authority or officer of the Village or any person 
executing the Bond.

SECTION 9.	 Effective Date.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately 
in accordance with law.
