BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF INCIDENT:

On December 22, 2023 around 0042 hrs. Officer's were dispatched to Tim and Tommy's Tavern, 335 Walnut St. for a report a a male
shooting the business. Upon arrival it was learned a male identified as Alexander Lorenzo (44 yoa) of Findlay had been in an

argument inside the bar. He left, but a short while later drove by and shot a handgun from his truck at the front of the business as he
drove by.

The bullet struck the door to the business and lodged into the metal frame.

Alexander was located and taken into custody for Discharging a firearm on or over a roadway which created a substantial risk of
physical harm to any persons in violation of Ohio Revised Code 2923.16A3. This offense is a Felony of the third degree.

Alexander was incarcerated at the Hancock County Justice Center.

No injuries were sustained from this incident.
