According to a release,
John, James and cousin
Elijah, have become Cana-
dian festival favorites. The
boys are live performance
veterans dating back to the
ages of 11 and 9. The group
hasalready racked up quite
theresume including being
the youngest Canadians
to appear at Nashville’s

Grand Ole Opry in 2005.
They’ve toured Europe
several times and have
performed twice at the Ja-
cob’s Ladder Folk Festival
in Israel.

The Abrams Brothersre-
cently released their fourth
album, “Northern Redemp-
tion,” which follows the
release of “Blue on Brown,”
an album of songs by Arlo
Guthrie and Bob Dylan.
This record was the boys’
tribute to songwriters they
admire. Even Guthrie rec-
ognized the talent of these
youngsters after he heard
them playing his own songs
at one of his shows, the re-
lease said. Guthrie thought
they were “way too youngto
be playing that good. I know
I will be hearing from The
Abrams Brothers for along
time to come,” the release
continued.
