Nolan meets with local officials

Local officials tugged at
the ear of their U.S. House
representative when he
was in International Falls
Thursday, in order to keep
him in the loop on area busi-
ness developments.

Mason, Falls City Councilor
Cynthia Jaksa, and Falls
Administrator Ken Ander-
son attended the meeting.

Nevanen said the meet-
ing was productive, and a
way they could share with
Nolan their thoughts on the
logisitics and transporta-
tion efforts in the area. No-
lan represnts Minnesota’s
8th District, and sits on the
House Committee on Trans-
portation and Infrastruc-
ture, so he brings expertise
to the topic, Nevanen said.

“We just wanted to raise
his awareness about what
we’re selling here,” Nev-
anen said. “We also wanted
to let him know, if he has
contacts or thoughts to add
to our strategy.”

The meeting was less
about learning from Nolan,
Nevanen said, and more
about sharing information
with him, so the area is on
his mind.

“As he works with other
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people, he’ll
keep it on his
mind,” Nev-
anen said.

Mason
said one idea
they brought
up to Nolan
was working
with Canadian National
Railway, and trying to ob-
tain a customer list from
railway officials. Many com-
panies use CN and bring
products through the area
via rail, she said, and con-
tinue on to Chicago for ware-
housing and other services.
She said with Nolan’s help,
they might be able to contact
some companies about get-
ting those services here, and
not having to go all the way
to Chicago.

“We need his help to
reach out to them, and there
may be some companies
that don’t need to go to Chi-
cago,” Mason said. “It has
to stop somewhere, so why
not here?”

Nolan was grateful for
all the information, Mason
said, and will continue to
work well to serve the area.

“We have a true advo-
cate in him,” Mason said.
“There’s no doubt he will
have this on his mind.”
