DNR to hold open house Sept. 12 in Baudette

Final plans for Zippel Bay and Franz Jevne state parks, Garden Island rec area to be reviewed

DNR STAFF REPORT

The Minnesota De-
partment of Natural Re-
sources Parks and Trails
Division will conduct a
review of the final man-
agement plans for Zippel
Bay State Park, Garden
Island State Recreation
Area and Franz Jevne
State Park.

The review is planned
for 6-7 p.m. Sept. 12 at the
Baudette Depot on Tower
Ave., just north of Main

Street, on the south side
of Highway 11 in Baudette.

The DNR began solicit-
ing input on management
of these three park units
in February. Manage-
ment plans set the di-
rection for state parks
and recreation areas for
the next 15 to 20 years.
They include recommen-
dations for managing
natural and cultural re-
sources and providing
recreational and inter-
pretative opportunities

for park visitors.

DNR Parks and Trails
staff will provide copies
of the draft plans, which
include maps and assess-
ment of natural and cul-
tural resources. Follow-
ing the meeting, the plans
will be open for review
for 30 days; after review,
final adjustments will be
made and the plans will
go to DNR Commissioner
Landwehr for approval.

Wild rice harvesting season open

Rice nearing
maturity

Minnesota’s wild rice har-
vesting season is open annu-
ally from Aug. 15 to Sept. 30
but despite those dates, har-
vesters must first ensure the
rice isripe before launching
their canoes, according to
the Minnesota Department
of Natural Resources. Min-
nesota’s green rice law does
not allow the harvesting of
unripe rice.

More than 700 lakes and
riversin 31 counties contain
significant stands of wild
rice, with concentrations of
rice beingthe highest in Ait-
kin, Cass, Crow Wing, Itasca
and St. Louis counties.

“Therice isn’t ripening
as early as we’ve observed
in some other years, but
there should be good
picking in early to mid-
September as long as the
weather stays mild,” said
David Kanz, acting Brain-
erd area wildlife manager.
“Wild rice is highly depen-
dent on stable water levels
through the year. Then, as
rice ripens, we need mild
weather so rice doesn’t
fall from the stalk before
harvest time.”

Wildriceisthe edible seed
of an aquatic grassand isthe
only cereal grain native to

North America. When prop-
erly processed and stored,
the nutritious grain can be
stored for extended periods.
One cup of cooked wild rice
provides 7 grams of pro-
tein; is rich in potassium,
zinc and riboflavin; and
has nearly twice the fiber of
brown rice.

In addition to being a tra-
ditional food source for Min-
nesota’s early people and an
important part of Native
American culture, wild rice
is an important food staple
for migrating waterfowl
each fall and the growing
plants provide important
habitat for fish.

Because of the grain’s
importance, harvesting wild
rice is regulated in Min-
nesota. Some guidelines to
consider before deciding to
harvest wild rice include:

Harvest takes place from
a nonmotorized canoe, 18
feet orless, using only a push
pole or paddles for power.

Rice is collected by using
two sticks, or flails, to knock
mature seeds into the canoe.
Flails can be no longer than
30 inches, and must weigh
less than one pound each.

Harvesting licenses cost
$25 per season, or $15 per
day, per person for Minne-
sota residents.

There is no limit to num-
ber of pounds people may
harvest with a permit.

finish the rice into its final
food product.

The gathering process is
labor-intensive.

Like other forms of gather-
ing, allowing ample scouting
time will lead to greater suc-
cess. Some wild rice waters
were hurt by large amounts
of rainfall in the spring and
early summer, but lakes that
didn’t experience such rain
have better rice stands.

Accessing some lakes can
be difficult, and low water
in some parts of the state
will make launching canoes
more challenging. Some
lakes and rivers within trib-
al boundaries are not open
to public harvest. Finding
a mentor who is willing to
share the skills and knowl-
edge can greatly improve
success.

Treaty Authority website
also provides updates on
some lakes within the 1854
ceded territory in northeast-
ern Minnesota.

ational opportunities,
such as camping, boat-
ing, fishing, swimming
and hiking. Its shoreline,
forests and wetlands are
important resource areas
including undeveloped
Lake of the Woods shore-
line which is valuable to
migratory waterfowl and
shorebirds.

Garden Island State
Recreation Area lies 18
miles north of Zippel Bay
State Park in Lake of the
Wood’s Northwest An-

gle. Garden Island has
6.5 miles of undeveloped
Lake of the Woods shore-
line nesting habitat and a
public shore lunch area.

East of Baudette, Franz
Jevne State Park sits
along the south banks of
the Rainy River. Its ter-
rain is varied, including
both a high rock outcrop
south of the campground
road and low shoreline
areas that are sometimes
flooded when the river is
high.

DNR updates state lists

Lists of endangered, threatened,
special concern species adopted

A state list first estab-
lished nearly 30 years ago
to highlight and help protect
plants and animals at risk
of disappearing from Min-
nesota has received its first
official update since 1996.

Following a series of five
public hearings, an 86-day
comment period and re-
view by an administrative
law judge, the Minnesota
Department of Natural Re-
sources on Monday, Aug.
19, adopted a new list of
endangered, threatened and
special concern species.

Twenty-nine species,
including the bald eagle,
wolf and snapping turtle,
were removed from the list;
180 species of plants and
animals were added; 91 spe-
cies had their status either

upgraded or downgraded
while remaining on the list.
The changes were based on
large amounts of new infor-
mation gathered by DNR
and other researchers.

Minnesota’s endangered
species law requires the
DNR to create and periodi-
cally revise such a list, and
it prescribes three levels of
concern. An endangered
species is at great risk of ex-
tinction within the state. A
threatened species is likely
to become endangered with-
in the foreseeable future. A
species of special concern,
though not at immediate
risk, is considered vulner-
able because of its rarity
or highly specific habitat
requirements.

The law prohibits the tak-
ing or possession of endan-
gered and threatened spe-

cies except in certain situ-
ations. If a proposed project
cannot avoid a protected
species, the state can issue
a “taking permit” that is
combined with mitigation,
such as funding for research
or acquisition of other sites
to protect the species. Over
the past decade, DNR has
received 23 applications for
development-related taking
permits and it has issued all
but one.

“The ultimate goal of put-
ting a plant or animal on
the list isn’t to put up walls
around it; it’s to restore its
health and get it back off the
list,” said Rich Baker, DNR
endangered species coordi-
nator. “There are plenty of
examples of that happening,
and it doesn’t have to come
at the expense of sustainable
economic development.”
