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Grow with us: Become a Beltrami County Master Gardener

Do you really enjoy
being outside during the
warm months, digging in
the earth and watching
your garden grow? Are
you the one that friends
and relatives turn to
when they have gardening
questions? Do people
refer to you as the one
with a “green thumb”?

If so, have you ever
thought about becoming a
Master Gardener? Maybe
you have, but quickly
dismissed the idea because
you just didn’t feel like you
knew enough.

Truth be told, none of
us Master Gardeners feel
like we “know enough,”
but we’ve learned where
to go for answers in the
areas that are not our
strong suits. That’s what
the Master Gardener
Core Course is all about.

MASTER GARDENER

The course teaches basic
information on a wide
array of gardening topics
taught by horticulture
faculty at the University
of Minnesota. The course
materials are a wonderful
resource for all the topics
that are taught.

The Master Gardener
program is a volunteer
opportunity and our

mission is education
through promotion

of research-based
horticulture information.
Each Master Gardener
must volunteer at least 20
hours each year. These
hours can be achieved

in any number of ways
from writing articles
(ves, I get volunteer hours
for this) helping at the
fair, giving talks at the
library or for other groups,
working in the schools
with children, helping

on the garden tour or
garden workshop, or even
answering a neighbor’s
question on what’s eating
her rose bush! Those are
just a few of the volunteer
opportunities.

In order to be a Master
Gardener in Beltrami
County the course must
be completed online. It is

doubtful that the course
will be offered face-to-
face in Beltrami County
anytime soon.

The course starts in
January and is completed
in April. There is a
total of 48 horticultural
training hours. The cost
is $275, of which one
half will be reimbursed
by the Beltrami Master
Gardeners after the
completion of internship
hours. The first year
after completing the core
course is the internship
and that year 50 volunteer
hours are required for
completion.

Now that I have piqued
your interest, how do you
go about getting registered
for the core course?

First of all, you have to
complete the application.
Email our local extension

office at glgrinde@umn.
edu or call 444-5722 for
information. The deadline
for application is Oct. 25.
Once you have applied,
your application will be
reviewed and an interview
will be scheduled. The
interview is done by two
Beltrami County Master
Gardeners and is very
non-threatening. Mostly
the interview is a way

to meet you, learn a bit
about your gardening
experience and answer
any questions you may
have. You also must pass
a background check
which is required by the
University.

The Master Gardeners
are not “all work and no
play”. We enjoy social
events throughout the
year, visit each other’s
gardens, share cuttings
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and extra seedlings and
learn from each other.
However, we are in need of
more members. If you are
an interested in gardening,
please consider becoming
a Master Gardener. It’s a
rewarding experience.

BBB pointers for consumers looking to buy a new car

With sales of new cars
at their highest level in six
years, the Better Business
Bureau of Minnesota and
North Dakota is offering
some tips to help consum-
ers navigate this major
purchase.

Buying a new car can
be daunting. Making such
a large financial commit-
ment - with so many choices
available and so many fac-
tors to consider — can leave
people feeling overwhelmed.

If you’re in the market
for a new vehicle, here are
some things you’ll want to
take into consideration first:

Determine your budget.
This sounds straightfor-
ward, but there’s more to
budgeting a new car pur-
chase than just the monthly
payment itself:

How much gas will the
car use? Remember that
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your results may vary from
EPA mileage estimates.
The website FuelEconomy.
gov is a good resource for
‘real-world’ mileage data
reported by car owners.

How much will insur-
ance cost on the vehicle?
Contact your auto insur-
ance agent for quotes on
various models you may be
considering.

How much will mainte-
nance and repairs cost? On-
line reliability reports can
give you a sense of which
models are more expensive
to repair.

When considering month-
ly payments, use online
payment calculators to see
how different rates, down
payments and loan terms
can impact your payment.

Don’t become so focused
on the monthly payment
that you lose sight of the
purchase price, or total
cost over the term of the

loan. Extending the term
of a loan from 60 months to
72 months in the name of a
lower monthly payment can
mean paying thousands ex-
tra over the life of the loan.

Explore financing op-
tions. Visit yourlocal credit
union or bank to see what
interest rate they can offer
on a loan, and then con-
sider getting pre-approved.
Having this information
(or offer) in hand will al-
low you to decide whether
dealer financing is a better
option, and gives the dealer
a ‘target’ to match or beat.

Perform your research
before you visit a dealer-
ship. Websites such as Ed-
munds.com provide free
information on what you
can expect to pay for a
particular model in your
region, and can help you
determine the value of your
trade-in. Visit bbb.orgto ob-
tain reports on individual

Comparison shop online.
You can get a price quote on
a vehicle from most dealer-
ships in a matter of hours,
and then compare competing
quotes. A great time-saver!

Take it for a spin. Some
consumers feel pressured
by face-to-face sales, but you
need to test drive a vehicle
before buying it. Tell the
dealer that you are there for
a test drive only, and will
make a decision on a pur-
chase later. Don’t be rushed.

Look for rebates. Many
rebates are available to all
consumers, but some carry
eligibility requirements
that should be disclosed
in advertising — loyalty bo-
nuses, active duty military,
trade-in bonuses, etc. Make
sure you understand these
qualifications to avoid dis-
appointment later.
