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DHS launches pilot
to improve criminal
background studies

Fingerprint process
increases efficiency,
protections for
vulnerable people

The Minnesota Depart-
ment of Human Services is
launching a new system that
will improve the criminal
background study process
for employees, employers
and the people they care
for, Human Services Com-
missioner Lucinda Jesson
announced recently.

Currently DHS conducts
about 1,200 background
checks a day or more than
275,000 a year. The new sys-
tem is expected to reduce
that number by two-thirds
with more accurate and
timely results.

The system is used for
background checks on new
workers caring for children,
people with disabilities and
the elderly who receive care
at home or in other health
care settings. Jesson an-
nounced the pilot, which is
scheduled to start July 28,
with a group of five nursing

facilities, during an event
today at the Carondelet Vil-
lage care facility in St. Paul.

“The new process means
we can more thoroughly
and accurately evaluate the
criminal history of people
who take care of our most
vulnerable Minnesotans,
while at the same time mak-
ing the system easier for
employers and workers,”
Jesson said.

The pilot will help DHS
prepare for a new system
using fingerprints to obtain
state criminal information
and photos to verify identi-
ties.

Under the new system,
employees generally will
no longer need to undergo
a background check each
time they change jobs and
employers will be able to
more quickly hire employ-
ees who have already passed
a fingerprint study. DHS
will automatically receive
updates of criminal infor-
mation from the Minnesota
Court Information System.
The 2014 law requires DHS
to collect fingerprints and
a photograph and imple-
ment software changes to
