POLICE REPORT

Q: Could you talk about 
winter driving?

A: Driving on the high-
way during the winter 
months requires more at-
tention than ever. While 
summer months are the 
deadliest on Minnesota 
roads, wintertime leads to 
the most crashes and poses 
safety risks and hazards. 
Here are some winter driv-
ing tips:

  Avoid unnecessary 
travel if  conditions are too 
poor.

  Buckle up, and make 
sure child restraints are 
secured tight. It is recom-
mended to use bulky clothes 
and blankets on top of  the 
child restraint harness, not 
beneath, to ensure harness 
restraints fi t properly.

  Drive at safe speeds ac-
cording to road conditions, 
and provide for plenty of  
travel time.

  Increase safe stopping 
distance between vehicles.

  Use extra precautions 
when driving around snow-
plows by keeping at least fi ve 
car-lengths behind plows.

  If  skidding, remain 
calm, ease foot off  the gas, 
and turn the steering wheel 
in the direction you want 
the front of  the vehicle to go.

  If  vehicle has an anti-
lock braking system, apply 
a steady firm pressure to 

the brake pedal. Never pump 
ABS brakes.

  Clear snow and ice 
from vehicle windows, hood, 
headlights, brake lights and 
directional signals.

  Headlights must be 
turned on when it is snow-
ing or sleeting.

  Do not use cruise con-
trol on snow/icy/wet roads. 
Conditions can change over 
every hill and around ev-
ery curve. Be very aware 
of  bridge decks and over-
passes.

  Equip vehicles with 
a scraper/brush, small 
shovel, jumper cables, tow 
chain, and a bag of  sand or 
cat litter for tire traction. 
Blanket(s), heavy boots, 
warm clothing and flash-
lights are also important, 
as are storing high-energy 
foods such as chocolate or 
energy bars.
