After having been award-
ed an invitation last week 
to the American Collegiate 
Hockey Association’s Divi-
sion 2 National Tournament, 
the Rainy River Commu-
nity College women’s hockey 
team closed out its regular-
season schedule last week-
end by splitting a two-game 
home series against the club 
team from the University of 
Minnesota Duluth.

On Saturday night, the 
Voyageurs were shut out by 
the Bulldogs, 2-0.

“We kind of held back 
on Saturday,” said RRCC 
head coach Jeff Wickstrom. 
“We didn’t play our normal 
game.”

Both of UMD’s goals came 
in the second period.

A hooking penalty on the 
Voyageurs’ Hailey Clenden-
ning late in the first period 
led to the Bulldogs’ Cady 
Walker scoring the first goal 
on the power play assisted 
by Shelby Theis with 16:03 
left in the second period.

UMD closed out the scor-
ing with 6:06 left in the 
second period when Amy 
Enrooth scored assisted by 
Amber Ammann and Sarah 
Jackson.

The Voyageurs played 
last weekend without their 
season points leader, Shelby 
Tymkin, who was out of ac-
tion because of a shoulder 
injury, but still outshot the 
Bulldogs in both games.

UMD’s Colleen Jacoby 
made 23 saves Saturday 

night to record the shutout 
win in goal. Shay Perry 
stopped 19 of 21 shots in 
picking up the loss in net 
for RRCC.

The Voyageurs did all the 
scoring Sunday to close out 
the series with a 3-0 victory 
over the Bulldogs.

“We controlled the game,” 
Wickstrom said. “We played 
the game and didn’t worry 
about injuries.”

After neither team scored 
in the first 17 minutes for 
the second day in a row, 
RRCC tallied a pair of sec-
ond-period goals.

Katie Sinclair put in the 
first of her two goals on 
the day when she broke the 
scoreless tie 2:53 into the 
second period with an assist 
by Connor Coleman.

The Voyageurs took a 

two-goal lead with 4:27 left 
in the second period when 
Shilo Beck scored assisted 
by Clendenning.

RRCC’s final goal came 
with 10:43 left in the final 
period when Sinclair scored 
assisted by Clendenning.

Shots on goal favored the 
Voyageurs, 21-18, with Perry 
recording the shutout vic-
tory and Jacoby picking up 
the loss in net.

Following the weekend 
split, RRCC finished the 
regular season 15-4-3 in 
ACHA games.

CT March 4 when 
RRCC, the Western Divi-

Division’s No. 3 seed, Michi-
gan State.

Pool play continues for 
the Voyageurs at 2:30 p.m. 
CT March 5-6 when they 
face the Eastern Division’s 
No. 4 seed, Buffalo, and then 
the No. 1 seed, California 
University of Pennsylvania.

The other national tour-
nament pool includes the 
Western Division’s No. 1 and 
4 seeds, North Dakota State 

and Northern Michigan, 
and the Eastern Division’s 
No. 2 and 3 seeds, Delaware 
and West Chester.

The top-two teams in each 
four-team pool will advance 
to the semifinals March 7. 
The semifinal winners face 
each other March 8 for the 
national title.
