Average retail gasoline 
prices in Minnesota have 
fallen 13.8 cents in the past 
week, averaging $2.01 per 
gallon Sunday, according 
to GasBuddy’s daily survey 
of 2,856 gas outlets in Min-
nesota. This compares with 
the national average that 
has decreased 7.7 cents in 
the last week to $2.28 per 
gallon, according to gaso-
line price website Minne-
sotaGasPrices.com.

Regular gas prices in In-
ternational Falls averaged 
$1.89 this week.

Including the change in 
gas prices in Minnesota 
during the past week, pric-

es Sunday were 122.1 cents 
per gallon lower compared 
to the same day one year 
ago and are 57.6 cents per 
gallon lower than a month 
ago. The national average 
has decreased 52.8 cents 
per gallon during the last 
month and stands 112.7 
cents per gallon lower than 
this day one year ago.

“As we’ve welcomed in 
the new year, gas prices 
have stayed at their bar-
gain basement levels in 
most states, with just a 
few seeing minor gas tax 
increases,” said Patrick 
DeHaan, senior petroleum 
analyst with GasBuddy. 
“2015 will be a far better 
year at the pump than what 

we saw in 2014, and motor-
ists will fare substantially 
better, shelling out $ 96 
billion less this year at the 
gas pump with motorists in 
most states seeing far more 
$2 gas than $3 gas.”

“And while gasoline con-
sumers have been celebrat-
ing, diesel consumers have 
been slowly joining the 
party, with diesel prices 
declining an average 44 
cents per gallon in the last 
month. And while the party 
is nearing an end for fall-
ing gasoline prices, the 
diesel price decline has 
much catching up to do. I 
see diesel prices declining 
another 35-50 cents a gallon 
nationally,” DeHaan noted.
