MDA STAFF REPORT

The Minnesota Depart-
ment of Agriculture has 
confirmed that stingless 
wasps are doing their job 
in attacking emerald ash 
borer.

Two years after releasing 
the wasps at Great River 
Bluffs State Park near Wi-
nona, MDA staff has found 
reproducing wasp popula-
tions. This is the first time 
this wasp species has been 
recovered in Minnesota.

The wasps are part of a 
biological control effort to 
naturally slow the spread 
of EAB. Since the emerald 
ash borer is not native to 
North America, it has no 

known enemies here. Sci-
entists went to Asia, EAB’s 
home, and found stingless 
wasps that feed on and kill 
ash borer eggs and larvae. 
The wasps do not attack 
humans.

On Oct. 23 and Nov. 1, 
MDA staff found wasp lar-
vae in trees being sampled 
for EAB. After being raised 
to adulthood, the wasps 
were positively identified by 
the by the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture’s Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection Ser-
vice (APHIS) to be the same 
species initially released in 
Minnesota to combat EAB.

“This is a major step in 
our battle with EAB,” said 
Monika Chandler, MDA 

Biological Control Program 
Coordinator. “First, this 
confirms the wasps are at-
tacking the ash borers and 
reproducing in the field. 
Second, we know the wasps 
are traveling. These wasp 
larvae were approximately 
a half mile from the nearest 
release site.”

MDA first released sting-
less wasps in Great River 
Bluffs State Park in Sep-
tember 2011. Wasps have 
also been released in Hous-
ton County and the Twin 
Cities, all areas known to 
be infested with emerald 
ash borer. These biocontrol 
efforts have been funded 
by the Environment and 
Natural Resources Trust 

Fund as recommended by 
the Legislative Citizens-
Commission on Minnesota 
Resources.

Emerald ash borer was 
first discovered in Min-
nesota in 2009. EAB larvae 
kill ash trees by tunneling 
into the wood and feed-
ing on and disrupting the 
flow of tree nutrients. To 
prevent the spread of EAB 
during the winter months, 
MDA reminds Minneso-
tans to buy firewood local-
ly from approved vendors 
and burn it where you buy 
it, and to be aware of cur-
rent quarantine restric-
tions. If you live in a quar-
antined county, be aware of 
the special restrictions on 
movement of products such 
as ash trees, ash limbs, and 
firewood.

New wasp populations found two years after initial release

The snowmobile trails 
within Voyageurs National 
Park are not open at this 
time and travel is not rec-
ommended in any areas 
along the lake surface.

The current snowfall 
has slowed ice making and 
made for slushy conditions 
on the lake surface. Lake 
surface ice safety checks 
will continue early next 
week and an update on 
snowmobile travel status 
will be reported at that 
time.

The snowmobile speed 
limit within Voyageurs 
National Park is 45 mph 
on frozen lake surfaces 
and 25 mph on all overland 
portages. Speed limit signs 
are posted at trailheads and 
overland portages.
