WHEREAS, a request by the City of
Littlefork, owner of the Littlefork
Medical Center (LMC), has been
presented to the County Board for a
$1 Million Loan to provide for imme-
diate capital replacement of the
LMC roof, boiler system, and up-
grade the information technology
system and to establish a subordi-
nate service taxing district for the
purpose of providing the necessary
funding to repay the loan for sup-
porting these capital needs for the
Litflefork Medical Center, and

WHEREAS, the County Board has de-
termined a taxing district is neces-
sary to ensure a funding mechanism
tfo support the needed health ser-
vices of the Littlefork Medical Cen-
ter for the Koochiching County pop-
ulation, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing in this re-
gard was held on Tuesday, May 6,
2014 at 7:00 p.m. at the City of Lit-
flefork Community Building and on
Monday, May 12, 2014 at 6:00 p.m.
at the City of Big Falls Community
Building as required by M.S. 375B.04,
and

WHEREAS, formation of a Litflefork
Medical Center service district has
been deemed to be both benefi-
cial and necessary.
