operate the mill.
“In order to make this 

happen, to sell the mill, you 
have to have a willing seller 
and a willing buyer,” Avis 
said. “We have doubts as to 
whether Resolute is a will-
ing seller, and whether they 
came to the table with the 
idea of being willing to sell.”

Expera would have been 
a great fit for the mill, Avis 
said, as Resolute doesn’t 
want to sell the mill to a 
company that would com-
pete with them.

“Expera isn’t a competi-
tor for Resolute,” Avis said. 
“They make totally differ-
ent products.”

Reopening the mill would 
have resulted in 200 jobs at 
the facility, and another 800 
jobs related to the opera-
tions, according to a release. 
That’s important in build-
ing the base for the local 
economy, Avis said Friday 
during the special meeting.

“To have a strong econ-
omy, you need a good base, 
and manufacturing is the 
start,” Avis said.

Koochiching Economic 
Development Authority Di-
rector Paul Nevanen said 
Monday Fort Frances and 
International Falls are con-
nected both socially and 
economically, and more jobs 
in Fort Frances would mean 
more spending and more 
dollars in International 
Falls.

“We have to look beyond 
those borders, and help 
them get jobs back,” Nev-
anen said. “We’re tied at the 
hip here, and that impact 
can’t be understated.”

In order to combat Reso-
lute’s control over the local 
timber, Avis said there’s an 
enhanced sustainable forest 

license, which gives mu-
nicipalities, harvesters and 
other stakeholders control 
over the wood.

“One identity controls 
everything right now,” Avis 
told The Journal Friday. 
“There have always been 
complaints from Barwick 
and Emo, they’re always 
complaining the price of 
wood is too high.”

To get an enhanced sus-
tainable forest license, the 
town of Fort Frances must 
work with the Ontario pro-
vincial government, based 
in Toronto. At Friday’s spe-
cial meeting, it was decided 
local and regional officials 
would fly to Toronto Mon-
day, in order to bring their 
issue to the provincial gov-
ernment on Tuesday.

Avis said at Friday’s 
meeting Resolute has no 
intention of heating the mill 
during the winter, which 
means a solution needs to 
be found before winter. Ex-
pera doesn’t want to heat 
the facility over the winter, 
he said.

A Tuesday press release 
from the town of Fort Fran-
ces calls for the Premier of 
Ontario, Kathleen Wynne, 
to implement the enhanced 
sustainable forest license 
for the Crossroute Forest in 
Ontario, and for help in se-
curing a long-term solution 
for the Fort Frances mill.

“The Ministry’s delay 
and lack of action to demand 
a fair negotiation regarding 
Crown timber may have 
cost the Province and Rainy 
River District much-needed 
investment,” the release 
said. “The government must 
also assist financially in 
securing and heating the 
pulpmill asset immediately 
for this winter and facilitate 
meaningful negotiations 
concerning the sale of the 
pulpmill.”
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clear.
Councilor Pete Kalar 

said he was confused by 
the issue, noting at the last 
meeting the council agreed 
to insert the language into 
the resolution.

Councilor Paul Eklund 
said he’d like to see the res-
olution made more clear, so 
it isn’t subject to various 
interpretation.

Anderson said he sup-
ported a simple majority 
vote for additions and dele-
tions, as well as adoption, 
because it was “good gov-
ernance.”

“I think it gets to be very 
complicated to have two 
different standards: One 
to approve the agenda by 
simple majority and then 
to remove something from 
the agenda by unanimous,” 
Anderson said.

Councilor Cynthia Jaksa 
said she was “disappoint-
ed” councilors were debat-
ing the resolution, and that 
they hadn’t resolved the 
issue yet.

“The purpose of a unani-
mous consent for removal 

was so that no city council-
or could be marginalized 
by the rest of the council 
as far as putting his or 
her items on the agenda,” 
Jaksa said.

Shermoen said only re-
quiring a majority vote 
to remove items from the 
agenda could theoretically 
keep things from being dis-
cussed at a council meet-
ing, as removal would only 
require three votes, as 
opposed to the unanimous 
five.

“I don’t ever recall that 
being an issue here at our 
council,” Shermoen said. 
“But theoretically, it would 
be possible to block a topic 
from coming before the 
council.”

“I agree, I don’t think 
that ever has occurred and 
I don’t know that it ever 

w i l l ,”  A n -
derson said. 
“ I  t h i n k 
w e ’ r e  c e r -
tainly reach-
ing here by 
the discus-
sion,  but  I 
don’t know 
that it’s nec-
e s s a r y  t o 
have unani-

mous, or have two stan-
dards.”

Jaksa proposed rewrit-
ing the resolution and 
presenting it at a future 
meeting, so the council 
could wrap up the issue. 
Shermoen said rewriting 
the resolution would be 
difficult, as there doesn’t 
appear to be a consensus on 
how it should be rewritten.

Jaksa said she believes 
addition or removal of 
items from the agenda 
should require a unani-
mous vote.

“I guess we have a funda-
mental difference of view 
here,” Jaksa said.

In other business, the 
council approved a loan 
agreement with Koochich-
ing County and the Bor-
derland Humane Society 
to fund the remaining bal-

ance of the new animal 
holding facility.

According to the agree-
ment, the final cost of the 
project ran $ 60,000 over 
the initial funding, so the 
city and county have each 
contributed an additional 
$ 30,000 to cover the re-
maining balance.

The funds are in the 
form of an interest-free 
loan to the BHS, repayable 
over 10 years. Shermoen 
said the organization can 
pay back the loans using 
gifts and donations it re-
ceives over and above its 
normal fundraising. I f 
enough isn’t raised to pay 
back the loans, he said the 
city and county can forgive 
the loans.

“These payments would 
be paid from exceptional 
donations,” Shermoen said.

Councilor Gail Rogn-
erud said when the build-
ing is completed, the city 
will own the land and the 
building. Shermoen said 
the furnishings and equip-
ment in the building are 
being provided by the BHS 
and society officials hope 
to move into the building 
by the end of November.

U.S. House 8th District
The hotly-contested race 

among the candidates for 
the 8th District U.S. Rep-
resentative was tight at 
10:20 p.m. with 245 of 810 
precincts reporting. At that 
time, incumbent Rick No-
lan, DFL, lead with 34,099 
votes or 48.59 percent, fol-
lowed by Stewart Mills, Re-
publican, with 32,783 votes, 
or 46.72 percent. Green 
Party candidate Skip Sand-
man had 3,228 votes, or 4.6 
percent.
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
