DNR STAFF REPORT

Herbicide applications will
begin in the Littlefork area
according to the Minnesota
Department of Natural Re-
sources.

This is being done as one
of several reforestation op-
erations conducted by the
DNR’s Division of Forestry to
control vegetation on newly
established forests.

Aerial herbicide applica-
tion on 31 acres, and ground
application on another 6
acres of state land in the
Littlefork area is expected to
begin this week and will con-
tinue through around Sept.

12. Signs will be posted on
all herbicide treatment sites.
“Herbicides are applied
to state land to help estab-
lish new forests,” explained
Angela Yuska area program
forester. “Herbicides help
minimize competition be-
tween existing vegetation
and newly planted trees.”
The DNR plants trees on
state lands to reforest har-
vested areas, provide wildlife
habitat, protect watershed
values and maintain the
quality of state forests. Part
of the reforestation process
involves applying herbicides
to the harvested areas prior
to, or following, tree plant-

ing. Once a planting site has
been prepared, professional
foresters determine the tree
species appropriate for the
site and private contractors
hired by the DNR do the ac-
tual planting.

More than 4,000 acres of
state forest lands are planted
and seeded each year. This is
equivalent to over 3,000 foot-
ball fields. This year, in the
Littlefork area alone, DNR
foresters have seeded about
2180 acres and planted over
65 acres during May. Over
36,000 trees, predominantly
pines and spruces have been
planted on sites prepared
during the past year.

Over the last 10 years, the
DNR has planted or seeded
close to 100,000 acres. Pines
arethe major species planted.
During that 10 years period,
the DNR has planted over 5
million white pine on state
lands to restore this valuable
tree in Minnesota’s forested
landscape. Many other native
tree species are also planted.
Oak and other native hard-
woods are widely planted in
the state forests of southeast-
ern Minnesota.

Average retail gasoline
prices in Minnesota have
risen 14.2 cents in the past
week, averaging $3.56 per
gallon Thursday, accord-

11.7 cents per gallon in the
last week to $3.62 per gal-
lon, according to gasoline
price website Minnesota-
GasPrices.com.
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Falls Sunday ranged from
$3.57 to $3.74 per gallon,
according to the website.
Including the change
in gas prices in Minne-
sota during the past week,
prices Sunday were 6.8
cents per gallon higher
compared to the same day

one year ago and are 5.9
cents per gallon lower than
a month ago. The national
average has increased 0.4
cents per gallon during
the last month and stands
19.5 cents per gallon higher
than this day one year ago.

Oaths of Office were conducted for
members of the County Board of
Equalization. The County Board of
Appeal and Equalization Certifica-
tion Form was completed with two
of the Board members having frain-
ing certification.  The Chairman
opened the Board of Equalization
(BOE) session to review 2013 proper-
ty valuation and classification for
taxes payable in 2014. The Auditor-
Treasurer stated that there were no
appointments scheduled for today's
session but that there was one writ-
ten appeal received.

The County Assessor opened with a
report on the Department's work
plan and what was done for the
2013 assessment year. The Assessor
viewed a map of the Assessing
Zones for the County and where
work was done for value equaliza-
tion. The work plan also included
assessment of commercial rental
properties. The Assessor stated that
the State has informed the County
that there is no state increases man-
dated this year which means the
Department is doing their job.

1. Letter received from Robert and
Faye Thomson, Parcel # 15-066-
02030 (Lot with garage in the Plat of
Glenhaven). The property owner is
contesting the 2013 assessment of
this property on the basis that it
does not reflect the current actual
market value. The letter stated that
they put the property on the market
in the past at a sale price of $25,000
and it didn't sell. The valuation of
the property increased from $20,800
to $30,500. The letter further provid-
ed their description of the land and
building condition and stated that
they did review their concems with
the Assessor and were provided a
response by the Assessor as to how
the assessment was arrived at. The
Assessor viewed a map to show the
location of the property, showed
pictures of the property and a
schedule showing the various land
values of all the lots in the Glen-
haven Plat. He further reviewed his
adjustment of the Plat land value
for the 2013 assessment where he
averaged all the lofs land value
and came up with 62 cents per
square foot. The Assessor stated
that in viewing all the lofs in the Plat,
they were identical so it did not
make sense that some lots were val-
ued lower or higher than others and
therefore equalized the land value
for all the lots. This particular lot is
the biggest of them all at 37,500
square feet giving a land value of
$23,250. In response to the Board's
inquiry the Assessor stated that he
did not receive any other inquires
from the property owners with the
reassessment of the Plat of Glen-
haven. In viewing the 2013 assess-
ment for this particular property, the
building is in at $7,185 and the land
at $23250 for a total value of
$30,435. In response to the Board in-

quiry, the Assessor stated that there
were no sales in that area to com-
pare to and again, the reassess-
ment was done fo equalize the val-
ue of similar land in the Plat as there
was no justification to have the dif-
ferent land values. Further, equal-
ization of values is part of the assess-
ing process. If information provides
the value is foo high or low, the ad-
justment can be done through mass
appraisal and that they would cer-
tainly look at this area if information
shows the assessment needs adjust-
ment. In further review, the Assessor
stated that the property has sewer
but no water and the taxes paid on
the property for 2013 were $170. A
Board member felt strong that if
there is no sale data and the prop-
erty owner fried fo sell the property
af $25,000 and could noft, there is no
justified for the value increase. The
Assessor's justification was the Plat
lots are similar and therefore should
have the same land value and
needed to be equalized. The for-
mula fo do so without any sales
data fo rely on was fo average the
current land value of the lots and
come up with an equal rate per
square footf. If the Board feels an
adjustment is needed, it should ap-
ply to the whole plat for equalizo-
tion. He did not feel the average
rate was high affer doing the calcu-
lation and would recommend no
change in the value for this proper-
ty. The Board member stated his
position that he felt uncomfortable
with the adjustment without some
supporting sale or area datfa to justi-
fy the value adjustment.

With no other business, the Board
Chair recessed the meeting at 2:30
p.m. and will reconvene on Tues-
day, June 25,2013 af 6:00 p.m.
