Henry’s 
promising hockey career 
was tragically brief, cut 
short by an eye injury 
that forced him to hang up 
his skates at the age of 25. 
However, his impact on the 
game continues to this day, 
thanks to his work with an 

NHL/USA Hockey Diver-
sity Task Force Program 
and the National Coalition 
Against Racism in Sports 
and Media.

While raising his family 
in Warroad, Boucha tried 
but was unable to f ind 
someone interested in de-
veloping a series about Na-
tive American Olympians. 
In 2011, he formed Boucha 
Films to share the trage-
dies and successes of these 

sports figures to motivate 
Native youth, families 
and Nations of Indigenous 
People through these in-
spirational stories.

Boucha shares his jour-
ney from high school hock-
ey star to the Olympic and 
NHL hockey arena and the 
triumphs and tragedies 
along the way to become 
a successful advocate for 
Native American athletes.
