Mike Thiele recently captured these these photos offering a closer view

of what many of us get just a fleeting glimpse around Rainy Lake.

A CLOSER LOOK

Thiele reports he’s not sure what kind of 
dragonfl ies these are, but there were hundreds of 
them at the moment he shot these photos. The life 
cycle of a dragonfl y has three stages: egg, larva, 
and adults, according to the Minnesota Department 
of Natural Resources website. After hatching 
in water, dragonfl y larvae become aggressive 
predators that eat “anything smaller than they 
are.” The larval stage of a dragonfl y’s life can last 
anywhere from 2 months to 5 years. After emerging 
from the larval stage, adult dragonfl ies live only 4 
to 6 months.
