Inside the food hall is a diverse cast of
eight local restaurants, with menus featur-
ing everything from Texas brisket to sweet
cereal-infused treats.

Each of their restaurants utilizes Toast,
an online ordering system, to cut down on
lines while still getting visitors their food
fresh.

MOUNTAINEER MUG & CAFE

Mountaineer Mug & Cafe is the first
thing you see when you walk into The
Garage on King. They offer an expansive
menu, featuring everything from bagels
and baked goods to 14 different varieties
of pickles.

MOUNTAINEER MEAT SMOKERS
A long-time staple of Martinsburg’s
cuisine scene, Mountaineer Meat Smok-
ers’ newest venture is joining the Garage
on King’s roster. Their primary location
has been serving handcrafted Texan BBQ
since 2018.
Popular items on their menu include
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An O.G. Italian Sandwich from New School Cafe.
