Additional Information: At 2:48 pm, the Missoula Fire Department was dispatched to the report 
of a structure fire at 425 S 5th W.  3 engines, 1 ladder truck and a command vehicle responded.  
First arriving crews found a three story residence with heavy fire showing out the rear of the 
structure.  Crews made contact with home owner who advised everyone was out of the house 
but two cats were still inside.   
Crews made a quick knockdown of the fire and began a search of the house.  Both cats were 
located but were unable to be revived.   
Fire damage was limited to the first floor and extensive smoke damage was throughout the 
house.   
Missoula Fire Department investigators were on scene determining the cause. 
Missoula Emergency Services, Missoula Police Department and Northwestern Energy also 
responded and assisted the Fire dept.
