12:50 p.m., an all clear was provided at HPD’s discretion. Students and staff were able to return
to campus, lunch was made available to students, and classes resumed normally as scheduled.

Please know that all threats to our school or students are taken very seriously and are
investigated thoroughly. We wanted you to have the facts so you can discuss them with your
child and emphasize the seriousness of this issue. If you discover anything that can assist in the
investigation, please contact us immediately.

The safety of our students is a major priority and we are committed to providing a secure
campus. I would like to commend our staff, teachers, parents and students for their prompt
response and cooperation during today’s incident.
