


The Shenandoah Community School District is happy to announce that the State Board of Education’s 
Committee for Conference Realignment has approved the district’s request to move to the Western Iowa 
Conference (WIC).  

Under the approved plan, Shenandoah will conclude its membership in the Hawkeye Ten Conference at the 
end of the 2025–26 school year and officially join the Western Iowa Conference beginning with the 2026–27 
school year.  

Shenandoah Community School District officials expressed strong support for the decision and appreciation 
for the work of the conference realignment committee.  

“We are looking forward to this move and are pleased with the decision made by the conference realignment 
committee,” the district said. “We believe joining the Western Iowa Conference will provide positive 
opportunities for our students and programs moving forward.”
