With only one day left in 
the declaration of candidacy 
period for upcoming municipal 
elections, there are no candi -
dates for Kodiak Island Bor -
ough Mayor, and numerous 
other positions remain without 
candidates, including a seat on 
the school board.

The candidacy filing period 
began Aug. 1 and will end at 
4:30 p.m. Thursday.

The borough mayor’s seat, 
currently filled by Dan Rohrer, 
and two assembly seats, cur-

rently held by Scott Arndt and 
Scott Smiley, are up for elec -
tion. One KIB School District 
seat, currently held by Julie 
Cain Hall, is up for election. 

Additionally, positions up 
for election include two seats 
on the Bay View Road Ser-
vice Area Board, one seat on 
the Fire Protection Area No. 
1 Board, two seats on the 
Monashka Bay Road Service 
Area Board, two seats on the 
Service Area No. 1 Board, and 

two seats on the Womens Bay 
Service Area Board.

Current Borough Mayor 
Dan Rohrer does not intend 
to run for the mayor’s seat in 
the upcoming elections, he told 
the Kodiak Daily Mirror on 
Tuesday.

“I liked being able to serve 
the community in the capacity 
of mayor but I wanted to refo -
cus on my business activities,” 
Rohrer said. “Timing-wise, it’s 
not right for me to run again, 

given everything else I have 
going on in my life.”

“I think somebody will 
decide to step up and run. Part 
of it is just the word getting 
out that I’m not going to run 
again,” said Rohrer, who has 
served as mayor for one term, 
beginning in 2016.

So far, the borough clerk’s 
office has received two candi-
dacies for borough assembly 
seats. One of the candidates 
is current Assembly Member 

Arndt, who filed as incumbent. 
Assembly Member Smiley has 
not filed candidacy. 

Additionally, there is one 
candidate for Womens Bay Ser-
vice Area Board and one candi-
date for Fire Protection Area 
No. 1. 

According to the borough 
clerk’s office, if no candida -
cies are filed for the mayor’s 
position, the borough’s depu -

Wanted: Candidates for municipal elections
Borough Mayor Rohrer not seeking reelection 
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Gov. Mike Dunleavy and 
University of Alaska leaders 
announced an agreement 
Tuesday to implement a $70 
million cut to the university 
system over a three-year peri -
od. The agreement replaces 
the governor’s original inten -
tion to cut $136 million in 
state funding to the UA sys -
tem in the course of a year. 

The agreement stipulates 
that UA’s budget will be 
reduced by $25 million for 
the fiscal year that began 
July 1, according to a news 
release from the governor’s 
office. Budgets submitted to 
the governor by the Board of 
Regents over the next two fis -
cal years will reflect $45 mil -
lion in additional reductions. 

The agreement was signed 
by University of Alaska Board 
of Regents Chairman John 
Davies and Dunleavy.

“This agreement, worked 
out following a number of 
budget discussions by the 
Board of Regents, provides a 
clear, gradual multiyear year 
funding glide path,” Davies 
said at the signing event 
in the governor’s office in 
Anchorage. “Most important -
ly, the supplemental operat -
ing budget provides much 
more certainty and confi -
dence for our students, staff, 
faculty, and the communities 
we serve.”

Sen. Gary Stevens, R-Ko-
diak, said that meeting Dun -

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Thanks to a partnership 
between Kodiak fish proces -
sors, the Coast Guard and 
SeaShare, 24,000 pounds of 
halibut were delivered on 
Monday to alleviate hunger 
in Alaska Native villages. 
The delivery was made using 
an HC-130J Coast Guard 
aircraft, which made stops in 
Nome and Kotzebue, provid -

ing 12,000 pounds of fish in 
each location. 

SeaShare is a nonprofit 
organization founded in 1994 
to help the seafood industry 
donate to hunger relief efforts 
in the U.S. In Kodiak, the 
organization partners with 
fish processors Ocean Beauty, 
North Pacific Seafood and 
Trident to donate bycatch 
that would have otherwise 
been wasted.

According to SeaShare 

Executive Director Jim Har -
mon, the nonprofit has been 
partnering with the Coast 
Guard for six years to deliver 
bycatch from Kodiak pro -
cessors to remote villages in 
need. 

From Nome and Kotzebue, 
the fish will be delivered to 16 
other villages in need, and is 
enough to supply protein for 
up to 1,000 individuals in the 
coming months. 

The idea for the partner -

ship between Sea Share, the 
Coast Guard and the Kodiak 
fishing industry came about 
when Kodiak processors were 
struggling to find ways to get 
fish off the island, Harmon 
said.

“It takes some coordina -
tion effort but everybody 
seems very supportive of it,” 
Harmon said.
