The 
Fraternity is working with the University of Arizona administration to conduct a thorough 
investigation and will take action to hold individuals accountable should they be 
determined to have violated the Fraternity policy.

The organization does not tolerate any actions that directly contradict the values and 
policies of the Fraternity and holds strict rulings against members and chapters that 
violate Fraternity expectations and the law.
