 WHEREAS, as citizens of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania we must never forget 
the pain and suffering that lingers today for the men and women who fought with honor and 
distinction, in the name of freedom and democracy for all; and 
 
 WHEREAS, we remember the men and women who so honorably served during more 
than a decade of fighting in challenging terrains of Southeast Asia, where they faced 
extraordinary and unprecedented dangers; we will never forget their sacrifice and we value 
their continued service to their fellow veterans today, as they embody the motto of the Vietnam 
Veterans of America:  “Never again will one generation of veterans abandon another;” and  
 
 WHEREAS, since their return, these Veterans have contributed tremendously to their 
communities, the Commonwealth and the nation. They have displayed unparalleled support 
for those currently serving by providing welcoming celebrations for those returning and 
honors to those who have fallen; and 
 
 WHEREAS, through this commemoration the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the 
Department of Military and Veterans Affairs and the Office of Veterans Affairs partner with 
all citizens of this great state and nation to honor and remember our Vietnam Veterans and 
their families for their courage, sacrifice and valor.
