nine communication and
pet first aid.

“That enables us to main-
tain a happy, fun, healthy
and safe environment for
all of the dogs we have the
pleasure of caring for,” Yost
says. “We have been hon-
ored to be selected in the
Readers’ Choice Awards. We
love sharing that we are a fa-
vorite in our marketing and
I feel it separates us from
other facilities and helps to
show potential clients that
we are an exemplary pet
care facility.”
