Development Commission for many years, serving as the boots on the ground for the programs and initiatives 

established by the Commission. In years past, we have helped:  

• Create videos encouraging sports teams and meeting planners to visit for their next tournament or meeting

entrepreneurship program that has been recognized at both state and national level. We also host networking 

events, coordinate adult and middle school leadership programs, market Downtown Manchester as a retail 

destination, maintain a community gift card program, coordinate quarterly industrial roundtable events, host a 

job posting board, and enhance programs that support the success of Manchester’s business community.
