• Flexible workforce used on an as needed basis, ability to pick 

up extra hours in other USPS locations (within 50 miles)
• USPS Health Benefits from day one
• USPS Federal benefits after one year if requirements are met
• Pay raises based on route evaluations and cost of living raises 

based on contract
• Voluntarily become a Union Member
• When a vacancy becomes available in your office you can bid 

to become a career carrier, awarded based on seniority
