BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

Background : 

Owner, Casey's Retail Company, has submitted a petition to rezone Lots 1-3 less Lot H1 & N15' Lot 

4 less Lot H2 & S35' Lot 4 & E100' Lot 5 & N50' E100' Lot 6 Less Lot H1 Block 75 3rd Railway Addition 

within the City of Watertown from its current designation of I-1 Light Industrial District to C-3 

Highway Commercial District. 

  

185 4th Street NE, the property address for the above-described legal description, contains 

approximately 37,226 SF, meeting the minimum lot area requirement in the C-3 Highway 

Commercial District. The applicant has proposed the rezone to allow for retail establishment as a 

permitted use to allow for the application of a Retail (off-sale) Malt Beverage & SD Farm Wine 

License. 

  

The Plan Commission recommended approval to City Council at the September 8th, 2022 meeting (7-
0).

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Watertown, upon examination of the Petition to Change Zoning by 
Casey’s Retail Company, the owner of real property described as:

“LOTS 1-3 LESS LOT H1 & N15' LOT 4 LESS LOT H2 & S35' LOT 4 & E100' LOT 5 & 
N50' E100' LOT 6 LESS LOT H1 BLOCK 75 3RD RAILWAY ADDITION TO THE CITY
