DEATH CLAIMS
ROY C. FRAZIER

WELL KNOWN FARMER DIED IN
SIOUX CITY HOSPITAL

Death Followed Operation for Rup-
tured Appendix. — Sorvived by
Widow and Four Children

Roy C. Frazier, for tweénty yeatrs a
resident of this community, died Iast
Thursday evening at the Methodist
hospital in Sioux City following an
operation for a ruptured appendix to
which he submitted the night of Feb.
3rd, His condition was regarded as
critical from the outset and though
possessing a rugged constitution, be
proved unable to throw off the poisons
which had permeated his system prior
to the operation.

Funeral services were held at 2:30
Bunday afterncon at the Methodist
church in this city with the pastor,
Rev, Robt. H. Forrester, in charge.
The funeral was very largely attended,
There was music by the Male Quar-
tette and two selections by the Chorus
Cholr, after which Rev, Forrester de-
livered a comforting message to the
assembled relatives and friends, Bur-
ial was in Grace Hill cemetery,

Roy Crouse Frazier was born in
Smullten, Center county, Pa., Aug. 1,
1888, and died in Sfoux City, Iowa,
Feb, 14, 1529, at the age of 40 years,
4 months and 13 days. He was the
eldest son of Ammon and Sarah
Frazler, who scon after his birth,
moved to a farm at Genoa, 1ll. In the
year 1809 he came to Hudson, 8. D,,
where for three years he wan em-
ployed on the farm of O, W, Ander-
berg.

On Feh. 23, 1912, he was united in
marriage with Mary Plerson, the sec-
ond daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John
Pierson, the wedding taking place in
Hawarden. Four children were born
to this union, John, a Sophomore in
the Hawarden high school Florence,

for the past yéar or two, In addition
to the wife and children, he is also
survived by his father and mother of
Genoa, Ill, The father was privileged
to reach his son’s bedside and have a
good visit héfore he passed away.
There is also a brother, John Frazier,
residing at Dixon, IIl., and several

nieces and nephews,

Mr. Frazier farmed near Hudson for
some time and’in 1818 purchased the
farm, six miles norheast of Hawarden,
which has been his home since that
time. He had s wide circle of friends.
He was greatly interested in people
and events and for eight years he
served as township clerk of Virginia
township, As opportunity afforded,
he kept himself informed, keeping an
open mind and was always willing - to
listen to sll sides of questions,

Mr. Frazier was a member of the
Cdd Fellow, Rebekah and Modern
Woodmen lodges and in religious faith
he was s Methodist. He was a kind
father, a faithful husband, an obliging
neighbor, honest in his business desl-
ings, dependable as a citizen, and prac-
tical in his Christianity. -

Death of Alcester Pioneer

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BIG BILLS ARE
BEING REACHED

BOTH HOUSES NOW TACKLING
IMPORTANT MEASURES

Senate Defeats Raise in Cigaret Tax.
~38enate isa Now Wrestiing With
Secondary Road Bill

(By G. L. Caswell)

Des Moines, Feb. 18.—Both houses
of this General Assembly have been
tackling some of the big stuff the past
week. We have stated before that
both houses are real working bodies,
and so far they have proved it.

The House considered and passed
what is known as the Board of Control
Rill, an act designed to set aside the
date on which the state should aban-
don the contract system of selling
prison made gooda, For a dozen years
this matter has been up and down,
with union labor behind the movement
to abandon the contract system, The
law wan passed some years ago pro-
viding that all the things used in state,
counties, schools, citles and towns
should be purchased from the Board of
Contro! of State institutions, and that
said board should furnish prices on all
such materials and work.. Wherever
the state prices were less than others
public officials would be compelled to
purchase the state-made goods. This
act was caleulated to do away with the
present system of employing prison
labor on shirts, shoes, dresses, over-
alls and sundry other articleas which
are now made and sold on contract to
big concerns in the east who have an
outlet for such goods. Heads of union
labor organizations have fought this
contract system ecach session, Two
yenrr ago they got a date set for July
1, 1929, when such contracts should
cease, The bill passed by the House
last Thursday after a two-day debate
wiped off this date and leaves the faw
to be observed by the State Board of
Control whon and where they deter-
Tuing to use it The Bpard claims that
all prisonérs {n Jows' penal institu-
tioris are now employed at satisfactory
labor and in a helpful way, and that
under the state-use lnw and abolition
of the contract system many of them
would be thrown out of employment.
The bill has yet to pass the Senate,
and that may be doubtful.

Governor's Cigaret Bill Defeated

The Senate last Thursday defeated
by n decisive vote the measure spon-
sored by Gov, Hammill and presented
by the ways and means committee to
raise the tax to be paid on cigarets in
this state from three cents per pack-
age to four cents, It took most of two
forenoon's debate to settle that ques-
tion. Someone said the bill was de-
feated because it would impose a triple
tax on soc many families—hushand,
wife and children. Anyway the House
is relieved of this fight and the ways
and: means committee must find other
sources for more money.

The secondary road measure, spon-
sored by Senator Bergman of Jasper
county, was presented during the week
and has been favorably acted upon by
the Senate committee, which means an
early attempt to pass the measure. We
have already outlined some of its pro-
visions, but we have been told by
members who have all along been op-
posed to the road hond issue and the
concentration of roed matters in the
hands of the state highway commis-
sion that they will fight tooth and nail
to prevent the passage of this bill,
Their opposition will be based on the
fact that under this bill township trus-
tees would be done away with and the
townships would have no control of
their own road funds, This objection,
however, is being met with amend-
ments to the bill which will permit
township trustees to sit in with the
county boards in determining the
township road work. The county
boards would still be the contracting
parties, and would purchese the ma-
chinery and help necessary to con-
struet and maintain roads. The ob-
jectors will not be satisfied with this
entirely, and claim that they can com-
mand control of the bill in the House,

Road Bond Yssue Submitted

When the hundred million dollar
road bond proposition was submitted
to the state supreme court last Friday,
a packed house listened to the argu-
ments. If seemed incongruous that
the state attorney general should be
required by the law itself to present
the opposition to the bonds after the
people of the state have voted for
them by a two to one yote, But At-
torney-General John Fletcher did a
good job of it as a lawyer, and Attor-
