• Aston Estates — Starting at 7 a.m. at Aston 

Estates, ending at 
8 a.m. at Vista 
Vue.

• Golf 
course — 
Starting at 7 
a.m. at Hen-
drick Loop 
and Weath-
erstone roads, 
ending at 8 a.m. at 
Epley/Kirkpatrick roads.

• Weatherstone/Hendrick — Starting at 7 a.m.
