 In men's basketball, Xavier averaged 25 wins over Bobinski's 12 years. The Musketeers advanced to the Elite

Eight in 2004 and 2008.

 Women's basketball made runs to the NCAA Elite Eight in 2001 and again in 2010 and in 2011 achieved its

highest national ranking in program history at No. 4.
