Watergate special prosecutor,

Lecn Jaworski, saidafter Presi-
dentNixon's resignation speech
Thursdaynight thatnodeals had
been either madeor offered that
would have given the President
immunity from prosecution af-

- ter he leaves office:

““There has been no. agree-
ment or understanding of any
sort between the President or
his representatives -and the
special prosecutor relating in
any way to the President’s
resignation,”” Jaworskisaidina
statement issued by his office.

Jaworski's words, combined
with the fact that Nixon madeno
mention of the immunity issue
in his address to the nation, left
unresolved, at least for-the
moment, the prospect that Nix-
on might be indicted and stand
trial for crimes stemming from
the Watergate scandals.

Albert said the House
Judiciary Committee “‘will
have to make its report [on im-
peachmént] back to the House
for it to.take someactiononit.”

THERE WAS NEWS at 1:30. A bank robber
had been sentenced to jail. The second item was
that Virginia Congressman Rober: W. Daniel
Jr., a Republican, had said the President’s
resignation would be “‘wise and proper.”
Virginia Congressman Stanford E. Parris,
another Republican, had said he would vote for
impeachment if the President did not resign.

WASHINGTON — President Richard M.Nixon
resigned Thursday night, effective at noon today,

~telling the nation ‘‘America needs a full-time

president and a full-time Congress,”” freed of the
pressures of Watergate and impeachment.
- Nixon, in his final broadcast address from the

Oval Office of the White House,

sald -he leaves

without hitterness toward his foes, with thanks
for those who have supported him through the
months of Watergate disclosures and crises.

- He relinquished the White House to Vice Presi-
dent Gerald R. Ford, who is to take the oath _of
office as the 38th president at noon.

“The leadershlp of America is in good hands &

Nixon said:

Nixon, his face grlm but his voice steady, said
hewas stepping aside in the national interest. His
base of support.in ‘Congress, he said, had eroded

- to the point at which he would not have backing

for the crucial decisons that confront the

president.

In that situation, he said, the constltutlenal
process that wouid have beenserved by impeach-
ment has been fulfilled, and there is no ldnﬂer a
need to pre]ong the struggle.

“I've been very fortunate in
my lifetime in public office to
have a great many adversaries
inthe Congress,’"he said. ‘‘ButI
don’t think I have any enemies

‘in the Congress.”™

Ford said, praising Nixon,
that “‘Ithinkthe Presidentof the
United States has made one of
the greatest personal sacrifices
for the country and one of the
finest personal decisions on
behalf of all of us as
Americans.”’

Having watched Nixon's
foreign policy the past 3l
years, he said., ‘‘Let me say
without any hesitation or reser-
vatiion that the policy that has
achievedg peace . . . will be con-
tinued as far as I m concerned
as President of the Umted
States.”

Nixon said he began his pres1dency o4 years
ago by dedicating his service to the furtherance”
of peace. ‘‘I've done my very best...to be true to
that pledge;’’ he said.

He said he believes that because of his quest
the world today is a safer place. ‘“This more than
anything is what I hope will be my legacy to you,
t0 our country, as I leave the presuiency,” he
said.

“To have sewed in thls efflee 15 to have feIta
very persenalt sense of kinship. with each and
every American,” he said. ““Inleaving it, I do so
with this prayer: May God’s grace be w1t11 you 1n

all the days ahead.’’. . i .

Nixon ended almost three decades in publtc hfe
as congressmarn, senator, vice president, muzen
campaigner, and ultimately, 37th president.

It was the first time in the 185-year chain of
president thata Chl&f executive had resigned his

office.
Andit was thefirsttime that the office would be

filled under the presidential succession decreed

- by the 25th Amendment, ratified in 1967.

Hence, with Ford’s choice of a new vice presi-
dent to come, this country will have at its helm
two men not selected in a nationwide vote.

Today s formal removal process will consist of
Nixon’s submitting a letter announcing his
resignation to Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger.

Rumors about Nixon’s decision began to
circulate in Washington long befcre he went on
felevision to announce it. .

He met with Ford at 11 a.m., and shortly. after
the mecting ended, Rep.
