Thompson repeated as the VHSL Class 
4 singles champion, but this time it 
was under difficult circumstances. He 
defeated Richmond signee Nick Mueller 
of John Handley 6-2, 3-6, 6-1 in a semi-
final at Roanoke College, two days after 
losing in a third-set tiebreak to Mueller 
in the team semifinal competition. It 
was Thompson’s only singles loss as 
he stopped Jamestown’s Jordan De-
berry 6-1, 6-1 in the state final. He also 
teamed with Ruhan Prasad to win the 
Region 4D doubles title before losing to 
Mueller and Handley’s Jack Volinsky in a 
state semifinal.
