ORDINANCE NO. CXXXXX

An Ordinance repealing the City’s “Sit and Lie” prohibition in Section 10.60.020 of the Spokane Municipal Code. 

WHEREAS, the Spokane Municipal Code section 10.60.020, the so-called “sit-and-lie” ordinance, regulates the unlawful occupation of sidewalks and pedestrian avenues, all ostensibly to promote safe use of, and access to, public spaces; and 

WHEREAS, the existing “sit-and lie” ordinance offers no practical benefit to efforts to regulate the unlawful or unsafe use of public spaces, and unfairly stigmatizes the homeless and unhoused individuals who use public spaces downtown as a last resort; 

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Spokane does hereby ordain as follows: 

[bookmark: _Hlk133486696]Section 1. That section 10.60.020 of the Spokane Municipal Code is repealed. 

Section 2. Clerical Errors. Upon approval by the city attorney, the city clerk is authorized to make necessary corrections to this ordinance, including scrivener’s errors or clerical mistakes; references to other local, state, or federal laws, rules, or regulations; or numbering or referencing of ordinances or their sections and subsections.
