A Buffalo woman is 
facing felony charges af-
ter allegedly stealing the 
wedding ring o�  the � n-
ger of a Le Roy nursing 
home resident su� ering 
from dementia.

The investigation be-
gan Nov. 11 after the vic-
tim’s husband noticed 
the ring was missing, 
said Chief Greg Kellogg 
of the Le Roy Police De-
partment. � e victim was 
described as unable to 
care for herself or speak.

After months of fol-
low-up,  inter views, 
and repeated database 
checks with no imme-
diate leads, Detective 
Kaden Vangalio traveled 
personally to Buffalo, 
Kellogg said. He went 
from pawn shop to pawn 
shop looking for the sto-
len ring himself.

Vangalio’s persistence 
paid o�  when he found 
the ring at a pawn shop, 
Kellogg said. He also 
secured a bill of sale 
with Erica Champagne 

Clark’s signature.
� e ring was returned 

to its rightful owner.
Clark, 39, had been 

working at the nursing 
home at the time, police 
said. � ey described her 
as evasive and avoiding 
contact with investiga-
tors for months.

A warrant was issued 
March 30 and Clark 
turned herself in Mon-
day.

Clark was charged 
with third-degree grand 
larceny and � rst-degree 
endangering the welfare 
of a physically disabled 
person. She was released 
and is to appear in Le

It was a night that the No-
tre Dame community won’t 
soon forget on Tuesday, as 
Le Roy native and ND base-
ball head coach Rick Rapone 
earned his 100th career win 
with the Irish cruising to a 
12-2 win versus Avon.

Avon scored first in this 
one after a few early mis-
steps from ND pitcher Finn 
Davies allowed a River Hawk 
runner to take base on a walk 
and eventually make his way 
home.

However, he quickly re-
covered, going on to have 
a dominant performance 
from the mound where he 
notched 10 strikeouts while 
only giving up two hits, four 
walks and two earned runs 
across 5.1 innings.

Solid pitching from the 
mound by Davies opened up 
opportunities for the Irish 
offense, leading to the ND 
batters making it rain dou-
bles and triples to the out-
field that allowed them to 
run up the score, and close 
out the game in six innings.

Eli Grice had a day at the 
plate, recording both a dou-
ble and a triple while scor-
ing once and notching three 
RBIs.

Chase Antinore would 
tally three hits and three 
runs scored of his own, while 
Drew Beachel, Finn Davies, 
and Adyn Horzempa all 
recorded two hits and two 
runs scored each. One of 
Beachel’s hits was a double, 
and Davies cracked a triple.

Rounding out the o� ense 
for the Irish was Preston 
Viele with two hits and a run 
scored, Evan Fitzpatrick with 
two hits including a double, 
and Jeremy Warner with a 
hit.

Antinore also closed out 
the game at pitcher in re-
lief of Davies, and � nished 
strong by getting two pun-
chouts while surrendering 
no hits, no walks and no 
runs.

� is win marked 100 to-
tal in Rapone’s career, and 

more remarkably, he’s done 
it in only a little over five 
seasons. Currently sitting at 
a record of 100-15, he sits at 
an 87 percent win rate for his 
career, and with a Genesee 
Region record of 68-4, holds 
a 94 percent win rate against 
local competition.

He has also claimed a 
whopping four Section V 
championships in those � ve 
seasons with the team, all 
coming in different classi-
� cations. � e 2023 team he 
coached went on to win a Far 
West Regional title as well, 
advancing to the state � nal 
four that year.

Rapone mentioned how 
special it is to him to have 
hit this milestone in such a 
short amount of time, giving 
credit to all the great players 
he’s been able to coach in his 
time at ND.

“It feels good, especially 
to do it in only 115 games,” 
Rapone said. “I think the 
more impressive thing is 
only having 15 losses. Just 
shows that we’ve had tre-
mendous players. It’s all 
about the players. We’ve had 
great players, and those great 
players have been pitchers 
on top of it. So, it’s all about 
the kids. � ey’re the reason 
we did it. It’s their show, not 
mine.”

� e ND talent has certain-

ly shined under Rapone’s 
leadership, as he has 
coached four consecutive 
GR player of the year win-
ners, including Gavin Shrad-
er in 2022, Bryceton Berry 
in 2023, Jaden Sherwood in 
2024, and Evan Fitzpatrick in 
2025.

“� e kids have bought in 
to the way we like to play and 
the style we like to play, and 
we try to make it as fun as 
possible too. So, I think that’s 
been the biggest ingredient,” 
Rapone said.

� at talent on ND’s ros-
ter Rapone described was 
on full display in Tues-
day’s game, as stellar play 
throughout the lineup 
helped the team extend its 
undefeated streak to 6-0.

“We’re a very good of-
fensive team, so scoring the 
runs is not surprising. But 
the pitching is what carries 
us. It’s what carried us ev-

ery year I’ve been the coach. 
Finn (Davies) is our number 
three pitcher, and he went 
out there and after a little bit 
of a shaky start, shut them 
right down for four innings 
in a row. He pitched a great 
game, and the pitching kept 
them where they were and 
gave us an opportunity to 
keep adding on,” Rapone 
said.

Even with the Irish rolling 
the competition in the early 
part of the season so far this 
year, Rapone says that the 
team’s ceiling is higher than 
even this.

“We’re not a finished 
product by any stretch of the 
imagination. But, if we can 
keep building on what we’re 
doing, I feel very con� dent 
that we’ll be in the right spot 
when we get to the end of the 
season,” Rapone said.

Le Roy Senior High 
School has ended the 
search for its new prin-
cipal, and he was right 
there all along.

It was announced to 
faculty, parents and stu-
dents on April 27 that 
interim high school prin-
cipal, Tom Kopp, will be 
retained, ending a near 
five-month search for 
someone to take the job 
under a long-term com-
mitment.

Kopp was appointed 
for the interim position 
by the Le Roy Board of 
Education following the 
departure of former se-
nior high school prin-

cipal Dr. David Russell 
in December, taking on 
the role with the under-
standing that it would be 
temporary and set to end 
at the conclusion of the 
2025-26 academic year.

During this time, the 
school district conduct-
ed a search for the long-
term replacement for Dr. 
Russell, receiving 20 ap-
plications for the role.

However, over the 
course of his time with 
the school, Kopp has 
earned a place within 
the Oatkan Knight com-
munity, and after Super-
intendent Merritt Holly 
offered the position to 
him for the foreseeable 
future, he happily ac-

cepted.
“When Mr. Kopp start-

ed December 15, it was 
with the agreement and 
plan that he would come 
in and be an interim 
principal until June 30,” 
Holly said. “During that 
time frame, Mr. Kopp and 
I checked in about where 
his thought was here and 
transitioning and get-
ting ready for that new 
principal. There were 20 
applicants for the posi-
tion. Looking through 
them, it became clear 
how in watching Mr. 
Kopp in action, hearing 
from students, hearing 
from faculty, teachers, 
and then our parents, it 
became clear the con-

nections he was making 
with students was where 
we wanted to be in this 
position. Obviously, with 
his over 40 plus years in 
education in a variety of 
levels, led to the solu-
tion and spot for the po-
sition had been sitting 
here. It came to whether 
he wanted to continue in 
doing that.”

Building that connec-
tion with the students 
and faculty was a big rea-
son as to why Kopp con-
sidered Merritt’s offer of 
staying once the interim 
was over, and after some 
consideration, decided 
that the Le Roy school 
community was where he

Asa Buell was only 
seventeen when he was 
on the Continental line 
at the Battle of German-
town in Pennsylvania on 
October 4, 1777. General 
Washington’s forces had 
suffered a major defeat 
at the Battle of Brandy-
wine on September 11 
when the British cap-
tured Philadelphia, the 
seat of the Continental 
Congress. This was fol-
lowed by the American 
defeat at the Battle of 
Paoli on September 20. 
Sir William Howe, com-
mander of the British 
forces, positioned two 
brigades under Gen-
eral James Grant and a 
contingent of Hessian 
troops commanded by 
General Wilhelm von 
Kynphaussen in Ger-
mantown. Washington 
commanded an army of 
8,000 Continentals and 
3,000 militiamen, and 
he was determined to 
surprise and destroy the 
British troops at Ger-
mantown. He divided 
his troops and planned 
to attack the British from 
several directions at 
dawn. But as dawn ap-
peared, the troops were 
enveloped in a dense 
fog. Never-the-less, the 
Americans were able to 
drive back some of the 
British pickets who then 
took refuge in a large 
stone house, known as 
Clivedon. The Ameri-
cans tried numerous as-
saults on the British po-
sition but were repulsed 
with heavy casualties. 
Another American di-
vision became lost in 
the fog and mistakenly 
fired on their own men. 
The American artillery 

prevented a disaster, 
and as nightfall fell and 
brought on darkness, the 
battle ended. The British 
suffered more than 500 
casualties and Washing-
ton lost 700 men killed 
and wounded. Despite 
the British victory, the 
French and some Euro-
peans were impressed 
by the determination 
and fortitude of the Con-
tinental Army and they 
decided to support the 
efforts of the Americans 
in order to secure their 
freedom.

Nothing is known 
about Asa Buell’s par-
ticipation in the Battle 
of Germantown. He left 
no diaries or commu-
nication of any kind. 
After the battle, Gener-
al Howe did not pursue 
the retreating Conti-
nentals and instead had 
his troops clear debris 
from the Delaware River. 
Howe tried to draw the 
Continental army into 
battle at White Marsh, 
but Washington chose 
not to engage his troops 
and instead withdrew 
to Valley Forge for the 
winter. It is assumed that 
young Asa Buell suffered 
through the long cold 
winter at Valley Forge. 
The following June, on 
the 28th, 1778, Buell was 
part of the Continental 
forces at the Battle of 
Monmouth in New Jer-
sey. This time the British 
forces were under the 
command of General Sir 
Henry Clinton. Wash-
ington was joined by 
several commanders in-
cluding Charles Lee. The 
American forces were 
14,300 strong and were 
outnumbered by the 
British forces of 17,660. 
It was the last battle of 

the Philadelphia cam-
paign. The June weather 
was unbearably hot. The 
battle began badly for 
the Continental forces 
when Lee began an un-
successful attack on the 
British. He was forced to 
retreat until Washington 
arrived with the main 
body of the army. At the 
end of the first day, both 
armies were encamp-
ed within a mile of each 
other. During the night 
the British slipped away 
unnoticed. The battle 
was considered strate-
gically irrelevant. Both 
sides sustained heavy 
causalities, many be-
cause of the heat. Lee 
took the blame for tac-
tical errors and Wash-
ington had him arrested 
and court-martialed.

So, what is known 
about Asa Buell, whose 
name is on the Soldiers’ 
Monument on Trigon 
Park. He was born on 
January 10, 1760, in Kill-
ingworth, Connecticut 
and was only ten when 
his father died. When 
the war with the British 
broke out, Asa enlisted 
in the Continental army 
for three years. After the 
war ended, he returned 
home and on December 
30, 1784, married Mercy 
Porter in Haddam, Con-

necticut. They had nine 
children and lived on a 
farm on Roast

Meat Hill. (There are 
many different stories 
about the origins of 
Roast Meat Hill, but it 
was a name used early in 
the 1700s. In 2022, PETA 
sought to have the name 
of the road changed 
to “Roast Vegan Hill”. 
There is also a “Cream 
Pot Road” nearby.) He 
was a commissioned 
Captain in the state mi-
litia and was elected to 
the Connecticut State 
Legislature in 1802. At 
some point, he decid-
ed to move his family to 
Western New York. In 
1805, he drove a sleigh 
west and bought 22 acres 
near Le Roy and then re-
turned to Connecticut 
to get his family. Heman 
Alden Buell, one of Asa’s 
sons, later recalled that 
they left home on Sep-
tember 18, 1806. Heman 
was only six years old. 
The whole family trav-
eled in a cart drawn by 
two yoke of oxen with a 
provision chest in front. 
That was the seat for his 
father Asa, Jeremiah, 
his brother, and Heman. 
Behind there was a seat 
for Mercy, his mother, 
Thankful, his sister who 
was 20, and 12-year-old 

Clorinda. It may have 
taken a month to reach 
their new homestead in 
Le Roy. Asa Buell is listed 
as one of the first town 
supervisors in Le Roy. 
One of his sons, Asa Por-
ter Buell was killed with 
General Davis at the sor-
tie of Fort Erie during the 
War of 1812.

Captain Asa Buell 
died May 24, 1827, at the 
age of 67 years and was 
buried in the cemetery 
which now bears his 
name. His gravestone is 
still standing with a DAR 
plaque nearby. His wife, 
Mercy Porter Buell, died 
December 9, 1843, at the 
age of 84 and was buried 
in the Buell cemetery 
with other members of 
their family: Thankful 
Buell, 1786-1843; Lucre-
tia Buell Pierson Hatch, 
1792-1865;  Clorinda 
Buell 1794-1871; Heman 
A. Buell 1800-1875; Asa 
Porter Buell, 1790-1814, 
who died during the 
War of 1812, whose gave 
is marked with a 1812 
marker.

The Buells joined the 
small community of ear-
ly settlers in what was 
known as the Ganson 
Settlement. John Gan-
son had also served in 
the Revolutionary War 
and had come to the 

area where he operat-
ed a tavern in 1797. The 
Buell homestead was 
just down the road from 
the cemetery that would 
bear their name. The 
homestead was main-
tained by Asa Buell’s 
son and appears on the 
1856 map. More than 
likely, their early home 
was a log cabin, like the 
others in the settlement, 
but once the dam was 
built across the creek, a 
sawmill was built next to 
Stoddard and Platt’s grist 
mill. Barns and houses 
were built of sawn lum-
ber with framed win-
dows and doors. Kiln 
fired brick allowed for 
fireplaces, chimneys, 
and brick smoke houses. 
John Ganson died only a 
couple of years after the 
Buells arrived, but his 
son continued to oper-
ate the inn and helped 
establish the Eagle Ho-
tel. This year, 250 years 
after the Declaration 
of Independence, both 
men will have a flag with 
thirteen stars and thir-
teen stripes displayed on 
their graves. And once 
the weather warms up a 
bit, the gravestones will 
be cleaned.

Police did not identify 

the nursing home.
“When I was made 

aware of this case, I was 
extremely disturbed and 
angry because you imme-
diately picture your own 
mother or grandmother 

— someone who cannot 
protect herself — and 
think about this happen-
ing to them,” Kellogg said. 
“A wedding ring is not 
just jewelry. It represents 
a lifetime of memories, 
and you cannot replace 
that with money ... What 
makes this even worse is 
that this happened in a 
place where families trust 
their loved ones will be 
safe and cared for.”

Kellogg praised Van-
galio’s work, saying he 
stayed on this case, fol-
lowed every lead, and 
found the ring personally.

“This may not be the 

biggest case we handle, 
but for that family, get-
ting that ring back meant 
everything,” he said. “We 
will always protect the 
most vulnerable people in 
our community and hold 
accountable those who 
take advantage of them.”

wanted to be.
“Originally it was sim-

ply a six-month position, 
you come in and the 
train is on this track, and 
you keep it on the track. 
Don’t let it derail. And as 
I got a month or two into 
it, I started to make some 
real connections with our 
faculty and with students 
as well,” Kopp said. “And 
I talked to my wife about 
it, and she said, ‘listen, if 
you have the energy and 
you really like that school 
system, what’s holding 
you back?’ And I think 

along with the faculty 
and certainly the admin-
istrative team and Mer-
ritt (Holly), there is a real 
clear vision and mission 
here, and it aligns with 
what I want to do as far as 
education.”

It wasn’t just Kopp’s 
resume that carried the 
decision from Holly, but 
observing Kopp in ac-
tion.

“Having 40 plus years’ 
experience is one thing, 
but then I had the op-
portunity to watch Mr. 
Kopp, from December 
to now, interact with 
students. And one thing 
that was clear to me, we 
all want clear expecta-

tions of where we stand. 
Mr. Kopp has provided 
our students with clear 
expectations of what he 
expects,” Holly said. “In 
the time he’s been here, 
he’s gained respect from 
teachers, staff, students, 
the board of education, 
our community. And that 
goes a long way because 
administration is one of 
the toughest positions 
out there.”

Merritt is confident 
that Kopp will continue 
to grow and expand the 
many programs and extra 
curriculars that he be-
lieves makes the Le Roy 
school district so great.

“We have a ton of clubs 

that provide opportunity 
for students to be able to 
choose and be a part of 
something here at Le Roy 
Central School. That’s 
the part where Mr. Kopp 
will grow that and con-
tinue to improve on that,” 
Holly said.

Kopp believes that for 
a rural town like Le Roy, 
the school should be the 
center of the community, 
and he plans to promote 
that vision after taking on 
this new role.

“I’ve always felt that in 
rural school systems, es-
pecially, that the school 
district is the hub of the 
community. And it real-
ly needs to be. It’s where 

your future is. And so, we 
want to be as open as we 
can be to our commu-
nity. And it’ll continue,” 
Kopp said.

From day one, Kopp is 
excited to do his part in 
helping the school dis-
trict and faculty continue 
working together to stay 
on course of its mission.

“I would say that one 
of the first priorities is to 
make sure that our fac-
ulty are all on the same 
page, that we’re all row-
ing in the same direction. 
We’re all in the same 
boat, but if oars are go-
ing in different direc-
tions, you’re not going 
anywhere. So, we want 

to make sure that every-
body who’s operating an 
oar in this boat is all row-
ing the same direction,” 
Kopp said. “And I think 
the bottom line is, and I 
think our teachers rec-
ognize that, is that we al-
ways make decisions on 
what’s best for a student. 
And as professionals, 
we adjust when we have 
to adjust because that’s 
what we’re expected to 
do.”

Kopp is set to serve in a 
three-year probationary 
appointment, and will 
officially transition from 
interim to the official se-
nior high school princi-
pal on July 1, 2026.

In 1965, Fred Cook was 
working as a salesman in Buf-
falo when the oil burner com-
pany he worked for put its 
sump pump business up for 
sale. Cook took a chance and 
bought it — and 61 years, two 
generations and millions of 
dollars of investment later, Lib-
erty Pumps is one of Genesee 
County’s largest manufactur-
ers.

On Friday, the company 
was named Economic Devel-
opment Partner of the Year 
by the Genesee County Eco-
nomic Development Center. 
Speakers lauded the compa-
ny’s innovation, employee 
ownership and investment in 
its Bergen factory.

Growth has been a constant 
since the company’s founding. 
By 1972, Liberty Pumps had 
doubled its size from 1965. 
Cook quickly realized that the 
seasonal nature of the sump 
pump business could be off-
set by expanding into sewage 
pumps. Through the 1980s, 
the introduction of new sew-
age pump models, the use of 
automated CNC machining 
and the introduction of ro-
botics helped Liberty Pumps 
grow. The company expanded 
into the Canadian market in 
the early 1990s, and today, it 
sells pumps in more than 30 
countries, manufactured in its 
350,000-square-foot Bergen 
plant.

Charlie Cook — Fred Cook’s 
nephew, who took over opera-
tions in 1975 and now serves as 
chairman of the board, with his 
daughter, Robyn Brookhart, 
serving as president and CEO 
— said that the company’s cul-
ture keeps him coming into the 
office each day.

“I know what you’re think-
ing: ‘When is he gonna get 
out of there?’” he said Friday. 
“The reason I still go in is, I re-
ally enjoy the people. I’m just 
amazed at the talent we have in 
the building, and just watching 
people function with their own 
talents and skills gives me a lot 
of pleasure.”

Cook said the company’s 
growth depended in large part 
on the support it received from 

the GCEDC and its predeces-
sor, the Genesee County In-
dustrial Development Agency, 
when it needed support con-
structing the Bergen plant in 
the late 1990s.

“We’d gotten educated on 
manufacturing and we knew 
how critical workflow is, and 
so we had a chance to design 
a building that would be just 
perfect for us, but I had no idea 
how to do it — we hadn’t been 
through a project of that mag-
nitude, ever,” Cook said.

So he called John Dwyer, 
then executive director of the 
Genesee County IDA. Dwyer 
had a site in mind, and even a 
name: Apple Tree Acres.

“There was no road there, 
no infrastructure, no nothing 
— it was just vacant farmland. 
It was amazing, the collabo-
ration that came together in 
order to make this happen,” 
Cook said. “We had the IDA, 
of course; the county, the town 
and village of Bergen all on 
board, and obviously the farm-
er.”

From there, Dwyer and the 
IDA sought state funding to 
support the industrial park’s 
construction.

“We had all this infrastruc-
ture expense that we were 
looking forward to and were 
hoping for reasonable partici-
pation by the state,” Cook said. 
“John was doing the legwork 
with the state, and they gave 
him a proposal for an amount 
of money for that infrastruc-
ture, and John said, ‘No, I’d be 
embarrassed to give that to Mr. 

Cook. You go back to the draw-
ing board.’ And sure enough, 
they did, and they doubled it.”

Presenting the award Fri-
day, Genesee County Legisla-
ture Chairman Christian Yunk-
er described Liberty Pumps 
as a “great company and great 
team.”

“Liberty Pumps is more 
than a part of the community,” 
he said. “From a home base 
in Apple Tree Acres Business 
Park, they’ve grown into the 
leading American manufac-
turer of specialized high-qual-
ity pumping solutions for 
groundwater, wastewater 
removal and both residential 
and commercial. Time and 
again, the GCEDC and the 
GGLDC have been proud to 
participate and support that 
group,” he said, referring to the 
Genesee Gateway Local De-
velopment Corporation.

The award comes af-
ter a year that Chris Suozzi, 
GCEDC’s executive vice presi-
dent of business and workforce 
development, described as 
one of steady progress.

Suozzi  highl ighte d 
GCEDC’s work supporting 
expansion at Apple Tree Acres 
in Bergen, Graham Corpora-
tion, H.P. Hood in Batavia and 
Rochester Davis-Fetch Corp. 
in Le Roy, as well as progress in 
supporting housing develop-
ment.

His comments were echoed 
by GCEDC President and CEO 
Mark Masse, who used his 
speech to argue for the benefits 

of economic development.
“I hear people all the time 

say, ‘I like things the way they 
are.’ If you don’t change, you 
are going to be left behind, so 
we have to continually look 
for opportunities to move for-
ward,” Masse said. “We have to 
continue to adapt and change 
with what the markets and the 
industries need. The journey to 
rebuild our economy, not rely 
on one employer and create 
economic diversity is a long 
one, but it’s working — and it’s 
working because we’re all in 
this together. Change is diffi-
cult, but staying where you are 
is even harder.”

Masse spent much of his 
speech discussing the pro-
posed $19.5 billion Stream 
data center slated for the 
GCEDC-owned Science, 
Technology and Advanced 
Manufacturing Park in Ala-
bama, which is set to receive 
$1.45 billion in taxpayer incen-
tives from GCEDC.

“In short, the proposed 
project would invest $19.6 bil-
lion — with a B — in our com-
munity, employ thousands of 
skilled trades professionals to 
build three 700,000-square-
foot data center buildings and 
create over 125 direct careers 
to operate these high-tech fa-

cilities,” Masse said. “Stream’s 
proposal would also gener-
ate over half a billion — again 
with a B — in new revenues 
directly to municipalities and 
schools. They would also fund 
the completion of electrical in-
frastructure available to all cur-
rent and future businesses at 
STAMP. There have been a lot 

of things said about this project 
by others about STAMP and 
the GCEDC, most of which 
has been wholly incorrect. 
Misleading statements are 
probably not going to stop in 
the weeks to come, so we must 
ensure that the accurate infor-
mation is repeated, because 
facts matter.”

Connie J. Snyder, 95, of 
Batavia and formerly of Le 
Roy, peacefully went home 
to be with his Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ, on Tues-
day (April 21, 2026) at 
the New York State 
Veterans Home in 
Batavia.

He was born Feb. 
27, 1931 in Rochester, 
N.Y., a son of the late 
Claude and Gertrude 
Heaman Snyder.

He served his country with 
the U.S. Army during the Ko-
rean War and was employed 
with Specialized Printed 
Forms in Caledonia, N.Y. prior 
to his retirement.

Connie was predeceased 
by his wife Ellen Cooper Sny-
der.

Survivors include his chil-
dren, Stephen (Krissi) Sny-
der, Dennis (Jayne) Snyder, 

Bonnie (Kenneth) Young, 
Thomas Snyder and Frank 
(Karen) Snyder. Also survived 
by many grandchildren and 

great-grandchildren.

Roy, NY. A public me-
morial celebration will 
be held on Saturday, 
May 23, at 10 a.m. at

There are few athletes in 
Caledonia-Mumford his-
tory as decorated as Emma 
Brogan, and on Friday, she 
signed an NCAA Division I 
contract to take her talents to 
the collegiate level.

In both indoor and out-
door track and field, Brogan 
has excelled, claiming a total 
of seven sectional titles and 
three state qualifier titles 
during her time with the 
Raiders.

She also holds a whop-
ping seven Cal-Mum records 
for indoor and outdoor track 
and field. In outdoor, her 
records include the triple 
jump (38 feet 6.5 inches), 
long jump (17 feet 11 inch-
es), 100-meter (12.15 sec-
onds), and 400-meter (61.6 
seconds), and in indoor 
she holds the record in the 
55-meter (7.39 seconds), 
long jump (16 feet 8.5 inch-
es), and triple jump (37 feet 
9.75 inches).

Her outdoor time in the 
100-meter is also the Living-
ston County Athletic Associ-
ation record as well.

All of her hard work over 
the past four years of high 

school, both athletically and 
academically, culminated 
in an event on Friday, where 
she signed an NCAA Divi-
sion I commitment letter to 
join the track and field pro-
gram at Stony Brook Univer-
sity.

The event, organized by 
Cal-Mum Athletic Director 
Tim McArdle, took place in 
the high school gym, where 
her coaches, teammates, 
school administrators, 
teachers and entire school 
community watched as she 
officially committed to com-
pete at the collegiate level.

Many people spoke about 
Brogan at the event, in-
cluding McArdle, her soc-
cer coach Chad Schalk, her 
track coach Dan Freeman, 
Cal-Mum Superintendent 
Dr. Chenaille and Cal-Mum

Afterwards, the school 
handed out cards with 
her athletic achievements 
printed on them and gave 
students the opportunity to 
have them signed by Brogan.

she appreciates the most.
“I definitely would say

She also discussed her fa-
vorite track-and-field mem-
ory, which came at the state 
qualifiers for indoor during 
her junior year.

“The state qualifier meet
